CONGRESSIONALACTION ON ARMENIA.

The history of the Congressional action
of the United States In regard to the Ar-
menian troubles Is as follows: On the 3d of
December last, the Senate passed a resolu-
tion asking Ihe President, with the usual
qualificatiou,"ir not incompatible with the
public interest," to communicate any in-

formation in ills possession as to alleged
cruelties committed on Armenians In Tur-
key, aud whether these cruelties had len
committed onpersonswhohaddeclared their
intention of becoming American citizens,
or because of their being Christians.

TLe President was also asked to in-

form the Senate whether the United Stales
had exiostulated with Turkey in regard
to Ihcsc matters, or proposed to net iu
concert with other Christian powers re-

garding the same.
On the 11th of Deccmter the President

sent a response which included a report
from Mr. Gresham, then Secretary of State--,

in which it was stated tiiat no Information
had been received as to cruelties com-

mitted upon citizens of the United States
and that consequently no "expostulation"
hail been addressed to Turkey.

TURKEY'S COURSE CONDEMNED.
After some discussion the House and

Senate adopted, more than a month ago,
a concurrent resolution upon Uie sulije-ct- ,

upon which, as far as known, the Presi-
dent has taken no action, condemning Tur-
key's outrages UKin Armenia, calling upon
the gre-a-t powers of Europe to take steps
to put a stop to tliem, requestingthe Presi-
dent lo communicate the resolutions to the
government of Great Britain.
Austria. France, Italy and Russia, and
pledging to the Prc-ldei- it the support of
.Congress in the moit slgorous action he
may bike for the protection and security
ot American citizens in Turkey, and toob-atl- n

redress for Injuries committed upon
Uie persons or property of such elllzc-ns-.

This result was practically reached jes-
terday. It shuts off all further debate Iu
the Senate, where there was the evi-
dence ot a spirit ot antagonism that the
committee believed would be exercised to
the ultimate dereat or any and all resolu-
tions.

LICENSES WILL HE REVOKED.

Must Not Furnish Halt to Un-

licensed American Fishing Smacks.
John U. Riley, United States consul gen-

eral at Ottawa, has informed the state
Department that the Dominion governmi-n-t

proposes to Issue orders revoking licenses
of essels that obtain bait and supplies
at Canadian ports ard then furnish them to
unlicensed American vessels. Urdrr the
fisheries agreement tietwecn Great Britain
and the United States American fi"hlng ves-

sels must have licenses in order to allow
them to obtain bait nd supplies in Cana-
dian territory.

The proposed order provides that the li-

cense of anj-- American or Canadian esel
"will become null and void and forfeited
therewith, nnd the vessel will become in-

eligible to obtain a license In future, if any
or the goods or supplies or other advantage

obtained hereunder areold or Ira nsrerred to
any United States rishlng cse that has
not obtained a license.

After holding it back ror more than a
week Sveeretarj Herbert lodaj' made puL- -

'llc llur indorsement of President Cleveland
in the case ot MeiliiJl Inspector Edward
Kershner. who was dismissed from the
navy on March 11), on conviction of a "vio-
lation of a lawful regulation Issued by the
Secretary of the Navy" and of scandalous
conduct tending to tl.e destruction of good
morals.

The charges involved perjury, and the
court-marti- sentenced the medical in-
spector lo dismissal Secretary Herbert
many months ago sent thecase to the Presi-
dent with the recommendation that the
sentence be confirmed, but the President
did not act until March 17th instant. The
President's Indorsement follows:

"The sentence iu the foregoing case of
Medical Inspector Edward Kersh-r- ,

it with Ihe utmost care, and would have
been glad lo find u Justification for a
mitigation of the sentence imposed. I
have Lot Lccn able, however, to escape
the conviction that Medical Inspector
Kershner, with an unworthj-inten- t and in
an Insubordinate spirit, violated an lm
IKjrlaut and salutarj- - regulation of the
Navy Department.

"I am aIo fully eomlnced that to con-

ceal his fault he deliberately and under
o lib gave evidence before a court of

which, if it did not technically con-
stitute perjury, amounted to a plain and
intentional suggestion of falsehood acd a
willful suppression of the truth.

"Th'-s- o offenses of whicii the accused has
been found guilt j involve so much that is
perilous totlicliigliscncorhonorthat should
characterize the jiersunncl of our navj and
so nricii that Is dangerous to proper disci-
pline in that branch of ourbervice that it
seeiirs to nie a proper regard for public
duty precludes my interference with the
sentence which the court martial lias im-
posed."
