A .NOTED SERIES.

FALSE MEASURES ARE USED

Antlirucito Hawked About the Street h
In Every ConceUtliblu Kind of Ve-

hicle I'ollce After the. Sharper-!- ,
and Propose to See' That Their Cus-
tomers. Aro Protected.

Owing to poverty and other causes there
arc many ramliles in this city who are com-
pelled to buy their coal by the peck or
bushel. This demand 1ms resulted in
many men and boys engaging In the busi-
ness of hawking coal about the streets In
wagons and other conveyances. In f.iet,
it appears that every sort of vehicle, from
discarded grocery wagons to limping and

rrheumatlcDaj tons ami
vans, have been pressed into use.

They are hauled about town by all man-
ner of horseflesh, Intituling spaMned and
stiff Jointed car steeds, ganie-legg-

mules and other antiquated animals
which are ripe for the boticjard.

it Is estimated by the authorities that
there are upward of three hundred of these
intincrant coal dealers ami their mournful
cry of eo.ill" can be Hard
from the gray of early dawning until far
into the night, especially in those neighbor,
hoods which arc inhabited by the ioorer
element.

Now it has come to j.oss that the imllcc
arc after some of the-s- itinerants. There
are rascals among them Just as there are
In otheT callings, and fcmiplulnt has been
made nat there are dealers, among them
who an' inixsing short measure upon their
jioor patrons. The patrolmen In the sev-
eral precincts have been been Instructed
to look-- out for the dishonest peddlers of
"black diamonds'' and to mate arrests
where they are found c heating by means
or raise measures or In other wajs.

A GOOD FIELD.
The tenement houses rurnlsh a good

field for these coal huck'ters, and as the
purchasers in but rew instances see the eoal
measured tlie dealers! give them short
measure and bring the ei.int bushels or
pecks to their rooms In gunny sacks or
hand Knskets. Others are provided with
two sets of measures. One consists of
vessels which bear the official stamp of the
sealer of weights and measures; the other
Ls a fraudulent set, usually old buckets or
smalt lulu, which are used when no one-i- s

at hand to watch the n:catunng-ou- t

process. In some instances false bottoms
are used for the stamis'd measures.

Tills cheating of lery iwor people is said
to lie carried on to a considerable extent
by both hucksters of coal as well as vege-

tables, and the police' department proposes
to make .i raid on them Just as It did
some time ago on hort-weight bakers.
As tlie jieually under the old law Is .1 line
ot S2 ror every fraudulent sale, tho
hwln-ilt-r- by uixed liciTily In tho
aggregate.

"It is true the pettj-- tal dealers do

One plan Is to have a number or
bricks or big stones concealed in their
wagon when they are weighed empty
befure the coal Is loaded into them. An-

other is to train their horses to place a hind
foot on the platform rf the scales so as to
increase the weight vt the wagon.

This in known in commercial parlance as
"tare weight" and is deducted after the
vehicle is loaded with coal from the gross
weight. In this way dishonest coal
peddlers sometimes get from two to five
extra bushels with the amount they
ordered.

A colored man in South Washington Is
grolng wealthy in this petty coal trade,
lie has seven or eight wagons out nnd
buj-- s his coal rrom the mines direct by
the car load.

Baltimore, Jiarcb 20. The two hundred
and sixty-M-cot- d anniversary of the land-hi-

or Gov. Leonard Calvert and the first
colonists on Jtarjijnd soil was celebrated
lust iiiKht by the .Marjland Society of Colo-

nial Wars.
The fourth "general court" of the society

was held at the Hotel Rennert, where, after
a business the members and their
friends listened to an address bj' ilr. A. Leo
Knott. Mr. Knott's aeldre-s- s was a story
of the territory of Maryland rather than a
storj- - of the ko ernmeut or the people. It
win deeoted to proving three interesting
points:

"That the colony of Maryland rightfully
included the whole of Uelaware, much terri-
tory adjacent In Pennsjlvania and a strip
in the northeast or West Virginia,
but hail been robbed of them by the influence
of William Penn at court anil by the vary-
ing interpretations put upon the words
head roiintnln' of the Potomac In the Ca-

lvert charter.
"That the ef rort or the British government

to wrest extensive and valuable territory in
the Northwest rrom the colonies and put It
under Canadian rule hud much more to do
with precipitating tlie Revolutionary War
than is usually supposed.

MARVLANU'S PART.

"That the newly-mad- e State ot Marjland
plajeel a creditable part lit reconciling the
conflicting claims or the various Btates to
tills Northwest territory after the revoiu-tio- u

had ended, by being the first to urge
that this domain be turned over to the gen-

eral government a step that was ulti-
mately taken.

Marjland has never been given the credit
that she deserves for her part in tbe public
laud question," said Mr. Knott, "although
the facts have been clearly pointed out by
Pror.llerbert B. Aelamsaud Mr. John Fiske.
It was as early as October, 1777, that Mary-
land suggested to the Continental Congress
that these lands should be given to the
united government, to be laid out ulti-
ma telyintosepa rate andlndcpendent States.
The lauded States, those which had claims
to this territory, dereated themotion in
alarm, but Maryland's proposition involved
two new and startling Ideas ot the utmost
significance for the future of our countrj-- ,

then broached for the first time. These
n ere:

The idea of a permanent national sov-
ereign power residing and enduring In
the United States in Congress assembled.

"The idea that these lands constituted
national domain and were to become the
common property of that sovereign power
for the benefit of all the States, to be
laid out and governed by Congress, and
ultimately to be admitted Into the con-
federation as separata and sovereign
States."

CAUSES OF THE REVOLUTION.

Of the causes of the Revolutionary war
Mr. Knott spoke in part as follows: yHis-toria-

tell us we went Into the struggle
on the principle of 'no taxation withont
representation,' --but there are two other
counts in the Declaration of Independence
whicti have not attracted the attention they
have deserved. In one of these King
George is accused of 'raising the conditions
of new appropriations of lands,' and in an-
other he Is overwhelmed for establishing
an arbitrary government la Canada, and
for extending its boundaries so as to
take In most of the territory in the North-
west

"There can be no doubt that the Jealousy
of the B ritish government had been alarmed
by the ruaany signs of Independence of spirit
evinced by the colonists after the conquest
of Canada had relieved them from all appre-
hensions ot French and Indian warfare on
their borders, and that It had etdermlncd to
place an effectual barrier to their further
growth and extension west wardbythelntcr-positio- n

of a vast territory under its exclu-
sive control and jurisdiction. The colonists
were equally determined to have a shara in
the substantial results of the victory, by
which so vast and magnificent a territory
passed to the dominion of theEngllshcrown.

"Virginia had neverabandoned her claims
to this territory, and her cltlzeatuuxparcd to
settle and develop it. Influential citizens of
Maryland, Pennsylvania nnd other colonies
were also interested in these undertakings.
D ut their further progress was arrested and
their schemes of appropriation and settle-
ment broken up by tlie Quebec nct,-whi- ch

extended the Jurisdiction of Canada south to
tbe Ohio and Mississippi Rivers. Wresting
this territory from the colonies aroused a
spirit of deep hostility toward the British
government. That the sentiment thus pro-
voked was one of the causes of the Revolu-
tion no one can doubt."

8he never was bitten by a dog. Medical
history records but one similar case--, that
of a French magistrate, whose' hand wus
licked bj-- a dog wldeh.afterward suffered
from rabies. The name of "the disease Is
IjsophoblJ, or hydrophobia nonrabique.

Miss Dalzure is excessively nervous, and
when a Newfoundland dog snapped at her
and tore her glove, in January last, she
said she was very glad ho didn't bite her,
ns she was sure she should have hadhjdro-phobl-a

bad she been bitten.
After the affair Miss Balzurcread up on

and the effect was to give
her the disease she Is sufrering rrom. and
which tu the acute stages makes her bark
like a dog and exhibit other sjmptoms of
hydrophobia.

A New York physician who was asked
about the case said that the girl was prob-
ably surferlng from lysopliobia, a dis-
ease Just as fatal as hjdrophohla, without
the proper treatment. This disease often
occurred where a person had been bitten
bj-- a dog, but lie had never heard ota case
without a previous bite. he
said, was caused by a nervous fear of hy-
drophobia.

SENATE CDIIAX HE.OLUTIONS.

IIous.0 Will Undoubtedly Accept Them
When tho Time Comes.

It is practically decided that the House
conferees on the Cuban resolutions will
yield to the Semite and agree to the resolu-
tions originally passed by that body. These
arc regarded us less liable to strain and
shock the delicate and diplomatic sensi-
bilities of the Spanish gwenitwut than
those of the House.

Representative Hitt, chairman ot the
House Committee on Foreign Affairs, says
that never in all his legislative experience
lias he seen so many petitions on one sub-
ject as have floweil in upon this Cuban mat-
ter. They are not machine made, but have
come in nil manner or headings and in such
a quantity that they arc stowed away In
barrels and boxes. They bear, he says,
every evidence of spontaneity and

for Cuba on the part of the people.
Nevertheless the great business organiza-

tions of tlie country deplore the effect of
the present attitude of Congress toward in-

ternational questions. For instance, the
New York Board of Trade and Transporta-
tion lias memorialized Congress, suggest-
ing that Congress drop interna-
tional questions, and give attention
to the pressing domestic concerns before it.
such nsthecurrencyand finances, which, the
board thinks, should be placed upon a stable
basis. From Senator Hill's point of view
tills ls a distressingly low plane from which
to consider such matters. As has hereto-
fore been stated. Congress will finally adopt
the Senate Cuban resolutions and then
leave themattcrforthefurtiierconsldcraticin
und action of the executive.

As trustee the complalningcompany holds
a deed of trust against the ice company to
secure the payment ot $40,000 worth of
bonds Issued by the latter company, se-

The
property In Malno has been sold and the
complaining company asks far the ap-
pointment of trustees to sell the Washing-
ton property In order to pay the balance
ot the indebtedness.

Krauskopf is t he founder of the proposed

and has recently returned to Ins
home in Philadelphia after a lecturing tour
through the South for the purpose or rais-
ing runils with which to carry 011 his project.

Dr. Krauskopr, in telling or tlie scope of
the national rarm school, saj"s that it is t!.a
intention of the founders to train
men and women of all denominations to
become scientific and practical agricultur-
ists and intelligent superintendent-- of farms
and colonies. The Jew is a descendant ot
nn agricultural eople. No nation of an-
cient or modern time esteemed agriculture
more highly than did the Israelites of old.
In fact, it was their only pursuit the only
one. as the Bible taught them, int'tutcd
by God Himself.

FORCED TROM niS CALLING.
That the Jew of later c!aj--s ceased to 1 e

a farmer was due to his Leing forced by
persecution to forsake his calling. Dr.
Krauskopf says it is proposed to run the
school on the co cpcrativepl.in;tsu:p!jtlo
pupils with boanl.!odglng,cIothing.:'r.d tui-
tion, andchargc them forit en the Looks. At
the same time they propose to pay tfcent
for every eliy's lalwr 011 the field from
the first of April to the first of October,
gi vingthcmciecilt on the books.and enough
to leave a margin in their f.i vor. Tlieschool
will be in charge of u qualified suicrin-tenden- t,

and during the summermonthstto
pupils nlll be taught practical farming,
and In the winter months the theory of
farming and all that pertains thereto. A
dairj- - and greenhouse and hotl-oas- e will
be erected.

Alrcadj- - tome advancement has been
made with the scheme. A farm of 122
acres has been purchased and paid for
near Dojlcstown, Pa., within an hour"?
ride of Philadelphia, and has an additional
advantage of being located opposite ono
of the great seed farms of tie country.

Rabbi Stern of this city, speaking of tho
project last night, said hethou;;ht It was .a
very laudable one indeed, and believed
that the Jews alt over the country wero
praising Dr. Kraupskofs efforts. Ho
thought that when the time catre Wash-
ington people would be found supporting-th-

plan faithrully. The farm Is believed
to be more for the Russian Jews than any
other, ns they rorm at the present time tho
majority of the immigrants among that
class ot people.

A RUSSIAN JEW.
Dr. Krauskopf is a Russian Jew. and

he thinks that sucli a farm will greatly
his countrymen. In fact, nlth ono

vast national farm school. It ls thought
bis purpose will be to take the Immigrants
as they land and colonize them In tho
schools and then. let them get the train-
ing which will enable them to take farms
and successrully cultivate them.

The fund for tlie national farm school
amounts at the present time to over $10,-00- 0,

of which little has been used, and
Dr. Krauskopf has Just raised $2.r00 on
his lecture tour South. The Reading Rail-
road will erect a station on the grounds
nnd a market for the produce will
be round In Philadelphia.
