EXTENDING HAKUOIt --'EUULATIONS.
The report or Chairman Bubciik or the

House District Committee en tl.c bill
amending the nrhor regulations of this
tltv. Is as follows:

"The object or the bill Is lo prevent the
throwing of dead fb.li, oyster shells, gar-

bage and all kinds or olfal Into the waters
of the I'otimac KIer and Its trlhutanes
within the District of Columbia..

"To enforce the provisions of the act,
their violation Is made a misdemeanor
punishable by rine not exceeding $100, or
by imprisonment not xcee.ling six months,
or by both such punishment?, in the court's
discretion.

"The bill was framed by the District
Comirissioners to meet a nuisance seri-
ously threatening the health of the Xroiile
near the river, and particularly of tho-- e

living In the vicinity of Ilia wharves where
fishing boats congregat".

"In the spring and summer, when fish
are abundant, the l'otoniac at the wharves
und below for some thsiai.ee is full of dead
flstf and fish offal. Thousands of fish,
spoiled or unsalable, nre thrown overboard
every day to elecay m the water, rendering
the water roul and the air offensive, and

i riously menacing public health. Besides
carrion, there is inuch decaying vegetable
nutter thrown into and contributing to
the pollution of the water.

"The passage of the bill is unanimously
recommended by the committee "

The general Impression now prevails that
the Senate conferees on the marriage bill
will agree to all of the House amendments.

The police records here show thjt dur-
ing the nineteen months of "Prof." Uoliert
Walter's disappearance from the busy
throngs of the world, he was an Inmate of
a strong ward at the goiernmcnl Insane
as him, on the heights bejoud East Wash-
ington.

Walter is an eccentric IiidiMdiial.nnd was
regarded ns the town character or

City. He finally fell into the hands
of several practical Jokers there. It Is
said, and they convinced the feeble-minde-

fellow that he had been elected President
of the United States by "thirteen million
majority," and It afterward proved to be
an unlucky thirteen. Indeed, for lilni.
Thev finally persuaded him to tome to
Washington and claim his right to the
Executiechair, and to carry out the Joke,
f'lrnlshed the demented man with a rail-

way ticket to this city.
Visitors to. Atlantic City will remember

Walter as "the life-ra- man," and how he
was given a triumphal escort to the rs
which were lo bring him here. I o
happened that he got upon a train upon
wiileli President Clecland was traveling,
and when he reached the Sixth street depot
nn accommodating policeman was In waiting

to take charge or tl.e crank before he
could reach the White House and perhaps
create a scene there.

NEW JERSEY'S FAVOIUTE POX.
He armed here on October 29, 1894. and

was at once taken to the ofrice of Sanitary
Officer Frank, at police headquarters He
gac his name ns Robert Walter, and told a
rambling story about being "New Jersey's
rnvorite son,'' who had been elected to
the Presidency by 13,000,000 majority,
lvsld rece.M'ig a dilne commission to
occupy the White House nnd right tte
wro:.sof t'ie i eople by means or n system
of wind telegraph, by which his thoughts
nnd dclres could be Instantly wafted to the
fou r corners or the earth, lr necessary.

On the following day he was examined by
the police surgeons, pronounced insane
surrcrlag with the Presidential mania
anil sent to St Eliral-eth's- . In the mean-
time it was reported in Atlantic City that
AValter was dead, nnd the news spread
throughout the State.

During the nearly two years of his con-

finement, the "professor"' proved to bPthe
liveliest ort nf a corpse, but he appeared
to gradually improve mentally, and on
March 17 last Bupt Godding discharged
him as improved sufficiently to return to
ids friends. He Informed Sanitary Officer
Trank that he had a brother living at r,

Carroll county, Md., who would
ghe him a home, and he was furnished rrce
transportation to that point. From the
date of ids release until he reached New
Jcrsev, AValter led the life of a tramp In
the mountains of AVestcrn Maryland, it ap-
pears.
SP.COXD EDITION OF COL. PINCnOA'En.

- The Washington authorities heard no
more of AValter until yesterday afterncon,
when word reached this city that he had
suddenly made his appearance In Atlantic
City. As soon as he reached that place the
old Presidential mania returned to him nnd
he announced his Intention of going to
Washington next March to be sworn in as
chief executive of the nation. AVhen nn
Atlantic City merchant expressed his sur-
prise at seeing AValter alive the latter
exclaimed:

"You thought I was rteail.'hey? Well, I
was dead. Locked up among a lot of lost
souls and cheated out of the Presidency.
If thirteen millions did not get me In Iwill
go to AVnshlngton next fall with thirty
millions behind me"

Walter Is said to he a second edition of
the late. Col. Maurice Plnchover.

Teheran. May 2. The following details
of the assassination of the shah yesterday
were obtained through official sources
this morning: The shah, accompanied by
the grand vizier, Asghar, and a number of
attendants, paid a visit to the shnne of
Shah Abdul Azlm. Ills majesty trav-
ersed the outer court of the shrine, where
he stopped and gave Lank note to an
Arab and spoke a few kind words to a
water carrier.

Two chains barred the way to the inner
court of the shrine. The shah had just
passed the first chain when the assassin
approached him, and when within a few
leet or lilm fired a revolver, the bullet
from which struck the shah near the heart.
His majesty fell forward upon his knees,
but rose to his feet, and walked a few
paces, when he fell again.

The assassin was immediately seized
and hurried away. The shah at ouce be-
came unconscious and was Immediately
taken to his carriage and conveyed to the
palace at Teheran, whither doctors were
summoned as quickly as possible. AVhen
the physicians arrived at the palace they
found the shah dead, od certified that his
