DESERVING OF A STATUE

House Librzry Committee Rnxisus
to Honor Dr, Hahaemann.

FOONDER OF HOMEOPATHY

Intercsting Sketeh of Him Career,
Fourced o Undergo Many Hardsbips
on Account of His Advanced Views,
Ability Recognized by the Govern-
ment—Pruises from Physiclaons,

The favorable report on the Bill for the
erection In this oty of o monument Lo
SBamuel Habnemann, the founder of the
bompenpathic school of medicine, submit-
ted by Mre. Ot todnges. froom Uhe House Com
mittee on Library, gives the rollowing inter-
esting sketch of Hatbemann, which serves
to indicate the greatness of his charactaer,
his pemarkable achievements as a scholsr
and the beneficent results that have at-
tended his Inboms in medicine:

Bamuel Hahnemann was boen at Melssen,
Baxaony, April 10, 17656, His elenenticy
studies oinder the guldance of his parents
were malde an amusement. As his father
was strongly opposed to his recelving o
umiversity edocation, his lter studies were
pursoed  under oSt discouraging o
tions, but with extroondiniry success.

In bis twellth year e wis appolnted in-
structor In the rodiipents of the Greek lan-
gunge. At twenty he was o tharoogh tns-
ter of six langunges —Goerman, French, Eng
lishi, Ttalinn, Laun and Greek—and  was
able to support bimsail a0 the university at
Leipsic by giving instraction in some of
them and trapslaving therefrom into the
German, He subsegoentiy became profi
cient in Arabic, Byrine, Chatdale and He-
brew. His medical stiidies woere pursued ot
' the famous oenters of learning in Burope.
He graduated in Medicine with speail
honors at Erlangen in 1779,

He wis a member of varfous scientific
socleties In Lelpde and other citles: and
was highly honored for bis researches iu
chemidsiry. He was well versed even in
those branvhes of science unoonnectsd with
medicine.
