Soon to Be Issued by the De-
partment of Agriculture.

THE QUESTION OF COST

Methuds of Surface Druinage and the
Proububle Expense of Ench—Coandl-
tivns of the Soll—Large Sapply of
Fertlity Is Heguisite—Lund He-
cumes P'roductive When Dreained.

The Department of Agriculture has in
course of preparation, and will soon issue
a bulletin, on the sabject of farm drivinage,
which is of especinl interest to all those
engaged In gurdening and trock ridsing
for the Washington market.

The publication bus heen prepared by C,
G. Elliott, who'ls the only drainage en-
gloecer to be elected a member of the
Awmerican Bociety of Civil Engineers,

Afver exbapstively reviewing the best
and most fedasible methods of surfooe
draunage in relstion to the texture of soils,
the chimraoter of lands requiring drainesge,
the rules wiveh shoulid govern the distance
npart aml depth of andendrains, the size
of es to be used, how to locate drisites
surve vs and grodes, pml the construction of
trenches, the following yvery Instroctive
chapter Is glven on the cost and profit of
tle-drainage, which s applicable o the
territory surrounding this city:

The meeung willl take placs in the ol § 2t
Maortin's Town Hall, where Uhe (st inter
nationnl congress of wWorkers was beld, in
1864, The lost nssembliage ook plivoe three
yeurs ago at Zrieh, Bwitzerland.

Delegates from labor wrganizations in
nearly all the Inrge cities in the Unbted
Stutes nnd Canadn will be present anild par-
toipite i the deliberations 0f the congress,
The inlluence which these American dele-
gates will huve upon the cooventiun is recog-
