"'Ihrifty Would He Wiped Out.

Secretary Carlisle was asked to give a
statement to The Times or what would lie
the result or the adoption of free coinage
In this country without reference to the
action of other countries and without In-

ternational agreement.
He said his speech in Chicago In April

treats this subject as fully as he could at
this time.

No important new facts have developed
since that address wus made, and his Mews
have not changed in the least. He said .1
mistake was made in 1762 putting more
in value or gold than or silver In the dollar
at the ratio or 15 to 1.

"The consequence was that, although the
difference between Ihe value of a silver
dollar and the value-o- r a gold dollar was
was onli about one cent uud or
aceut.sllverdrnveguldoutoruseandoulor
the countrv, and rroin that time we had
silver monometallism untilafter the passage
of the acts or 1634 and 1837.

"The ract that the "liver was put hi the
form or a coin, and made legal tender tho
same as gold, uud that both oollars were
declared to be worth lOUccuts each, did not
increase the value of the 371 4 grains or
silver to any extent whatever. Hie peo-
ple could not be deceived by mere words
printed In a statute; ttey soon learned that
the metal contained in the silver dollar vv is
not equal in value tn the ti etal contained in
the gold dollar.undlheypaldellver to their
creditors and bearded the gold, or sent it
out or the country.

MONEY OUT OF USE.

of the money in which jou are paid
and impose upon yourselves the task of
doubling the nominal amount oT your wages
herearter; that Is, to struggle for another
quarter of a century, or perhaps longer,
to raise your wags in a depreciated cur-
rency to a point which will enable jou to
purchase with them as much or tho neces-
saries or life as you can purchase now;
and ir, after years of contention, privation,
and industrial dlsordr, jou should at latsucceed In so adjusting wages that they
would procure at the higher nrlces nt
commodities Just whut they will pro-
cure now at the cxittlug prices, what
would you have gjined bj the change from
the old to the new conditions?

"Money received for wages, like money
received on every other account, is valuallc
only to the cxtentthatitcan be cxct-angi'-d

ror other commodities, nnd it is scarcelynecessary to suggest thata dollar worth
BO cent will not purchase as much in the
markets as a dollar worth 100 cents,
To call a dime a dollar would add noth'ng
whatever to Its Intrinsic value, or to ltapurchasing power, it would still buy onlv
a dime's worth of good?.

"If these propositions are correct. It
is clear that when wages are paid in adepreciated currency the rates of wages
must be Increased In proortIon to the de-
preciation of the money and in proportion
to the Increase in the prices or other things
or the laborer will snfrcr a loss.

WAGES DON'T INCREASE".
"Now. lf afrirm that it Is the universal

rule that the rates of wages do not in-
crease in proportion to Uie depreciation
in the value of the inongy In which theyare paid, and that whenlUe- - currency isdepreciated the rates or wages do not In-
crease in proportion to, the increase in theprices or the commodities the laborer iscompelled to purchase. If there has beena single exception to this rule, in this or
in any other country, my investigations
have not enabled me to find lt,aud I do notbelieve one can be found.

"Avery large partof the moneydepositcd
in the various savings institutions will noteven be repaid In depreciated silver, hutwill be wholly lost, because such a recklessmonetary system Would precipitate a finan-
cial panic, which very rew, ir any, of thedepositories conldswvive.

"I doubt that tbere-i- s a single financial
Institution in the country that could sus-
tain the pressure that would be immediately
made upon Jt by its depositors and othercreditors, when itbecame apparentthatour
standardorvaluewatitcibeloweredandnur
currency rTfpreciated by free coinage

"Pajment of all our obligations 'held
abroad would be demanded in gold at once-ever- y

Investment of foreign capital in thiscountry would be instantly withdrawn-ever- y

man who owed a debt here or abroadwould be called upon to paj it;all depositors
In banks and other Institutions would wantto withdraw thefr money at the same time;no loans could be negotiated, and uo credit
would be given, because uo man would lend
money or sell property on time when he
knew with absolute, rertnintj that he
would be paid in a depreciated currency.

"Creditors would nojTwalt for the actualpassage of a rroe cojuage law. but as soon
as such a measure bad received the ap-
proval of the people nt an clect'on thcy
would demand their money, and ir not paid
they would enlorce Its collection by judi-
cial proceedings and "tlie forced sale of
property. It is useless-,fo- r you and me or
anybody else tosay that depositors in
banks and other creditors ought not to pur-
sue tills course when a crisis comes, or is
apprehended, for thcV always have

always will, unless human na-
ture Itself should be changed."

MK. CURTIS' OriNION.

The Metropolitan Railway Company Is
ulTiriiig at once in one way, as a result

of the discharge vesterday w ithout explana-
tion cf twelve or its emjilojes, all union
jneu, whose terms often ice run from two to
eighteen tears, and whose records lor
faithfulness are uoimpeached. The public
bus taken into Consideration the facts, as
presented bj The Times, and the v erdictis
general that the discharge is an attack upon
theright to organize for mutual support and
protection. As a result, many are riding
ou the either street car lines today who
could more conveniently have taken the
Metropolitan.

Tlie difference cannot be noted with ab-
solute cerlaMt by pbservlng the cars, but
the statements or individuals that the) are
g.vln and intend to tive their patronage
to other companies are sufficient proof.

President Phillips lias made bis action as
pointedly as possible a blow at organized
labor by dismissing only union men and In-

cluding In the number some of the highest
officials of the Street Itailwaj Men's

It is undoubtedly the result of the con-

troversy bugun two jears ago, which be-

came acute In negotiations between Mr.
Phillips ami the Knights of Labor, during
the recent session of Congress.

MR. PHILLIPS' CIRCULAR.
On March 5, when Mr. Phillips was seek-

ing a very valuable extension of priv ileges
and "putting up a Jioor mouth," be had
published a circular, professing to express
the views ot hi emplojeo. It stated that
"the company treats its emploves Just,"
ami that they were "credltablv informed
that uo dividends had been paid since Octo-
ber, 1894."

The officers of the Knights of Labor
asserted then, as now, that Mr. Phillips
was forcing upon all men comtuinto his
einplo) an Ironclad agreement nytjo Jcin
any labor organization, and wag using
the dlscLarge with blacklist to intimidate
e.?2 n iin fcujjlddlng In matters not per-
taining to their duuee.
--They at once published in iuc Journal of
Kulglits of Labor a statement or w7....
Mr. Phillips was doing to win favor be-

fore the committees of Congress.
This statement showed that Mr. Phillips

,Jiad failed to sign an agreement submitted
by tlic officers at his request This agree-
ment asked for certain rules to govern the
working of the men and certain regula-
tions as to pay Also It vva.set forth that
while Mr. Phillips was having his men
ay no dividendshad been paid lnca 1894,
there was a-- s.worn titement before Con-
gress showing $113,020 net earnings and
$29,119 dividends for the j
June 30, 1S95.

This statement was in the printed report
made to Congress and known as II. It. Doc.
252 aud was sworn to bj Mr. Phillips
and Mr. 'Wilson, tlie president and secretary
and treasurer ot tlie-roa- bemre 7. Fred
Kellcy, notary public, on February 17,
1896, and entitled "Receipts and

of the Metropolitan Railroad
Company for the year ending June 30,
1S95 " On page 2 ot that report are the
following items Interest. 527,352.43;
electrical equipment, $43,749.19; in-

crease in cadi on hand, S12.8C0, divi-
dends, $29,119, snowing that the company
had made a net gain of $113,020 during
the yea rending June 30, 1693.

INVESTIGATE THE FACTS.
Upon these and other damaging racts

the executive board asked that Senators

Manager Coleman of the company said po-

litely that he had no statement to make.
The offices of Ihe company were filled

with men who wanted to go to work, and
officials and minor emplojes were hurrj-lu- g

around in some confusion, apparently
atn loss to know exactly whatto do.

Mr. Coleman said to the place hunters
Mr. Phillips could not see them. He spent
some time apparently in telling men who
knew hu i the conditions on which new
hands would be employed.

Marshal A. A. AMIsonof theMetropolitan
directors, was at the office of President
Phillips this morning, and it is under-
stood other directors were there. All were
reticent, and what passed could not be
learned.

GONE TO SEE BABCOCK.

Mr.H. R. Martin, of the executive board
of the Knights or Labor, went last night to
New York, to see Chairman Babcocki of
the House District Committee. He cannot
return earlier than late this afternoon.
His purpose Is to lay the sltuatiou before
Mr. Hancock, and ask him to Interfere to
preTlcctthe rights of the discharged men.

It is asserted confidently by those who
have observed the facts that Mr. Babcock
can absolutely control the employment of
men ou the road.

Secretary Hayes-- of tlie Knights said he
expected Mr. "Martin back bj 6 o'clock.
"We shall win this fight, he added, "with-
out any strike."

ADDRESS TOTHE PUBLIC.
The following address was prepared to-

day at the Knights of Labor Building by
the men discharged vesterday:

"To our friends and patrons of tlie Met-
ropolitan Railroad Company:

"We, the undersigned, discharged em
ploycs of the above company, hereby ap-
peal to jou to assist us in maintaining our
rights as free American citizens. So
much misrepresentation lias been indulged
in, we now present for our consideration
a true statement of the entire controvers,
to do which we will revert to the beginning
of tlie trouble.

"When Mr. Phillips was appointed pres-
ident of the road he came with a reputation

We can demon-
strate that all the serious and fatal acci-
dents occurring were the result of care-
lessness of Inefficient employes.

"We denounce the action of thecempany
in discharging without cause some of its
oldest and ablest men. We earnestly ap-
peal to'the citizens or Washington who have
so freely aided us In the p istto show their
contempt for this cowardly action and aid
us In securing justice and r.iir dealing.
