JUSTIN EXPLOSIVE SHELL.. .

Successful Test in 1'ro.enee of Gen.
Miles.

Syracuse, N. Y. .July 15. The tcstyes-tcnla- y

of the Justin high explosive shell
before Gen. Nelson A. Miles, of the United
States ordinance and fortification board
at West Vienna, on Oneida Lake, was sat-
isfactory. Eight projectiles, weighing 100
pounds apiece and containing four and one-ha- lf

pounds explosive gelatine, were fired
from a pinch, high-pow- breech-loadin-

rifled gun.
rifled gun.

Five struck the lake at a distance of four
miles and exploded under water, throwing
up a column of water high in the air. Two
were fired at short range, timed to explode
in one second and were equally successful.

One projectile was fired into a target of
two-Inc- Carnegie steel plate, backed by
three feet of Maple timbers and six feet of
sand. The shell pierced the armor and ex-
ploded in the wood backing, tearing out a
large hole, thus proving Inventor Joel B.
Justin's assertion that tbe projectile is
able to pierce an irou-cla- d and explode in
Its bull.

Gen. Miles would pass no opinion upon
the projectile for the present. The Justin
Company is now negotiating with the
Japanese government relative to a 6ale
of projectiles.
