All the vic-
tims of Thursday's railroad wreck hi tho
tanutorium passed a comfortable night and
hopes are culcrtulned that all may now
recover. Interest iu the caso toduy cen-
ters iu the inquest which was begun this
morning by Coroner William McLaughlin.
The inquest is being held in Old Fellows'

Hall, as it was anticipated a, big crowd
would be present. 'This anticipation was1
not altogether fulfilled, as when the first
witness was called the ball was only com-
fortably filled.

'Hie jury . composed of represenlatlie
business men Of the city, and U made up as
follows: t orema n, Charles Evans; president
of the Atlantic City National Bank;

LEGAL COUN8EL PRESENT.
Tbe Reading Railroad is represented by

Judge Joseph II. Thompson, of this city, and
tlie PennsylvaiiinbyJudgeGaskllt, of Mounf
Holly.

Wnlle the cornor is not entitled, by law,
to counsel, rrc-ccul-or of Pleas Perry was
present and helped him with his advice upon
tho legal points which arose. The railroad
companies have prepared drawings of the
spot where the accident occurred and the
tracks leading up to tlie spot, aud those
maps were tacked upon the wall and were
frequently referred to.

When the Inquest opued Judge Gasklll
asked If lie might be permitted to assist
tlie coroner and Jury with Ills advice, as
lie was in possession of facts that might as.
sist them In reaching a verdict.

When Judge Uaskill concluded. Judge
Thompson staled that the Reading company
had brought Its employes to Ihe inquest,
and that the road wished fur the fullest
Imcstigatlon.but that he thought It would
be better, and that the public would be

at the inquest. Judge Gasklll acceded to
this, and further seggested that ho and
Judge Thoinpsui consult with Prosecutor
Perry as to a mode to be followed.

Prosecutor Perry, In reply said that he
was only present by request of Coroner

and that his sole duty in the case
consisted iu learning who was criminally
responsible for the accldeut, but that he
was willing to do anything the coroner
wished.

The suggestions of tl.e two counsel met
with the coroner's approval, and the two
lawyers held a short consultation with Mr.
Perry.

WITNESSES ON THE STAND.
Tlie flrnt witness called was Thomas

W. Trenchant, city solicitor of Brldgcton
and nephew of Mrs. Richard Treucfcard,
who met death Un the accident Mr.
Perry the witness, aud Mr.
Trenehard testified that he identified the
bodies of Charles I". McGcer, his uncle
and aunt, J. Dewey Johnson, aud a num-
ber of Bridge-to- n peop'e In the temjxjrary
morgue on Mississippi aveaiie. Mr. TreLch-ar- e

was not on the fatal traiu and had
no other testimony Vj give.

The next witness was Mayor Applegate
or Brldgeton, who also testified to coming
here and identifying a number ot the
dead.

Dr. Lewis Souder, county physician of
this county, was called, and related how-h- e

was called to the sanatorium on the
right of the disaster and gave assistance
to the wounded. He described to the jury
briefly the nature ot the injuries among
the dead at the morgue.

M. U. Thompson, a civil engineer, living
at Vinclandnud employed by the West Jer-
sey Railroad, was called. He testified trnt
he had made the maps of the locality of the
disaster which were on tl.e walls, from"
drawings on the spot. For coincnlence
sake the maps w ere nuinlicred Nos. 1 and2
Under Mr. I'erry's direction, Mr Thompson-pointe- d

out to tbe Jury the posit'ous oil tl.e
map of thesicnai tower and thesigailpoles.

the aui)ordinatestaUons situated at Bal-

By this method u delivery, as quick as
could be secured by a messenger Is Insured
to newspapers, bdainess bouses, aud tho'
like, who have need or special baste lq
correspondence. For many years a tacit
abuse or the postal laws has bcea growing
up on tbe part or this class ot corre-
spondents, who would intrust their"" mall
to railroad employes to be delivered at
tbe other end.

The attention of Second Assistant Post-
master General Nellsoo. was called to this
evasion ot tbe law, and be Immediately
set to work to stop It-- In doing so, how-
ever, Mr- - Neltsuu wished to pro wde a sub-
stitute for tbe illegal method, so he de-

cided to try, as an experiment, the 'plan
above referred to.

FLAN IS POPULAR.

Tbe transfer mall clerks In each ot the
large cities between Washington and New
York were placed in charge of substa-
tions in the depots, with instructions to
receive and distribute all mall deposited,
and also to band out when called for all
mail addressed for delivery to their re-

spective stations.
Mr. Stuart, who Is in charge of the sta-

tion at Washington, says that so far the
sen Ice has not been extensively used, ow-
ing to the Ignorance ot the general publlo
as to its methods. In the ten days in which
the stations have been running, however,
there has been a steady increase in the
amount of matter handled. It will take,
he says, about a year to fully educate the
public, but at the end of that time this
branch of the railway mall scnice will no
doubt be taxed to Its fullest capacity.

At present the stations are placed In the
old transfer offices, but as the system ex-
tends the offices will oe enlarged more and
more until finallyitls expected there will be
a postofflce in every impor-
tant railroad t in tbe country. Tho
oi.ly potof fice of this type In the country
at present is in the union station at St.
Louis, buias there have btsm nocorresiiond-In- g

stations, of course the new feature
has not been tried there.

LETTERS MUST BE CALLED FOR.
Mr. Neilson said that in no case would

there be a delivery by letter-carrie- r from
these offices, but that all mall would have
to be called for. Continuing, be said that
the new serlce will not only become an
accommodation, so far as a convenicntinail-in- g

aud a place to receive mall are
