"Bis .Mountain" Fell Under the
Aveugliig!inIletsoftlie-iTlilte-Sri-

Is Quiet, Patient, and Cause Her
KeeierM Xo Trouble.

Onadagawah Ouchtgee. which belnginter:
preted means Bobtail Bear," Is a Sioux
Indian squaw and the only female of her
tribe confined In an insane asylum.

Last weet she was brought East from
the Sioux reservation in the Dakotas, and
on Thursday committed to St. Elizabeth.
It was her first journey, and in her de-
mented condition facractlons were more pe-
culiar than those ot the ordinary Indian
who comes to see the Great Father.

Throughout the entire trip, though the
heat was oppressive, "Bobtail" clung a
tenaciously to her government blanket as
If it had been the coldest day In midwinter.
Her companion was un agent who has been
conncited with the tribe for a number oC
years, and, according to bis statements,
her case is an interesting one.

PERFECT Ti"PE OF INDIAN
Onadagawah Is about thirty years old

and a perfect type ot the Indian woman.
She is large audapparently healthy looking,
dresses in a gown or government calico
and her figure is unembeHishi-- with an)
artifices Her skin is thick and of a clear
dark brown, and two braids of straight,
Jet black hair hang down her Lack. Tim
onl) outward indication ot insanity b In
the expression of her big. Hack eyes,

"Bobtail" understands little English, and
what she does know she is not iniLned
to make nse of.

According to the story relatid by the
Indian agent, "Bobtail," tome six or eiht
years ago, was the belle of a little hud-
dle of wigwams in a fcloui settlement on
a reservation in South Dakota. Considering
the Inferior station which the Indian wo-

man occupies, "Bobtail's" position was an
enviable one, and a thread or romance runs
through her career.

She had an Indian lover, a Ug, swarthy
bruve.wbowaseiueoftheieadingcoiiuiiliiicn
or li trtlie. He w as a Tearless wamor.and
bad many a bKxsly skirmish with the white
men. "Big Mountain" was e. and
when the dusky redskin scatce home with
the dripping scalps or the pale face dangling
at his belt, then "Bobtail'" was happy.
She always led iu tbe burnt dog sacri-

fices where squaws are allowed to par-

ticipate in tbe pagan ceremonies.

COULD DBINK FIREWATER.
In the historic ghost dance, which tool:

plate before the bloody massacre of Wound-
ed Knee. Onadagawah headed the pro-

cessed. It was a noisy aud riotous affair,
jnd at the gathering about the sacred
rire, around which the ghosts danced,
the tern Me slaughter was planned.

"Bobtail." strange to say, could encom-
pass as much cheap, firewater as anj
brave, and she became vcr) hilarious;
raising a war whoop and shouting la
chorus with the male redskins. "Big
Mountain" encouraged her inber debauch,
rrom the erTects or which she has never
recovered.

Next night came tbe awful massacre,
and closely following this Gen. Miles over-

took the pease, of wrfrriorg. and, turning
Uncle Sam's big Catling guns on tbe
redskins, slew them all. Scarcity an In-di-tn

of the who'e clan escaped death.
Among those killed was "Bobtail"
sweetheart.

ThU she learned Just a she was recov
ering from her ghost dance spree, and
the shock which the news produced ups.n
her turned her mind. She became deli-

rious wilh grief aud sought her iover upon
tbe deld or battle.

fcOREOVT TURNED HER MIND.

"Bobtail s sorrow --was great and pitiful
to behold. At llrst it was thought that
time would heal her wounded heart, but
her brain had become deranged and she
never recovered. After a while her nving
ceased and she Lecaaie subdued, and of late
years she has teen quiet and Inoffensive,
but-a- s her mind has ever since been far
from right and as the members of her im-

mediate family have died. It was thought
best to h ive her cared for at the government
institution for the insane. Accordingly
permlsslo'iw.issecureiland she was brought
here last week.

"Bobtail" gives her keepers cot the least
trouble and requires very little attention.
She Is industrious and Irrought with her
bead work nnd basket splftilswltb. which
she employs her time, beginning, as if she
were compelled to. as soonfas assigned to
her roonuMost of her work U attractive
in design and nicely executed.

Onadagawah is the fifth Indian confined
at St. Elizabeth. Three or these are males-Tw- o

or them, however, are but halfbreeds.
By the asylum's attendants she has been
Chris tined Ougilla.' after the subdivis-
ion ot the tribe ot Sioax to which she be-

longed, the name of Onadagawah being too
long and thatot''BobtaU"to3 uncouthand
rough sounding.

HER FEMALE COMPANION.

Ougilla's only female assocnte ot hot
race In the institution Is a squaw called
Pawnee.

Pawnee has been an inmate of St. Eliza-
beth lor about seven years. She came from
Indian Territory, and her history Is shroud-
ed iu mystery. No one knows who she is
or how Bhe became Insane. TV'hen she first
cams to the asylum Pawnee was rather'
vicious and inclined to be unmanageable,
but kindly treatment and proper methods
have subdued her, until now she is one of
the mostkordcrly of all the demented. Her
hobby is to think that she is a warrior,
and that some day she will be released to
Join her kinsmen tn the happyhuntlug--

rounds!
She believes she Is now fccing held back

by the evil spirit", and that her people
are looking for her coming. She watki
about the grounds, generally under guard
of an attendant, and ofttimes gabbles; in
thclndlantongue,andgoes,through strange
motions, ns if in the worship ofpagan
gods. ,

TALKING NOTTHEIR FORTE.

"Bobtail" and Pawnee do not speak the
samelanguageand arc consequently unable
to communicate with each other During
heriongconfinerrentatthe asylum Pawnee
has rarely conversed with anyone. By
signs and motions, generally-- , she makes
known her wants to the keepers, but either
does not understand or knowing is not In-

clined to speak English. Her muttering
in Indian are all the sounds she makes, ami
she sits tor hours la a dreamy, dazed con-

dition.
There Is no probability ot cither or these

Indian women ever recovering their rea-

son. Tbeyrematnrorthemostpartunmov-abl- e

and sullen. Tbey have no character-
istics other than those ot Ignorant persons.
Tbey are among the easiest of all the in-

mates to manage.
"Bobtail" bus been placed In a ward on

tbe cast sido of the main building, and yes-

terday seemed happy nnd contented in her
new quarters.
