1t stood ratteer-miore thAn Cwenty rounds
soccemafully, and then Lhe inper tube wis
raptured ln several ploces, under @ predsure
of 19,000 peunds par square inch  Bugan-
uther Wi gUn was po. frictured
untit the ninety-third ropmi, while a third
wis fired succésstully 161 rounds, with me-
diam charges, yet did nol secore & report
from the trial bodrd (o favor of its adop-
tiva.

A well-known
ordoance officer, Capt. Willlam Crozier,
wno bas beea for lifteen years i Lhe ard-
sance deparumest, several years ago de-
signed a 10-inch wire-wound rifle,. which
was bullt at Waterviiet. [is ateel tube waa.
