Jiowevnr, to act as conductors
or fare collectors. A passenger must be
readytotender hisfare.huthels notlegallv
bound4o rise from his seat, or move even
so much as a step to do so. Any attempt
1o use force to coniiiel a passenger to do
this, or In default of it to eject him from
the car, would lay the person undertaking
to do so liable to prosecution in the police
court for assault.

This Is. by way of prelude to a considera-
tion ot the action of the Ecklngton Rail-
way Company in taking off the conductors
on the North Capitol street branch. They
did this by permission of the Commissioners,
which does not, however.affect the rights
of the public In the least. It is stated that
one passenger allowed himself to be Intim-

idated by the driver ot ore ot Ucse cars
and, under threat that he would lie put
off, himself tlie fare. There Is
a fair prospect, it Is said, of concerted ac-

tion on the jiart of the people of the sec-

tion tributary to this branch ot tlie line,
under the lead ot tbe North Capitol and
Ecklngton Citizens' Association, with a
view to an effective resistance to the

requirement. In thatcvent
there need be no doubt of the Issue. It Is

FOUND POISON IN THE SOUP

Trenton Politician Came Near-Dying- :

From Arsenic.

SaHM-ot- a a Colored Boy "Who Had
Been, Kicked by Illm for DUobej-u- i;

Orders.

Trenton, N. J., Aug. 31. Capt. Foster
Vaa Kirk, formerly county cierk of Mercer
county, and widely known iu poiiiic.il
circles hereabouts, is Just recovering from
a serious illness that he believe to have
been due to arsenical poison, admiutster-;- l

to him at different times for months past.
That tlie captain is alive loday, Profi

Cornwall and McKny, or I'tmcetou Co-
llege, who made an analysis, of some f,yl
which Capt. Van Kirk refused.to eat, say.ia
entirely due to the ignorance of his would
be murderers, they havingadmlnlsten-- the
arsenic In such large doses as to cause
their intended victim to detect or suspect
Its presence In his 'food, and his stomach
to reject it.

The attempt upon the life of Capt, Van
Kirk Is shrouded in mstery. He suspected
two employes, both colored, of the crime,
but after accusing both a week ago and
calling In Marshal Robert Tyrell ot Prince-
ton, to examine the suspected poisoners, he
suddenly changed his mind about ordering
their arrest. Instead, the n.n
and woman taken to the railroad station by
the marshal, procured two tickets for Pe-

tersburg, Va., the woman's home, and
shipped them out ot the Jurisdiction of the
State.

When this order was given Capt. Van
Kirk was !lng in bed and was advised
by Dr. A. K. McDonald of University
Place, Princeton, that be was in a serious
condition and might die from tbe effects
of the poison in his 8stctu. Nevertheless,
Capt. VanKirk,fnr.some mysterious reason,
insisted that liis orders be carried out,
and Marshal Turell Journeyed to Treutoti
md placed the colored man and woman ou
the train.

Last November Capt. Van Kirk attempted
to "correct" his colored boy, as be 3ud
been lu the habit ot doing, for disobe-
dience. He had ordered tbe boy "to hitch
the sorrel mare to a plow" and direted
him to use a certain set ot harness and
reins. The boy was ugly, and, instead
of doing as ordered, dressed the mare up
In a suit ot tar rope harness and rope
reins. For this Capt. Van Ktrk kicked tbe
boy and boxed his ears several times.

"I'll get square with ou for this. I'm
too old for you to beat me now," said
the hoy. angrily.

And It Is to this source ot threats that
Capt. Van Kirk believes that he can trace
the first dose of poison that he received
in his food.

Soon afler the "correction" of tbe boy
Capt. Van Kirk complained to his daugh-
ter, who managed the household affairs for
her father, that his food did Hot taste
right.

Several limes arterward he complained
alKiut his food not tasting right, and
finally some soup which had Iiecn pre-
pared for the captain was submitted for
analysis, wllh tbe result that traces of
arsenic were found.

The engineer and fireman jumped for
their lives, und escaped with a sever
shaking up.

The runaway engine remained ou 'Jys
rails for a distance of nearly a mile, when
just ahuvc Shady Springs It Jumped the
track and cillldcd with a gigantic rock,
which it split In twain. The rebound sent
the engine Into a ravine 100 feet below.
The engine preceded tlie passenger coach,
bnt was net attache 1 to lc.

When the danger became apparent the
signal was given for the coach brakes, and
the car was stopped before it got be-

yond control, thus probably saving tho
lives of scores of tourists. In the car were
a party of distinguished railroad people, in-
