The Smithsonian Institution will, on
Honda-- , celebrate the completion of its
fifty jcarsof existence. While there will lie
no public demonstration, the repents hae
ordered an Issue of a valuable work, con-
taining thenehicvementsand history of the
great seat of sclt nee. They will ilso erect
tablets in honor of its founder.

While the Smithsonian Institution was
formally established by the act otCongri'si,
on August 10, 1S46, It was not until Sep
tember 7, of the same year, that the first
meeting of the board of regents was held
.ind from that day to this It has grown
stcadil forward, and nowranksnmongthe
greatest and best cipiippedlnalitutlons or e

in the. world
The building, which stands on the Mall,

between the White House and tbeC.iiilto!,
Is visited by nearly every stranger who
comes to this city. Jn fait, students from
Colleges throughout the lounlry male Me-cl-

pilgrimages to Washington, and many
days arc spent among the wonders that
are housed within the walls of tills famous
building.

TI.e Inundation of the Smithsonian Insti-
tution wjs ths reahntion of the" desires of
mi Englishman, iv ho lequeatlie-e- l his whole
property to the United States to found at
Washington, under the name of tlie Smith-Knia- n

Institution, an cstal hsbment for
the Increase aid dlffusM! of knowledge
among men. This man was James Lewis
Jilarcie, who afterward assumed the name
..f Kinlthson. He was the Eon of Use first
Bukc cf Northumberland.

SELECTKDTHIS COUNTRY.
There is no reason known why Smithson

Ehould have! selected the United States, for
he was . thorough Englishman, although
he was in full sjmpathy with rt publican
governments and the lilerty of the peo-
ple. But cvideiitlj he had a firm lelierln
the futurp greatness of the new nation, and
reified in 1 B26 , when he drew up his w ill,
tlat such an iistitute as he ctutemplated
would have u eivillzing lower upon the
World of iucalcuinllc alue.

Irwas not until si years arterSmlthson's
death, in 1835, that the Ui Itcel States was
notified that his estate, amounting m t alue
to about JLIOO.OOO, was held In dial eery.
After two years' litigation a favorable

was rendered, and on September 1,
1838, 104,960 gbld sovereigns, which Mil
lcen brought over in the clipper ship Me-

diator, were delivered to the Philadelphia
mint and rccejiic-- Into American money,
yielding $508,3 18.46, us the first in-

stallment of the legacy This was soon In-

creased to 5515,109. and in 1S67, In
legacy .if$26,21( C3,thelotalsiim

derived frcin the fniinnc r's I encficence had
U'c n Increased to ?Gr.O,0(IO.

For eight years tlds legacy lay in the
Treasury before H was decided what to do
with it. It was finally determined to found
the present institution. Its obje els are to
assist men of science in making original re-

searches, to publish them i n a series of vol
times, and to give a copy of them to every
first-clas- s library on the face of theearth.

HELP TO SCIENTISTS.
There are not man- - scientific investi-

gators in the United States to whom a help-
ing hand has not nt some time been exteu

by the institution, and fieh ludhasortcn
reached across tl e Atlantic. Hooks, apjw-ratu- s

and laboratory accommodation hac
been suppl ed to thousands, and each year
a certain number of money grautshave been
made.

Not less important has been tlie personal
encouragement arforded and the advice
given in the tens of thousands of letters of
information writ ten in reoiiselo inquiries
It is not, as some persons suppose, a teadi
ing institution, nor does it receive students.
It constantly aids, how ever, In the improve
ment of the educational system of

l'rof Joseph Henry was the first secre-
tary by ihe board of regents. He
was a man grtatlv distinguished in science,
nnd from the beginning he merged his lite
in that of the institution. He was suc-
ceeded 1) l'rof Fullerton Baird,
who was elect 1 In lb78 He was then the
hading autlority on annuals, birds, fHirs
end reptiles In America, tl e founder of
the United States Fish Commission, and of
public fish culture.

In lbS7 he was succeeded by Samuel
Picrpont Langlcy, the third and piesent
secretary, who Is as a physicist
and astronoine r, the invi ntnrof the bolom-
eter, the discoverer of the greJti r portion
of the infra-re-- d spiel rum, and the highest
authority upon tlie physics of the atmos-
phere.

DEVELOPMENT OF THE MUSEUM.
Kcretary Baird continued the dcvelop-imnt-

the iniiseiim, which has bet u under
Ins special charge during his twnity-sevc- n

years or service as assistant tccictary, se-

cured the erection of the new niuseLiu
building, gave miuh attertien to zoologi-
cal and ethnological explorations, nnd, id
coiimciou with his special work as Com-
missioner of Fisheries, secuied the con-
struction of the exploring ship AlLatross,
and carried on extensive investigations in
American waters.

To Secretary l.angley is iluc the estab-
lishment of the National Zcologlcal l'ark
and the Astro Physical Observatory, re-

newed activity in the library and exchange
work, and ;i new system of encouragement
of original research In llic physical as well
as the biological sciences. Under his ad-
ministration, also, important donations anil
liequesls huve been added to the perma-
nent fund of the Institution.

The limit of $1.01)0.000 which may by-

law lie pcnnai cntly in the Unlteil
States 1 rcasury at G per cent hav Ingjii'arly
liecn reached. Congress has recognized the
authority of the Institution to receive anil
admiuistcr other funds bcjuiid this limit,
thus making it possible for It to undertake
the administration of financial trusts for
any purpose wliliin the scope or its general
plan. The institution Is governed by a
board of regents, nnel.the executive officer
Is the secretary.

The Smithsonian Institution has achieved
much during lis fifty yean of existence-Chie- famong these are its publications,
w Inch Include many Important and authori-
tative works. There Is no restriction as to
subjects, and they cover almost every branch
el science.

BOOKS GIVEN AWAT.
These books arc practically given away,

for, although there Is a provision for their
sale at cost price, only a few hundred
dollars' worth arc sold each year. They
ure regularly distributed to about four
thousand institutions in all parts, of the
vvorld.nndnre supplicil tonuinerous private
investigators. The library Is another Im-
portant feature of the institution, and has

"probably done more toward building up a
great library in Washington than would
had been possible had all its income becu
devoted strictly to literary work.

The Smithsonian Institution is tlie cus-
todian of the National Museum, which Is
the only lawful place of deposit of ''all
objects of natural history, plants and geo-
logical and mineralogioal specimens be-
longing to the United States."

The nucleus of the collection consists of
the specimens brought Ionic by the Wilkes
end other exploring expeditions, but for
muny years the Museum was supported en-
tirely at the expense of the Smithsonfund,
and a considerable portion of the collec-
tions is the property of the institution.

known as the Smithsonian Systemot
International Exchanges, begun in 1862,
and having for its object the free Inter-
change of sclcutlficmaterlal bet ween scicn-tifl- c

institutions and Investigators In the
United States and thee-- in foreign lands
For tnis purpose It established correspond-
ence with learned men all over the world,
until there is no civilized country, or peo-
ple, however remote, upon the surface of
the planet, so far as is krown, where the
Institution Is not thus represented.

STUDYING THE INDIAN.
TlKVDurean of American Ethnology lsthc

outcome "of activities liegun early in the
history of the-- Institution, nnd the results
have been tlie collection of most valuable
Information concerning the affinities of
the Indian tribes and a guide to grouping
thcnV on the reservation. In 1879 this
bureau was given a special appieprlatlon by
Congress with the unden-tandin- that the
researches should be so extended as to e

the habits and customs of the Amer-
ican Indians, their tribal organizations and
government, and their injths and cere-
monials. Major J. W. Powell Is the direc-
tor of this bureau.

The annual reports of the bureau, twelve
In number, and nine volumes of "Contri-
butions to North American Ethnology,"
wtli thejbulletinof the bureau, form a con-

siderable library in themselves The ar-
chives still contain much unpublished ma-
terial. Including hundreds of vocabularies.

A complete llnguisllcclasslflcatoin of the
native languages of the United States has
becfi prepare J by the director, and an effect-
ed classification of the t,ribesoD the .reserva-
tions, reducing matcrallly the danger ot
war-lik- e outbreaks, has already been ac-
complished.
