Wi-altli-y Clubman Can Pay No Ali-

mony on Account of 'llicin.
New York, Sept. 30 William n. Wct-mor- e,

a New York club man, with an in-

come of $15,000 a )ear, recently
to the supreme court here to h.net lie

aliniouy awarded to Mrs. Wetmorc cut
down. She was awarded $6,000 n, jcar,
and this sum Mr. Wetrnore asked to be cut
oft entirely, but asked that $3,000 be
given for the maintenance and education
of the cblldrea.

Justice Storey yesterday handed down a
decision deu)ing the motion, and incident-
ally making some remarks In plain lan-
guage about the well known club man, who
has been living for some time beyond the
boundaries of the State.

turned unsatisfied. Justice Storey, In his
opinion, sa)s:

"He admits he lias been living in an
expensive manner, for a time maintaining
a yacht.

"While lie lias been living in luxury and
idleness, Ills wife and family, so far as lie
was concerned, have been left to lookout
for themselves."
