, lis dclgnatiun is not as new as the In
vention, for the Rime name lias been
aiiplied to water tails cmplojed in the
District fin a number of .venrs. and the
only distinction to bo drawn between
the present and the old one is that the
later p.ittern l supplied with a guard
Intended to present the ingress of eels
Into tlie smaller pipes It is alleged tint
It does not al traj s do so

The old tap, which was supplanted by
the oue now In use, ira a mere water
cock, as nearly as may lie like the attach-
ment with which water may "be cut off
from tho house pipes when for anj
reason It is not wonted to present freez-
ing, for example It afforded no obstacle
whatever to the passage of anj eel that
could enter the pipe.

It was called a "District tap" for the
same reason that in other cities the device
Is called a "coriwration tap "

These taps now, as heretofore, are
bought by the water di partment in large
numbers and furnislied to the people at
cost, 3 each without regard to size The
present pattern. Instead of stopping at
the inner edge of the main as heretofore,
extends bevond it several inches and tin
eid thus extended is provided with slots
so small as to prevent the eels from pass
ing and vet larire enough to permit an
ample flow of water

Even tap is fully tested at the
pumping station before it is sent out for
use. and while no one is permitted to em-

ploy an other in new construction, itis

ers, and lh.it where it has been suhsti-tut-

IT FAILED TO WORK.
It utteily railed of its mission, she

declares, for in a short time then-alte- r

while her ton was 111 of typhoid fever the
water supply again failed, and this time
It liecame necessary tc flush the main to
secure an expulsion of the intruder.

Mrs Hammer relates that the officials
at the District building admonished her
when she asked for the flushing of the
main for not hiving a "Distilct tap"
connection made, saying that it was

for an eel to ge t in past the
guard She informed them that she had
a regulation tap, and gav e the name of the
plumlier who had supplied it, The officials, she says, were skeptical,
and she finally lead to produce the plumls-er'-

receipt in proof of his purchase She
alleges that the eels got hi alter this,
and the main was again flushed, and
succeeding this she asked that the Dis-
trict furnish another tap for the one that
w is evldentlr defective, and the offi-
cials positively deillned, and also re-
fused to isty her plumber's bill.

or the ei 1 guard, from her expe rience vvitli
It and is cf the belief lli.it while people
are arbitrarily obliged to purchase the
"Distriit tap," there Is no guarantee
