CHAPMAN WILL 8E JAILED

United States Snpreme Court

Confirms His Sentence.

RECALCITRANT WITNESSES

Dnvfincjer and Sondes of the Susar
Trust Are Also IJtinle, as Well as
Two Other New s;npcr Ccrvesro.il-eiit- s

One Hundred Dollars und
'thirty Ihivs' Imprisonment.

The Supreme Court of the United States
toil ij-- affirmed the decision of the court of
appeals of the District or Columbia in the
case of Elverton It. Chapman, the recalcl
trant witness In the sugar trust Investiga-
tion by the Senate ut JS01.

Tin decision was made upon the motion
by Hie government to dismiss the writ of
error sued out by Chapman to review the
action of the District court by which

sentenced to pay a fine or $100 and be
Imprisoned thirtj days liecause he refuted
in answer certain questions before the Sen-
ate investigating committee.

Tl.ctcorrepondents, as a jioint of honor,
refused to tell where they got the Informa-
tion upon which they based their statements
as published; the brokers, as a matter of
business, declined to give the names cf
their customers ur the t ransactlons I n which
thej- - were engaged; the sugar trust offi-
cials, for scirprotection and as a privilege
or every private citizen, declined to answer
several questions regarding the business
or the companj-- .

The questions were apparently all aimed
at lire one result or showing that certain

had been buying and selling op-

INDICTMENTS FOUND.
Asa last resort, all Senators were called
