found in his possession.

"How do you fix the value ot this gun?"
asked Judge Miller, addressing Grimes.

"By lis associations partly and because
it Is an excellent shooter.

Once more we
take up our Journey, step by step, in thefootprints of our Master, hoping and trust-

bestowed upon nwn through iilm. Iu thistext St. Paid exhorts us the more cspKially
to imitate God. but I wish to take his
words and apply f hem to His Son.

"There is good reason why my text Is
appropriate today. For on this first Sun-
day in Advent this church becomes for the
time Iwlne the cathedral of the new dio
cese, it begins a new era in its history.
We enter upon enlarged privileges and re-
sponsibilities. A cathedral is created not

provides the cure. Man has no power of
himself to help himself Christ alone can
gUe sufricieut strength and grace."

Dr. Hevrie.sspoke upon the
attributes and lire of Christ, and upon the
need of Ilini Inlhe llfeof every human being.
