UNDERTAKER IN TROUBLE

Two Warrants Have Beeu Issued

for James H. "Wiuslow.

Keported Violation of Health Regu-
lations Will He Heard In l'nllce

Court FactH In tho Case.

The difficulties between the District
health detriment and Undertaker James
II. Wlnslow, which have been coming to
the surface everv now and then since last
October, bid fair to reach some conclusion
shortly.

The department lias Issued warrants for
his arrest on two charges, the first for
failing to register his name as superin-
tendent of Pane's Cemete-ry- , as each
burial permit was issued to him, and the
seconel lor interring the liody of an inrant
In the cemetery without the necessary per-
mit.

Mr. WinslowV breach of the department
orders in the first Instance was due to
lguorant-- that tLe book in question ex-
isted. He was appointed superintendent of
Jie cemetery in June, lb'JS, and regis-
tered his credentials at the office in regu-
lar form, but was not notified of the ne-
cessity or registering other than as an un-
dertaker, and neer did so until notified a
few weeks ago by Permit Clerk 1'arson.

Tite second charge is more serious, end
lajs Mr. Winslow 0ien to the isijnietit of a
line ranging from $23 to S2(JU, hut, like
tlie first, is tiueto luisunuerstanums on the
part ot auemploje.

A death certificate was filed with tlie
undertaker and arrangements weic made
for the burial or an Infant, supposed bv the
health autl-ontie- to iiave died of "dip-
htheria. As the parents or tlie child had no
monev, Mr. Wiuslow did not make applica-
tion Tor a burial permit. On tlie dnv fol-
lowing the undertaker was detained n't the
liohcc court and left bis establishment in
charge or an cmploje, Wlllam Wive.

Meantime the father of the dead child
came In and represented to Wise that Mr.
Winslow had promised to bury the bodv.

'lhe voung man promptly completed ar-
rangements ror the funeral, and In a few
hours arrived at the cemetery, where Sex-
ton Jackson demanded a permit. Wise ex-
plained to the saUsfacUon of the sexton
that Mr. Wlnslow had tie permit, as lethought, but was at the police court, and
the body was allowed to be buried.

When Undertaker Winslow learned of
the burial he reported the matter to the
health authorities and assumed resiionsi-bilit- y

for the act or his assistant, but the
matter was laid over until the recoveryot
Dr. Woodward, who wasillatth-'tm- e.

It has since been postponed until the war-
rants were sworn out on Saturday, andThursday next set for a hearing. Th-- j affair will be thoroughly investlgited. but
