PIES' FEET MUST PAY W

Judge Kimball's Ruling in lie
Case of Cook Shops.

LICENSE ALWAYS REQUIRED

Jndge Kimball Replies to a Criti-

cism Upon His Judicial Action
Aliule by the Secretary of the
Humane Society No Violation of
Law to Carry a Ueer Glass.

After this, according to Judge Kimball's
ruling, any place where customers arc
served on the premises, and when such
places have all the fixtures and parapher-
nalia of cooking, the proprietor must pay
the regular cating-lious-c license of $23
Per annum.

The test of the law was made In the
case of Keith Sutherland, who lias con
ducted an eating house for seven years nt
No. 1114 R street northwest, where he
retalls appetizing pigs' feet and the

confections wlmlt are only found
In a hogshead. Sutherland appeared In
court today and said lie was not aware
ids business required a license.

The judge read the regulations and ac-

cepted Sutherland's personal bonds to get
a license, which lie did, in a sliort time,
returning to court and showing It to Ills
honor.

"I never knew before, sir," said Suth-
erland to the Judge, "what a good thing
this was to pet," as he waved the paper.

"You think It Is a good thing, do you?"
said Prosecutor l'ugh. "Then push It
along"

This decision will play liavoo with the
cook shops that thrive and exist In the
alleys throughout the city, for, in the
language of the law. It says peremptorily
that before engaging in the business of
keeplnfa restaurant, to wit: A place where
meals and refreshments are served, except-
ing liquors, etc, a license must bu secured
first. This will compel all the "feed
joints" to pay ?2D or close business.

Judge Kimball took occasion this morn-
ing to reply to an attack made onhlmsome
dajs ago in a letter to a newspaper writ-
ten by tl.e secretary of the Humane So
clety, commenting on the court's action In
discussing caseb brought before him by the
society's agents, and condemning his honor
for not imposing severer fines when he did
adjudge the defendants guilty.

Today Agent Rabbltt had William S.
Itilllnger, su;Tintendcnt or the lie It line,
before Judire Kimball for cruelly treating
one of the horses of the comauy In work-
ing him In a car. Mr. Itahbitt said the
horse's front hoofs were interfering or
knocking against each other, and it was
unfit for work, the lock being In a bloody
condition.

Mr. Halhngcr said the horse had been
in the stable eight days and was out for the
first time yesterday. He explained to the
court's satisfaction the Injury to the horse's
feet was owing to defective shoeing, which
had not been uoticed by the driver.

In dismissing tl.e case Judge Kimball
referred to the letter mentioned, and 6ald
the criticism was both unjust and un-

warranted, his honor suggesting that the
society would b better informed If they
would attend some of the court proceedings
und see the lack of proof produced by their
agents.

"When there Is not sufficient proof I
cannot hold the defendant." declared the
Judge, "and will continue to do so "

"And If your honor will allow me," said
Mr. Todd, superintendent of the Eeking-lo- n

line, "in one case the secretary dwelt
on in his letter the society's own veteri-
narians testified here the horse was not
unfit for work."

NEW RAPID TRANSIT LINE

Maryland and Washington Elec-

tric Road Nearly Finished.

COMPLETED BY FEBRUARY 1

Lnrgo Force of Men at Work and
CoiiHt ruction lleiiiK Ilupldly 1'umIi-c- 1

0erlicud Trolley to He Kin-jiloy-

Ileyond DlHtrict Line
Air Motor In tbc Cit?.

The promi-tcr- of the new Maryland vr.il
'Washington Ulectrlc railway, connecting
this city with I!altimore,arc Justnowin a
posit Ion where they can see the beginning
of the end of the work of constructing the
line.

The building of the load has been In
progress for over a sear, awl even now no
one would venture to name the exact date
of completion, but Hecelver Schoepf suites
that his section, from the District lin to
the city terminus, will be In readiness,
unless- some unforeseen difficulty arises,
about February 1.

Hit; Force at Work.
Contractor Maurice F. Talty. who Is

constructing the track and erecting the
poles between the present terminus of the
electric road and thu District line, Is ilnlly
working a large force of men upon the ex-

tension, and Is also of theopinlon that this
division of the road will be fully completed
and iu running order in about one month
from January 1.

The motive power which will propel the
cars will, of courses be electricity, to lie
furnished from the jiresenl power house of
tlie Hckington line. The plant is thought
to be fully large enough and capable of
derating tlm division by the application
of tlie d namiis now iu use, without any dif-
ficulty, so that there will be no delay on
that score.

The overhead trolley will be used from
the city lioundary to the end of the
division, the same as now on the Kcklng-to-n

line, as well as on the remainder of the
road through Starylandi when that imrtion
of the rocd shall have, been completed.

City Motive Ioer.
What shall be the motive )iower of the

cars lo be run inside the city limits In otiUt
that the old horse cars may be nbandom--
and rehgated to Hie past is, however, an-
other question which has been confronting
the management for some time. The decis-
ion that the horse car must go has ong
tlnce l.ccn rendered and received public
approval. The plan proposed not long ago,
which Is to operate the intramural section
of the line, nt least in this city, by the com-
pressed air system is regarded with high
favor, and will without doubt be tin; plan
ultimately adopted, although final arrangi--nicnt- s

are still incomplete.
The time limit stated In the act which

passed Congress granting the franchise was
placed at l)eccmler 10 last, when a test
should have bcenmade of tliecompressed-al- r

motor on the line. This, however, was
found to he too brief a time in which to
meet tlie requirements, and already a lull
has been Introduced In the House, and has
passed that body, and now awaits action in
the Senate, extending the date upon which
a test must be made to July 1, 1807.

Provisions of tlie Bill.
The in east re also stipulates the time when

the road shall be fully equipped with this
si stem, placing the limit at July 1, lSOrl,
and long before that time, it is believed,
the system will be In full operation.
It is probable that favorable action will

be had upon the bill at this session, as it
met with little or no difficulty in passing
the House. Mr. Schoepf and others inter-
ested in the company have several times
visited New York city and made an Inspec-
tion of the system there which Is said to
be In use with excellent success, on the
Third and Lennox avenue Hues, and they
express themselves as being greatly pleased
with Its workings, and the belief that the
coinprcsscd-al- r motors can be used with
equally as good results here.

The Third and Avenue roads have
been operating with the air motor now
for a period of about six months, nnd. In
spite of the fact, that the sjstrai was re-

garded only with scant favor at first, Its
success has fullen proven Its practicability
and usefulness.

peak in the higlicsstcrms of the new mo-

tive power, and overj tiling seems to rec
ommend the pi a if to the EcMugton line.
nnd before spiingilt is expected that the
test will be made.

Arrangements are now In progress with
the Wcstlnghousei Company for the con-

struction of tlie cars, and as soon as one
is completed andbint here the experiment
will be made.

In Baltimore tlio overhead trolley wire Is
permitted, --and isiiu operation on several
lines, so that that question does not arise
In relation to the terminus of the Columbia
and Maryland In that city. A conference
of some of the directors of the board was
held in Baltimoreon Tuesday In relation to
matters pertaining to the road, and the
work will be pushed rapidly.
