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THE FISHER GASENOT TRIED

It Was Continued Until Monday

Next by Judge Kimball.

POLICEMAN MELLIN IN COURT

Do Is the Only Defendant in the
Action for Assault Brought by
the Girl "Who Claims Sho Had an
Arm BroRen in a Disreputable
House.

Judge Kimball, who presided in Judge
Miller's court today, because of the lat-ter- 's

illness, by request of Prosecuting At-
torney Muliowny, continued until next
Wednesday the trial of Policeman Mellin,
of the First precinct, who is charged with
assault by Madge Fisher, an inmate of a
Thirteenth street house. The facts in the
case were printed iu The Morning Times
today.

The court was crowded with spectators,
who enjoy national court scenes. Be-

sides the usual courtroom loungers, many
of Mellm's brother officers were present,
and the Fisher woman's friends, in their
paint and finery, were also much in ca-
dence. They were all eagerly craning
their necks forward, and when the an-
nouncement of continuance was made there
was an audible muriner of disappointment
from the crowd.

Lawyers Nauck and Sillers appeared for
the defendant, while the government was

represented- - by Prosecuting Attorney Mul-

iowny.
When thcchargc was read, Melllns.whols

a tall, pleaded
not guilty.

"Your honor," said Mr. Muliowny, "I
wish to ask for a continuance of tills eae
in order to produce expeit testimony as
to the extent of this girl's injuries. Since
taking the case i have learned thnt the
doctor from the Emergency Hospital is
here to testify that there is no fracture of
tliis girl's arm where the officer caught
hold of her. I also wish to become better
acqiiainte.l with the case, as I only learned
of it this mcrnlng."

"Your honor," here spoke up Lawyer
Nauck, "I would like to have this cas--

tried today. This is the first time my
client has had a chance to be heard In
court, and I would like to have this wo-
man's lies sifted as soon as possible. The
doctors at the Emergenry arc supposedly
perfectly capable of diagnosing a fracture,
but if Mr. Muliowny thinks that he wants
a bettor doctor to find that there is no
fracture. I am willing to have the cabe
postponed."

Mr Muliowny asked that the ca'-- Le
set for the next week.

"Why not Mondaj?" asked the Judge
"Well, I don't know whether I will bo re-

appointed to serve here, or whether Mr
Birney or Mr. Davis will be here."

"I'll give you a recommendation for re-

appointment hero," interrupted Prosecutor
Pugh.amid much laughter.

After a 'consultation between Mr. Mu-
liowny and the lawyers for the defence,
Monday was finally set as the daj for
the trial.

THE DISTRESSED MOTHERS

Two Unhappy Women Appeared

Against Their Idle, Abusive Sous.

A Pathetic Scene in the Police Court.
A Chanee Given One of the

Prisoners.

Two weeping mothers, appearing as wit-
nesses against their own sons, were pa-

thetic figures in the police court proceed-
ings this morning. The first was Mrs.
Mary A. Nicholson, who, in a voice broken
with sobs, said: "Judge, I have left a dy-

ing child and an invalid husband to come
here to speak against my unhappy son,
Somerville L. Nicholson, who Is almost
breaking my heart.

"For two years he has hardly seen a
sober day. When he ii diunk, he isabusive
and threatening to me and his wife. Only
yesterday he threatened, as he put it, to
'put my lights out.' "

"What have you to bay, Mr. Nicholson?''
asked the court.

"I don't want to contradict ray moUier,
your honor," said the prisoner, a

joung man, who had evidently
been refined looking before his appearance
was spoiled by dissipaUon.

"Well, Nicholson," said Judge Kim-
ball, "I feel very btrongly in this case.
You are now come to man's estate, and
should be the prop of your invalid father
and of your mother,, who is getting old.
Instead of this, you are putting a further
burden on their declining years."

"I'll promise never to do it again."
"Well, you look as if you were made for

better things, and I will take your per
sonal bonds. But if you ever come here
again I will put you where you can't
frighten your mother for a long time."

"Judge," 6ald Mrs. America V. Thornett,
"my son, Thomas Thornett, is incorrigibly
lazy, and I would like to have him sent to
a place where he will have to work. I pro-
cured him several situations, but, in each
instance, he left and came back for me
to support him. In addition to that, he
abuses inc."

Thornett, an unkempt, uncouth youth of
about eighteen, when asked what he had to
say, burst into tears and acknowledged the
charge.

"One hundred dollars or sixty days," said
the judge.

THE SUBURBAN RAILWAY.

The Commissioners Opposed to a
Renewal of the Charter.

The Commissioners are opposed to the re-
incorporation of the District of Columbia
Suburban Hallway, whose charter expired
by reasonof the company's failure to comply
with its terms. The argument against re-
newal of the charter, as stated by the
board In a communication addressed to
Chairman Babcock, of the House District
Committee, arc, in effect, that the Com-
missioners believe the interests of the pub-
lic can be better subserved by extending
existing lines into the territory proposed to
betraversedbytheSuburbanroad.especlally
in view of I lie fact that passengers could
by that means be enabled to come and go to
suburban points without change of cars
and on one fare.

The Commissioners declare their pur-
pose to be to recommend that the Bladens-bur- g

route be given to the Columbia Com-
pany, and that certain other routes north
ot the Bladensburg road be granted to the
Eckington and Soldiers' Home Company,
the latter having a charter right on New
York avenue, and is now operating a line
to Brookland.

The, Suburban Company was originally
chartered In 1692. The Commissioners
state that the provisions of the charter
requiring the road to commence operations
within six mbnthB was met, but that the
road was not completed within two years,
according to the terms of Incorporation.

Each of the precinct lieutenants was di-

rected this morning by Chief Clerk Syl-
vester to get the'bllls of the merchants In
the several neighborhoods from whom sup-

plies had been purchased and forward
them to him atones. It is desired that the

bills shall include today's supplies, as it is
the intention to begin the coming week
with no accounts out.

There were but few contributions to
police headquarters from private sources
The female cmployesof St. Elizabeth's Asy-
lum sent in SO to be expended among the
poor ot Anacostla; Bellevue Dairy again
contributed ten gallons of milk, and Mrs.
Fannie Gassenheimer donated some stock-
ings.

The Associated Charities received since
yesterday a lone $5 bill in aid of the poor.

In addition, a small donation of clothing
came in, both contributions being from "A
Friend," whose name was withheld. The
organization is pursuing the same policy
that has been enforced since the bupplies
began to diminish.

"We are taking care of those only who
are in extreme want," said the secretary
this morning, after going over his mall:
"We hope to get our accouuting completed
today. It's a bad day for people to be
out, and we will probably not have niany
caUcrs."

Mr. Wilson received this morning an
official notice from the Pension Office
that a pension claim to which he had been
giving Tttentlon In behalf of the applicant
had been made bpecial witli a view to
hastening final adjudication. The claim-

ant has been unable to make expem,es pend-
ing the inquiry into the meritb of the case
by the Tension Office.

The list of articles in this box is as

monds around the center stone;a ruby ring,
with two diamonds at each .side of the set;
a ring containing two large diamonds;
a ring with five diamonds; a ring with
five pearls; an emerald ring, with two dia-

monds, beside the main set; a ring with one
ruby and four diamonds;a child's ring, with
two diamonds; a child's pearl-se- t ring;
a cluster diamond ring; a pin with a large
diamond in the center; two diamond stick-
pins; a breastpin, with five diamonds; a
labe pin; a pair of sleeve buttons; a breast-
pin and an open-fac- e gold watch, with a
gold

The jewels were taken from the house
some time between the hours of 6 and
10:30 o'clock, in the evening. The family
was at dinner the former hour, and it is
believed the robbers entered the house
then.

It is said the top drawer of the cabi-

net was unlocked, and a purse containing a
large sum of 'money was inside. This, to-

gether with a number of other valuables
in the same chamber, however, was over-

looked.
