DliXereat in Many esptcts Frm
Anything Ever Seen Here A .Mag-

nificent Spectacle Escort to the
Capitol The Organizations iu
IJne Tho" Division Commanders.

The parade was an imposing pageant. A
good many pertons saw the inauguration
on the Capitol steps probably 75,000,
maybe 100,000 Butthegaj banners and
bunting on Pennsylvania avenue and the
brilliant military display that accom-
panied the piogress of President Grover
Cleveland and President elecc William
McKinley from the White House to the
Capitol, where the latter was to take
the oath of olfice everyl-Gd- saw that,
at least there were fully 200,000 who
saw it, and over 100 000 of them paid
prices ranging from 75 cents to $125
for the privilege. The latter price wus
given by a wealthy New York man, who
took a loom iu one of the hotels over-
looking the route

The great pngeant was different in
many-rcspec.t- fiom any tiling ever seen
here before.
