WALLING PRAYS FOR MERCY

He Reiter.it cs His Innocence, of

Pearl Bryan's Murder.

Declares Thut lie Hud No Motive
for Killing tho Girl, "VVhUe

JacliHon Hud One.

Alexandria, Ky., March 8. From the
Jail in this little town, Alonzo Walling,
under sentence of death for complicity iu
the murder of Pearl Bryan, Saturday night
sent to Gov Bradley an appeal for mercy.
Walling has all along expected Jackson
to confess and clear him, but the state-
ment not lieing forthcoming he gave up
hope and appealed to the only power tliat
can save Ills life. In his letter Walling
says:

"Now, as God is my Judge, this letter
is not intended to make you shrink from
an unpleasaut duty. I have already said
often that Scott Jackson told me that lie
had a girl in trouble and Intended to kill
her as the easiest way of getting rid of her.
I say now, as I have always said, that I
did not think he meant that, and I do not
know-ho- w Pearl Bryan happened to be
killed.

"I have said on the witness stand that I
helped Scott Jackson to conceal the cloth
ing of Pearl Bryan, and that I placed her
own bloody clothing in my locker at the,
dental college. I have done many things
Tor Scott Jackson, whichJ now know were
foolish. Jt may be a small Justification
for my actions to say that I voluntarily
told all I had done. If I lsad anything more
to be to". 1 do not think I would be. able
to conceal it, as I have not the ability
to talk any way except plainly. At 'this
time It would be better for me if I did
k'now more about the killing of Fearl
Bryan. My friends tell me that I am not
regarded as the principal In the crime, anil
that a good many people think I would
not have to hang if I showed that I wanted
to tell all about the killing. I have even
been advised to swear to a story prepared
by someone else.

"I do really think that Pearl Bryan was
killed by a medicine which was not in-

tended to kill her, but to bring about an
abortion or to render her insensible during
an operation. There might have been a
mistake in the medicine. The cocaine
found in her stomach was enough to kill
her. Cocaine is an ingredient ot au
application used by dentists to deaden pain.
Taken internally It would surely produce
death. Jackson often had thU medicine.

"I do not wish to prejudice you against
Jackson, but I must speak plainly, as my
life is at stake. I had no motive to kill
Pearl Bryan, and he did. Everything that
has licen told about the case has been tohl
by me. The police will admit that there
is no proof against me outride of the story
ot George H. Jackson, which was a bare-
faced falsehood. He is in Jail now for per-
jury. The story he told in my case was
wlintly impossible, as well as Improbable,
and his former employer, Gov. Bushnell
or Ohio, said that he was not a truthful
man. I ask you not to peimit me to be
hanged until you nave thought of these
things and satisfied yourself that there is
no doubt ot my guilt."

JIAT PROVE TO BE A MURDER.

The Three Assailants of. John Rob-

inson Are Held Indefinitely.
John Roblnson.colored, who was savagely

assaulted on the afternoon ot March 4, on
Canal southwest, by three other ne-

groes, is reported tpday to bo in a serious
condition, and his assailants may have to
answer to the serious charge ot murder nr
manslaughter. Robinson lias suffered a
stroke of paralysis as a result of tho terri-
ble beating he received, and cannot move
any portion ot his body. His death lh looked
for at any minute. He is at his home in C
street court southwest.

The men who assaulted hliu, James Camp-bel- t,

William Chichester and John W. Mat-
thews, were captured in East Washington
by PolicemanAlbert Whitacrc.ot theFourth
precinct, who pursued them iu a buggy.
Iu the police court today the cascotthc three
men was continued indefinitely to await
the result of Robinson's injuries.

POLICE AFTER THE GHOULS

Several Graves Have Been Robbed
in Suburban Cemeteries.

The Resurrected BndlcH Are Packed
in Barrels and Boxes and Then

Shipped ,qm MercliandlHe.

Grave robbers have again been at their
uncanny work in the suburbs of this city,
and the police have asked the Baltimore
authorities to look out for the culprits,
wlio.lt istaid, fled tothatcity. The names
of the resurrectionists are being kept quiet,
but it is known that they have recently
visited several nearby graveyards and
stolen bodies ot the departed.

One of the robberies occurred in the Dis-
trict, the others being from colored ceme-

teries iu Pilnce George county,Md., a short
distance across the District line. The
cadavers were not sold to any of the Wash-
ington medical colleges, as they are fully
supplied fioui the unclaimed dead iu the
District institutions, but were shipped to
colleges in the States, where it is hard to
secure a sufficient number of bodies for
dissecting purposes.

Last winter tcveral "stiffs" were found
by the police at the express depots, packed
in long boxes ready for shipment to points
In the Northwest. Sergt. Daley went to
work on the case and atrested the Marlowe
gang, who were sentenced to terms in Jail.
Within the past few weeks the notorious
"Dr." Sam Fox, known far and wide as a

r, has been seen in Washing-
ton, and it is believed he is at the head
of the gang which has been operating re-

cently.
The police have also learned that the

resurrectionists profited by their expe.-rlen-

and Incarceration last winter, and
have not been expressing their ghostly
merchandise from Washington this year,
but have packed their bodies in barrels
and boxes and shipped them from way
stations, between here and Baltimore,
marked a "pioduce" or "groceries." The
latest graveyard theft was the body of a
colored woman, named Amelia Robinson,
from the new Harmony Cemetery, beyond
Benhings.

SPJSCIAI. POLICEMEN PATD.

One Of Them Thought tho Remuner-
ation "Was Inadequate.

The 400 special policemen who did daty
during thelnaugural period, five days, were
paid oft by Chief Clerk Richard Sylvester
at police headquarters this forenoon.

NO MEBGY TO THE CROOKS

Judge Kimuall Says the "Work-hons- e

Is Their Place.

ONE OP THEM SENT THERE

If the Forty Sent Out of Town Had
Been Brought Before Hi in Each
One "Would Huve Got a Sen-ten-

Pleasant Alley' Contin-
gent of Bellicose Females.

Out of the forty crooks who were picked
out of the inauguration crowds by the com-

bined force of local and n de-

tectives, one only was held for trial. The
others, as told in ycs'ierd.iy'h Times, were
allowed to leave town. This was John J.
Connors, alias lllckey O'Connor, dllas John
Hicks, of Brooklyn, who.P" account of hU
eminence in the ranks of pickpockets and
"stud lifters," wan thought to be of suffi-

cient Importance to bring before Judge
Kimball on the charge of vagrancy,

Connors and his partner, "jJin John-
ston, were spotted last Saturday by De-

tectives Vackim, of Brooklyn, and Rhodes,
of Washington, and captured after a hard
chase across the Mall. By some mistake
Johnston, who is also a very dangerous
man, was allowed to leave the city with
the "rest ot the catch, but Connors was
brought Into court this morning to answer
the arraignment.'

Detective Weedoa testified that Connors
is an adept pickpocket, and has done time

Tor several offenses, and has the unenviable
distinction of being included in Inspector
Byrnes' book of noted criminals.

Connors, tall, g and care-
fully dressed, but with the long thin lingers
and shifty eyes characteristic of his call-

ing, signified his destre to give testi-

mony In iiis own behalf.
"Jour honor," he said, with Lis restless

eyes wandering over the courtroom, "I
acknowledge that I am what he eays, but
I want to say that this is a case of spite.
There's a woman In the cafe.

"The fly cop had a girl down at a
Coney Island dance hall, who got 'sweet'
on me, aud he's getting back at me this
way.'

"I haven't anything to do with that,"
said the Judge, "hut I want you crooks
to understand that every time you come
up before me it means the workhouse."

"But your honor," protested the pris-

oner, "there were lots more like me who
were set free."

"That is another matter, with which I
have nothing to do. But if any or all of
the men of your stamp had been brought
before me I would have Imposed a sen-

tence In every case. You will all have to
learn that when you are arrested in
Washlngtonltls not a cae of going ahead
to another town, as in other places, but
your arrest in every instance will be fol-

lowed by a term of imprisonment. You
arc required to give $200 bond or serve
three months In the workhouse.'

Nannie Landrum, who was the fourth and
last female prisoner in the dock, was ar-

rested while making the night hideous in
Louse alley southwest last Haturday. AVhen

arraigned she, too, volubly protested her
Innocence. Her protests were unavailing,
however, and she contributed $5 to the po-

lice fund for her disorderly conducty

Not only in the purlieus of swelldom did
the advent of Lent)ring about a change
in the "regime dc cuisine,' but also in the
humbler precincts of the police court was
the fasting season appropriately observed.
In consideration ot whatever scruples the
prisoners in the police court ceils might
have. Caterer Flynn substituted for their
accustomed breakfast of sandwich and cof-

fee, the Lenten fare of eggs and milk.
Accorilingly the forty or more prisoners
