SOME PROBLEMS AT MEALS

Commission Merchants Regard the
Inaugural Business us Scarcely
Above the Normal "What It Took
to Feed One Thousand People at
BreaRfnst and Dinner.

One of the interesting problems of the
Inauguration was how tho immense crowd
that was at first expected was to be han-

dled and fed. This problem' was settled
satisfactorily, but very few people know
how it wus done, and how much it cost.
Some of the railroad people estimated tli.it
all of the railroads would bring to the city
200,000 visitors, and this looked alarming
as the committee on public comfort, in
one of Its last reports, showed that they
had information of places where from
twenty to twenty-tw- o thousand people
could be accommodated with meals at one
time.

If tho railroad estimates had been cor-
rect, it would have required ten hours to
give 200,000 people breakfast, with 20,-00- 0

teats available at one time. In other
words, If tho first 20,000 Bat down at 8
a m., it would be 6 o'clock in Uie after-
noon when the last set of 20,000 would be
finishing its great colletti breakfast.

Anil again, as it would be possible only
to seat the first 20,000 at dinner at 6 p.
m , the last 20,000 would be at dinner at

o'clock In the morning, or the whole
crowd would begin dinner on one day and
finish it on the next.

The tact !, however, that no such con-
tingency arose. There have been several
estimates of the crowd. The conscrvatii e
estimate is 50,000, who came in on trains.
But it is not at all unlikely that the people
from over the mcr and from the near
suburbs generally .swelled the grand total
to 75,000. On the day after inaugura-
tion It was evident from the people on the
(streets in the evening that comparatively
few of them 'availed themselves of the
limit of their tickets, but got out of town
on the first train. In the old days, as in
Grant's time, and Ha'-- ' and Garfield's,
inauguration week meant a whole week.
People came in early and stayed as long us
they could. The exception this year is ac
counted Tor by the fact that there is very
little loose money in the land.

The railroad people had one opinion and
the inaugural authorities had another. The
first intimation that the inaugural

that the crowd was not coming
was obtained from the civic committee,
the applications to which were very few,
and quite early in the game some clubs
which bad engaged quarters canceled
their engagements and paid the forfeit.

The public comfort committee probably
made the best estimate at the number com-

ing In lie"!' of applications for 100ms
and cots, they registered about 35,000, and
there were probably from 15,000 to 20,000
whocameandmadethelrownarrangomcntfi
after arrival The committee was .able to
handle the crowds at the depots expedi-- t
ously bj reason of Its jocd assignments

and the Intelligence of its corps of 140
messengers. That fiom 50,000 to 00,000
people made up the sum total of those who
came from any distance I fuithcr proven
by the fact that there was no discomfort
at anj ot the hotels or boarding houses,
and that the numbers at each, including
outsiders, v. ere fed at breakfast froin G 30
to 11 a m., or in about four hours, and
dinner was served without inconvenience
to all, from 3 p m. until 9 p. m.

It is easy to estimate the cost of feeding
any multitude, when any large given num-

ber of the crowd Is fed at one place, as at
a oteL At one hotel figures were given
last night for a thousand at one meal.
The meals were, of couise, not the regular
hotel menu, but was of first-clas- s

fare, the large items of which were
the beef and the ham.

At one such meal a thousand people ate
500 pounds of beef and 475 pounds of ham.
The beef cost $60 and the ham $S5wand
the incidentals, such as bread, potatoes,
coffee and samp biscuits, ran the cast of
breakfast for a thousand up to $200. The
dinner was a more elaborate affair. This
same thousand ate beet and ham, and la
addition thirty turkeys, fillets of pheas-
ants, thirty chickens in cold salads, and
fish, making the cost of the whole about
$250.

From these epicurean statistics, which
are very nearly correct, it cost $450 to
give 1,000 peopfc breakfast and dinner,
or about $22,000 a day for 50,000 people-Ther- e

were only three days of which this
is true, the 3d, 4th and 5th Instants, so
that the outlay for the raw material for
the three days was only $66,000.

One hotel steward was frank enough to
show that, while the cost of the beef, ham,
chickens, turkeys, etc., for one day was
$510 for a thousand guests, each or them
paid $5 a day, or a total per diem of
$5,000. He explained, however, that there
was not too much profit in this, when ad-
ditional help, rent, service, etc., were de-

ducted. The usual force of cooks at this
hotel is ten, but they employed twelve ad-

ditional cooks and a dozen additional
kitchen maids, two additional clerks, and
six other gentlemen to "tend bar," as they
phrase it. The difference between $510
a day for provisions and $5,000 a day
receipts is nevertheless very large, and the
$5 per day was a figure raised over the
usual prices.

In this accounting It makes no difference
whether all of the 50,000 people stayed
at hotels or only 20,000 of them at hotels
and 30,000 at the various boarding houses,
because tho price of the provisions was
the same, and that there were not more
provisions bought Is very likely from what
the commission merchants had to say yes-
terday. A reporter tor The Times made
the rounds of the commission merchants'
square, and they were unanimous that
there were no supplies laid In.muchin ex-
cess otthe normal, for inaugural week. One
merchant said that, for instance, In the
matter of poultry, the stock in cold stor-
age was sufficient, and that neither he nor
his brethren experienced any rush what-
ever. One merchant, however, said that
he had sold perhaps 25 per cent more eggs
during the week than in an ordinary week,
but he was the exception. On the other
hand, a beef merchant said thatln 1893 he
sold $50 worth of beef to a single boarding
house every morning. Tliis time he sold
$30 worth In three days. Ills sales, there-
fore, were $50 a day in '93, and $10 a day
In 97. Most of the merchants also said
that the merchants in the Center Market
who ordered large supplies of vegetables
still had a large share of them on hand.

One of the commission merchants had a
curious explanation to make of the failure
of inaugural business- - Ho said: "I be-

lieve a large per cent of the people ate
sandwiches, at least on inaugural day. I
saw ladles myself on the Capitol grounds
eating sausage sandwiches." This mer-

chant was not in a happy frame ot mind
over the slack business of the Inaugural
week.

There is also a way ot getting at what
was spent at the dairy lunches. The aver-
age jdaily expense at a dairy iunch by
people who have breakfast at 8 and dinner
at 5 1 s about 20 cents. Presuming thatthc

Neither Written Nor Printed Do
hcrlptloiiN of the Works Are to

He Made Without Authority.

By order of Major General Miles, no per-

sons except officers of the army and navy
and persons in the service of tl.c United

'States employed in direct connection with
the use, construction or carj? of the works
of cf nstructlon, will be allowed to lait
any portion of the lake and coast defenses
of the United Suites, without the written
authority of the commanding officer In
charge.

Neither written nor pictorial descriptions
of these works will be made for publication
without the authority of the Secretary of
War, nor will any information be given
concerning them which is not contained
in theprinted reportsand document:) of the
War Department.

Commanding generals of departments will
see that this order is carried Into effect,
and that the permission to lisit the de-

fenses referred to is only given for proper
military reasons.

Comniandingofficcrs, ordnance sergeants
and others in charge of fortifications, or
any men as or lake or coast defenses, are
required to exercise great care in acting
upon applications to slt the works, and
will grant such only as may be warranted
for good and sufficient military "reasons.

Commanding generals of departments
concerned will gUc to this mutter their
continued personal attention, to the end
that any dereliction ot the duty herein en-

joined may be Immediately observed and
promptly met by discipline.

indorsements, to have his office made to
order and fjlled by his own nominee. Ho
in the inventor ot the now famous New
Jersey ring, an ingenious deioe whereby
a simple touch ot the button at tho front
door rings every bell in the house,
and in nearly every house in the same cir-
cuit. There are no long waits at the doora
of the houses in Puterson, N. j., where
Garry Hobart wus born and learned his
trade. He will begin today or tomorrow
or perhaps on Friday to inaugurate some
reforms at the White House, which will be
submitted to Mr. McKinley at almost any
time of night or day when the scheme has
been perfected.

Young Mr. Hobart has never been to
school.

Thls poor joung creature, as the grand
daughter of Laura Keene, should have been
honored; as the sister ot the Hawson twins
she was doomed to share with them their
unenviable notoriety.

This latter was not her fault- - Jn her girl-
hood she was hoydenlsh, but when, at the
age of thirteen years, she married a Swiss
watchmaker, fully forty years her senior,
she became a woman. And when she be-

came the mother of a eon her womanhood
and her motherhood became as sharply de-
fined as the shadows of a sunset which
usher in the calm night. From that day,
seven jears ago, until death ended her suf-
ferings, her life was one of simple patience
and fortitude- -

Despite the fact that she had claim to an
annuity of very nearly $1,200, she died in
squalor, her aged husband and her three
children pale and wan from suffering.

It wa twenty-tw- o years ago that this
woman's mother married Albert L. Raw- -

bon. tic nau neen a lecturer on tne arts
atOambridge University, and was the first
president of the American Association of
Water Color Artists. Laura Keene's daugh-
ter lived long enough to bring into the
world the daughter, Clara, and two twin
sons, Albert and Alphcus.

When she died her widower remarried.
This second wifedledln 1882, supposedly
from an overdose of morphine. Then Clara,
at thirteen, married old Datid JaccaTd, of
Hillsdale, N J., where the Rawsoua lived.
After that time her father saw little of her,
although ho was trustee of her estate, of
which she was entitled to the income until
she attained her majority. She always
claimed that she never received a cent.

AUSTIN'S CASE DISMISSED

Court Gaye the Policeman the
BeiefiUf tie Doubt.

MUCH TESTIMONY PRESENTED

Jaraos Williams Sent to Jail for
Six Monthw for Shooting at s
telle Slmms at a Parlor Social.
Frank Gilllutn Held for the Grand
Jury for Swindling.

Policeman J. M. Austin, son of ToIIce
Captain M. A. A ustln , appear ed before Judge
Miller this morning, charged with ronimit-ting- a

vicious assault upon William Mason,
colored, coachman to of Agri-

culture Morton, In the Capitol grounds on
Inauguration day. Austin, it was charged,
hit the coachman, who was driving his em-

ployer's carriage, with his club, inflicting
a severe wound.

On taking the stand Uiis morning the
defendant testified tothecircumstances sur-- '
rounding the alleged assault.

"Mason," said the cHicer, "Insisted on
keeping his horses beyond the regular line
of spectators, and wheal told him to move
back within the line, he refused to do so,
baying that he had every right to remain
where he was.''
"I saw several troops break ranks to

clear the pole, and again approached the
driver, tell tag him to move back to the
line. Instead of complying, be lashed the
horses w ith the whip. I went back to the
btep of the carriage to take him from the
Lor, when on looking up I noticed that
the man had his whip reversed and was
about to strike me with the butt end.
In sir, I reached up and
tapped him over the eye. I did not secure
my priioacr for the reason that a ciowd
surged In between us, and Lieut. 3IcCath-ra- n

told me I had Letter report at the sta-
tion."

Mr. James L-- Baker, an assistant in
the 8enate Library, took the stand and
testified to having seenhe officer and the
driver In a controversy of some kind.
Witness was standing on the Capitol
balcony some thirty-fiv- e yards distant
from the scene of contention and could not
distinguish the words used between the
men.

"This city," Eaid Mr. Smith, "is a city
ot conventions and public demonstrations.
If the charge or assault preferred against
Officer Austin be sustained, a premium
will be set on disorder on public occa-
sions."

Prosecuting Attorney Mullowny con-

tended that the officer exceeded bis author-
ity in striking the driver.

The court, in summing up the case, said
that the officer had no right to strike
Mason unless the latter was resit-tin- ar-
rest. On the other hand, if Mason was re-

sisting arrest and struck at the officer,
the latter iad a right to uso his club in
effecting the arrest. No evidence bad been
adduced to show that the officer wa3 un-

duly excited, nor bad evidence been adduced
to prove that Mason struck the officer.
The exact facts were-bar- d to obtain, and
the court was Inclined to give the officer
the benefit of the doubt.

The case was accordingly dismissed--

Grant Bennett, a young colored man,
was berore Judge Miller this morning,
charged with carrylnga concealed weapon,
to wit, an g pistol, last night
Officer J. A. Foley testified to having ap-
prehended Grant as he was going through
Glick's alley. James Young, a colored
youth, took the stand and Informed the
court thut Grant came up to him at the
entrance to the alley.

"He asks me," said James, "is you Joe,
and I says no; what am I Joe for; I ain't
no Joe. Go way wid you. Then Ben-
nett goes on down the alley."

The defendant stated that another col-

ored boy gave him the revolver, and he
was simply carrying it for the time being
with no evil intent.

"Who is this Joe?" asked the court.
"Joe is a feller that run me In the morn-

ing. Judge; him and three or four other
fellers."

"And you were after Joe?" asked his
honor.

"No, sir; I was just sir."
The court suspended eentencein the case.
