INTI-TRUST LA UPHELD

Supreme Court’s Decision of Far-
Reaching Effect.

TRAFFIC CONTRACTS ILLEGAL

The Shermun Statute Is Declured to
FProhibit Agreetments 1o Muintaln
Rates —Four Jaodges Dissented,
But the Majorfty Opinion Governs.
Arvuigument of All Trosis,

Far-reaching In its effect upon the rall-
romis of the country s the decislon rew-
dured yesterday, as stazed in The Morntog
Times, by the United Stntes Supreme Court,
o the cisz of the Uniuml Staces agotnst the
Trans-Missourl Frelght Assootation, embrac-
fng all the greal ronds of the West,

The deciston sustalns the Sherman anti-
trust law, aml holds that the act applies
o rallvomas; thay I® renders dlegal all
agresioonts whioh are lo restraing of trade
Or cotntierce, and thiat the agrecment nde
before Lhe conrt was in restralnt of towe
and illegal.

Although this deciston was reached by &
vore of Live to four and adisseiting opinion
was fled the concloxon reacned by e
s jority Ix Just af8 @rective as If 10 bod
oo unapimous.  Justioe Peekham  de-
livered the opinlon, when was alse con-
curred in hy Chiefl Justice Fuller, Justire
Harlan, Justios Brewer, nmd Justios Brown
Justice White anopmnced the disseating
opinion, coneurted o by blosell, Justoes
Ficld, Bulius,. and Groy.

In its effect the decision I8 app'icable
to the Juint Traffic Association, smbeacing
the Vaoderbily, Peonsyivania, Wabash and
ottier great Eastern systems, Wil el
Guarters at New York oity, The case « f the
Eastern roads has hinged apon that of the
Western Assoctation.

All of the detpions of the lower courts
have vecn Tavorable w the tralfic nsso-
cinthas, and they were conflldent that
the court of last resort would sastain
then:. The decigion of 11e Beprenw Court
not only makes ndrond pools wenatde
o the Blerman auti-trust jJaw, but it
EWeRps AWy every |oretext by which they
Dind mongiit 1o evade this law,

The history of the case s In January,
1862, the United Btates, as complainant,
filend hnthe clromtoourt of the United States
forthe district of Kansas a bl for the pur-
pose of having the agreement between the
defepdant rallroad companies set aside
and declared flvgal and vold and to have
the pssnciation dissolved, This agreement
wik gigned by the Trans-Missnuri Freight
Assagciotion, the Atchisom, Topeka and
fanta Fe Hatlrond Company, qnd seventeen
othur mallroad companies, *for the pur-
pose of mutunl protection by estabilisting
aml maintaining reazonsble rates, roles
and regolationson all freight traffics, both
through and loeal™
The charge made hy the government
wns thal the defendnnts were 'engaged
In unlaw ful coniblnation and conspiracy of
great injury amd grievons prejodice to the
common gowd and to the welfare of the
people of the United States.*™ *

The circult court of the district of Kan-
sas dismisami the hill without costs against
complalnant, and the Government appéaled
to the United States clroatteourt of appeanls
for the Eightholreult. That court affirmed
the decision of the court ivlow. From that
Judgment the Government sppealed to the
United States Supreme Court, with the
resnlt already mwentloned

Justice Peckham, fn s deciglon, over-
rules nesrly every point made by the de
fendant. Coming to the merits of the sult,
he statesthat these are two fmportaat ques-
tans that demand investigation. They are
whether the trust act applies Lo and eovers
com:mnon carclers by rallroad, and, If s,
does the agréement sel forth in the bill
violate any provision of that act? As to the
first question, the court hold:

“A contract that {= in restradnt af trade
or conumerce is by the strict language of
the gol probibited, even though soch con
tract Is entered into between competing
ocommon carrlers by rallrond, and anly for
the purposes of thereby affecting traffic
rates for the transporiation of persons and
property. If such an sgreement restrains
trade or commerce it is prohibited by the
statute, unless it can be sald thotl an agree-
ment, no matter what Its terms, relating
only to transportation canno t restrain trade
or commerce.

‘“We sec no escape from the conclusion
thatif any agreement of spch 8 natore does
restrain it the ngreement Is condemmed by
thiz act. The point urged on the defend-
ant's part was that the suit was not really
lntended toreach thatkind of an agreement
relating only to traffic rotes entered into
by competing common carriers by rail-
rond. The terms of the act do pot bear
out mch constraction.

“The commerece act does not authorize an
agreoment ke the onéin question. Itmay
pot in terms prohibit, bot 1tls far from con-
ferring, eitherdirectly or by impiication,any
authority to make it, . If the agreement be
legnl, it does notowe its valliity to any pro-
vision of the commeree acy, and If illegal it
is mot made 8o by that act. i
“We see nothing either in contemporane-
ous history, fo the legal sttuation at the
time of the passage of the statule, in its
leginlative history or in any general differ-
enczin the nature or kind of trading or man-
