The fecismic disturbance was observed at

the Naval Observatory at the times men-

tioned, but the reading of the instruments

which indicate the direction, duration and

force of the shocks had not been com-

pleted at the time of going to press.

The first report of the earthquake was

sent out by people who are perched in the

quiet lofts of tall buildings. The first to

make inquiry as to what the trouble was,

Mr. Maddox, telephone operator for the

Bodlne.

The instruments in the telephone ex-

change at Fourteenth and G streets were

considerably agitated.

Reports from other points in the city and

vicinity Indicate that the shocks were

felt by a great number of people.

The
oscillation was east and west, causing
Iwnses to rock, chandeliers to shake and
furniture to dance about the rooms.
