Mr. Poarcli.it is said, then paid Mr. Banes
what he owed him and arterwaul told him
that he would have to look elsewlieie for
employment It Is said that Banes subse
quently went to a neighboring saw-mi- ll

and told someone ttieie that he intended
killing Poarch on sight. This was reported
to .

Yesteiday arternoon, while in the neigh-
borhood or his saw-mi- ll superintending the
loading or cars with lumber, Banes ap-

peared upon the scene and had some words
with Poarch. Bancs gotoff thecar ind ad-
vanced upon Poarch. Thulattur told Banes
that he did not want to have any difficulty
with him. Finally, Poarch picked up a
co.ipling pin and told Banes to stand
baiK. Banes, however, continued to ad-
vance, at the same time placing his hand
on his hip pocket as if to draw a pistol.

Poarch then drew his pistol. Banes, it is
said, continued to advance, and when with-
in thiee reet or Poarch, the latter dis
charged his pistol, the ball striking Banes
in the stomach, inflicting a wound from
which hu died within rive minutes. Aftei
tile shooting Poarch surrendered himself to
Judge Epes.of Dinwiddle county, who told
Poarch to appear beroie a magistrate,
and that he would he present at the ex-

JUMI'BD OUT A CAH WINDOW.

John Schneider's. Attempt toCom-mi- t
Suicide.

Baltimore, June 10. -- John Clin Schnek'er,
aged twenty-thre- e years, attempted to
commit suicide yesterday by jumping from
Baltimore and Ohio Royal Blue train No.
507, ItoundTrouiNew York to Washington.
Schneider got aboard the train at Philadel-
phia and his ticket was good as far West
as Chicago. Shortly after he entered the
smoking-ca- r it was noticed that lie was
acting strangely. He was restless aud
frequently left his seat to walk up and
down the aisle of the car, peering at the
other passenger.

When the train had passed Van Bibber
and was approaching a little station called
Otter Point, several passeng-r-s saw Schnei-
der spring from his seat, put his shoulder
to the window and break the glass. He
then shoved his reet through the broken
window and his body followed. For an
instant he seemed to regret what he bad
done and tried to get back into the car,
but he could not do so and Tell to the
ground. The train, which was going at
tlie rate or forty-fiv- e miles an hour, had
Just passed over Bush River Hridge, and
the passengers thought that Kchneidei had
intended to Jump into the river, but that lie
had hesitated too long. Conductor Richard
Gray stopped the train and had it run back
to the place where Schneider had jump-- d.

As soon as the tram stopped, Condui tor
Gray, the train hands, and a number of
passengers gave chase to Schneider. Ho
sprinted well and got to the river a short
distance or George 'Bennett, the Union
News agent. Bennett waded into the
wnter arter Schneider and brought him to
land.
