Mr Fettu s or Alabama has offered the
following autl-trus- t amendment to the
tariff bill:

a he Into the United State
from any foielgn country or sugar or of
any maiclial fiom which sugar can be
made, by or Tor any tiu-t- , combina-
tion or conspiracy, exiting 01 heieafter
formed, between two or more persons or
corporations, intended to operate to re-

strain or hinder free competition, or to
increase the maikct pi ice of sugar.m any
part of the United Stutes, Is lieieby de-

clared to be unlawful, and such sugar anil
su-- macciial so Impiotcd into the United
States shall be forfeited to the United
States.

And it shall bo the dutyof the Attorney
General of the United States to cause
proceedings to be instituted and prose-

cuted to enforce such forfeitures; and to
enrorce all other law-so- t the United State-
intended to suppress unlawful truit-t- . com-

binations, or conspiracies, for the lestraint
of trade or fre competition And the At-
torney general or the United States will
repoit eic-- year to the Congress of the
United States concerning such proceedings,
so instituted and prosecuted.
