Hawaiian Convention Will Be

Favorably Reported to Senate.

ACTION OF THE C03IMITTEE

It Was Decided to He ITnwIse to
Encumber J: with Amendment at
Thin rime Nothing Likely to Be
Done "With It Until Next Se.slon.
Daniel and Turpie Did Not Vote.

The Senate Committee on Foreign Rela-

tions this morning ordered a favorable re-

port to be made to the Senate on the
Hawaiian annexation treaty withoutamend-ment- .

The committee met at 11 o'clock and
reached this conclusion within an hour.

Several amendments were suggested and
others were offered, among them one by
Mr. Turpie, based upon articles in previous
treaties ceding territory to the United

States intended to protect the rights and
properties of native citizens, it being Mr.
Turpie's object to protect all the rights or

the native Hawaiian or Kanakas.
There is a great deal of secrecy a.outthe

discussion in tlie committee room, but it
is known in a general way that the ma-

jority of the members decided it would be
uuwIm; at this time to encumber the treaty
with amendments of any sort. Some will,
however, doubtless bs offered in the Senate.

The vote in ordering the report wa taken
viva oce, and stood G to 2, Messrs. Dan-l- ei

and Turpie declining to vote The fa-

vorable votes were those ot Messrs. Davl,
Foraker, CuIIom, Clark, Morgan, and Frye,
the latter through a proxy held by the
chairman.

It was decided that it would be im-

politic to pi ess the consideration of tie
treaty at this session owing to the lateness
of the session and the intention of the
opponents to prevent action at this ses-

sion.
Events may occur, however, which will

change the sentiment of the Seuate. Es-

pecially would this be true IT the relations
with Japan become more strained than
they now appear to be. Unless something
or this kind happens, the treaty will go to
the calendar and remain there until De-

cember.
