Tlie man took hts life
during a lit of despondency following a
spree.

liere. During the nasi row weeks the man
lias lieei: boaidmg with Michael Haekett.

iviy to leave the home temporarily and
iKXird with ramllies in the nelghljorhood.
In this waj they escape the lestralnt
imivtseri by the oHIcUls of the home anil
are free to visit the numerous 'speak-
easies" which flourish in that section
When their money is gone they return to
the b'tjety of the Goernment.

Barlov had followed thts course, and had
ticcn drinking for nome time. Last
night he returned to his I oardiug-hous- e

mo much under h infittcnce of liquor that
he had to le assisted to In room and put
to net'. Home time during tbe night he
arose, and. putting on bis snirl and a pair
of trousers, lie secured a rope from the
woodslied and left the house. Making bid
waj along Scott avenue to a vacant bouse
not far rrom ttie Hackettr house, the old
man went to the back porch, and, fasten-
ing the rope to a projecting timber, slip
ped tin noose over hjs head and strangled
liluiFCir t dath.

When dltveied this morning the body

wb half crouched upon the lloor, with
the feet and legs touching. Barlow's

was not noticed until Mr. Hudketb
arose this mornlmr, and cbuncing to pass
the old man's room, found that he bad gone
out. A (search was at once begun, and Mr
Hatkcit, in company with "William Me
Cullngh, went to the house mentioned and
discovered the body. Thenooe had clipped
ho that the rope was caught beneath the
chin and Dack of the cars with the knot at
the top of the head.

Haekeit at once notified the police, who
cut the body down and informed Coroner
Carr, who issued a certificate of death
The ld j was turned over to the authorities
at the home and will probably be buried
there.

C. Pcli-rs- , of this city, has received a let
tcr from Tcrrcwe V. Powderly, writtpn In

resiionsc to one from the clergyman, colt
grntulailns Mr. ToWderly on his appoint-

ment ac commissioner general of humigra
lion. Tho letter, which is dated Lebanon,
Pa., shows that Mr Powderly ha some
very dec Idcd ideas on the clnracter ol
many of the Europeans who reach thl
country by almost every steamer.

In hi letter Mr. Powderly writes.
It shall be my aim to keep every un-

worthy person out, and to catiMj Europe
to take care ot her own anarchists. Iho
old aw: "America is the asylum of the
oppressed," "The refugo of the natkini"
find little favor in my eyes. There wa
a time when the oppressed could come
wltlsiut oppressing others, when the
United Stales could afford a refuge to
the people of the old world; but that
was before the oncomeru became op-
pressors, and when the tiue of Immigra-
tion to this country was not a tiueot ret use-I- t

is not bigotry, race hatred or selfish-
ness whirh prompts me to write thus;
the son ot an immigrant myself, I could
not consistently oppose others. The con-
ditions whirh faced my father when he
came to America In 182G differed
very much from those that face the Imm-
igrant of 1897.

Water, when it moistens the earth an
rain, is welcome; it gives new lKe nnd
strengthens lire; but coming as it did at
Johnstown it 'destroys lire.

Can we assimilate, can we Americanize
the vast horde of Immigrants that is dump-
ed on us? No prophet voice need tell us
what the future has In store for America
ir we permit an unchecked stream or un-
sifted immigrants to flow upon us. If they
are oppressed at home let ihem dethrone
their onnressors there and establish gov
ernments or th- -' piople, tor aud by the peo-
ple, across the Atlantic.

It uuarchists are born and bred beneath
the festering wings or lauds,
let them remain at home to wreak ven-
geance upon their creators, instead of com-
ing here 10 turn the thoughts of dissatisfied
men fronf the real caus? or their dis.satls-rociion- .

The anarchist does not hate tile
king or euiperorany more than h iloes a
president or governor. What he strikes at
is authority, and authority vested by the
people in a president or governor is as dls
tasteful to nim as authority vested "by
divine right" in a king or emperor.

Our naturalization Uws are too lax, and
we stand In danger of being voted out of
existence. I hae seen, auu so have yoa
seen, no doubt, men standing at ttie polling
booths that could not read or write, clothed
in the mantle or American citlzensnip,
which ther rated no higher than any other
servile act which they might perform for
hire. '

Tne words, "I am an American citizen,' ,,
have no meaning for them: they nre voters
because some dejeeuerate. American In need
ot a vole corralled and brought them Into
a court of Justice; they are citizens because
they have an Idea that somehow or other
it will 'enable them to make more money.
They arc aliens at heart, and they wiU not
do a single thing to uplirt the standard or
citizenship.
