Pachin immmediately denouncsl
Murray, and he tou was arrested and beid
in $106,000 bail like the others.

On hix tzial in May, 1896, Murray wus
aequitted on the testimony of Lizxie Mun
roe and Morris Goldsteln, one of Lhe gan:s,
who sware that Morray had had no oone
nection whatever with thelr schemes. Liz
zie Munroe, o Murray. who had beer. mere-
Iy held as 8 witpess, was als Misciarged,
and she and Moreay resumed theie ol e
togelhier.
