BIRDS KILLED

FOR WOMEN

Thousands of the Songsters
Slain for Their Pleasure.

In Order to Lcwen the Demand "Love

for Blrdh Should Be Inculcated
lii Children.

At the meeting of the Froeliel Society in

Brooklyn yesterday Mr. TrankN. Chapman,

of the Museum of Natural History ot New

Vork, spoke ot the great slaughter of birds

for ornamental purposes. He said, among

other things:
'The great evtent to which birds arc

killed and used for ornaments Is'not gener-

ally known, but a few statistics may give

some idea. In London there are frcyuent
bird sales, where the plumes of these little
creatures are sold at public auction. At

such a sale, held on August t, there
were disused of 0,800 ounces of osprey

feathers, which represented 11,000 birds;

2,107 bundles of peacock feathers, 100

feathers to the bundle, and &78 pounds of

reathers from t be neck Of , most
ot the birds having been brought from
Calcutta; ar,107 humming birds were sold

'lG, 107 Jays, l,tS27khrgfishers,l,M7lu1eas-ants- ,

l)efiides thousands of orioles, owls and
other birds. At another sile held at the
same lime In London 11,352 ounces

sold, representing 20,000 birds.
That doe.- - not by any means cover the
list, but from the frequency of such sales
In London, and other places It is climated
that there are 200.00(1,000 bhds killed an-

nually for ornamental purpoes.
Iiiourowiiljndnt tlif bouththe great-

est slaiiRliter has ben tlmt of the white
heron, one plume-hunte- r boasting of killmg
300 berons in one afternoon. Several years
ago the coasts were white with these birds,
wlnle now few are to be seen, and along the
coast of Yucatan there has been a large
Increase iutlic deathrnte since theextermi-natlo- n

of the heron.''
Mr. Chapman said he could conceive of

the desirability of the bird or paradise
plume being used for ornament, but lie

could not see how any woman could wear
on her hat a whole stuffed owl, htarlng
with rhliiestone eyes, and call it leautiful.
In conclusion he said- -

"Deprived entirely ot the service of birds
as a cheek upon the increase or Insect
lire, the world would eventually become
uninhabitable, so that the reason for pre-

serving liirds lias three sides the economic,
aesthetic and humane and the whole pro-

tection of bird!, lies in woman's hands.
If the Audubon and other societies for
their preservation are to lie upheld, the de-

mand for birds as ornaments for woman's
attire must decrease. Establishing among
the school children a love for birds is also
a means for their protection; children have
an inherent love of pets, and what they
really love they will not be able to wear
upon their hats."
