any way affect the prices or prospects
of American beet sugar.

The hypocrisy of the Sugar Trust, in
pretending to befriend the beet farmer,
is too transparent to be finally danger-
ous. When the Harrison annexation
treaty was negotiated the Trust con-

trolled the entire Hawaiian production.
If that treaty had been ratified, that
Xiroduetion would have thereby become
"domestic," and, under the McKinley
tariff law, then in force, would have
been entitled to a bounty of two cents
a pound.

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JUDGE MoGOHAS' CHANCES.

Ills Election n Senator Confidently
Predicted by Gov. Lowndes.

Baltimore, Jan. 15. An emphatic de-

nial has been given by Governor
Lowndes to the story that Baltimore
arid Ohio railroad influences were back
of his withdrawal as a candidate for
United States Senator. He said, how-

ever, that some of his closest friends
were connected with the railroad and
that he did consult one of Vhern before
he decided to retire. The Governor al-

so expressed his opinion on the present
status of the fight for Senator, say-
ing:

"It is my firm determination chat the
ratronage of this office shall in no way
I'gure in choosing a successor lo Sen-

ator Gorman. I shall reappoint the of-

ficers I appointed two years ago, ex
cept in cases where it is practically
demonstrated that the appointments
have not been good ones."

The Governor predicts the success of
Judge McComas and declares that he
does not believe the Republican party
ran get a corporal's guard in Mary-
land if it fails, while, engaged in fac-
tional bickering, to elect a Republican
Senator and permits Gorman to slip
through. It was learned yesterday
that there is a division anion' the bolt-
ing city members on the choice for
Senator, and they will hold a caucus
tomorrow to determine whether it shall
be General Shryock or Major Shaw.
Mayor Malster favors the latter, and
so do a majority of the eleven who con-
trol the situation.

Lloyd Wilkinson, the Democratic
leader in the legislature, denied that
any deal existed with the bolting Re-

publicans on the Senattrshlp. but he
continued:

"If we see any way to make Gorman
Senator again we will do it. We are
going to be carefully on the lookout for
any advantages that we can gain. A
deadlock would probably content us
very well. I am free to say that If we
could accomplish Mr. Gorman's elec-
tion out of this mix-u- p I would con-
sider it the greatest political achieve-
ment that this State has ever known."

A I.KGISLATUHK TOO HASTY

The SoIoiih Will Elect
Mr. Money Over Again.

Jackson, Miss.. Jan. lu. The two
branches of the Mississippi legislatuie
will meet on Tuesday and rectify a
curious and awkward blunder.

The two houses met this week, and
thought they had elected Hon. H D.
Money to fill the unexpired term of the
late Senator J. Z. George. Later a
question of the legality of the action
was raised. it was apparent tnat
either this Iegisiatrue had blundered, or
else the elections of Senators George
and Walthall in 1892 and that of Sen-
ator Money in 1SHC were Illegal.

Under the constitution of Mississippi,
the legislature meets "on the first Tues-
day after the first Monday in Jan-ary- ,"

and under section H of the re-

vised statutes of the United States the
balloting for a Senator by the legisla-
ture must begin on the "second Tues-
day after the meeting and organization
thereof."

The question, therefore, arose as lo
what is the "second Tuesday after the
meeting and organization" of the leg-
islature, and should the first Tuesday
after the day of organization be
counted?

In 1892, when George and Walthall
were elected, the legislature convened
on Tuesday, January .1, and on Tues-
day, January 19, both houses balloted
separately and on Wednesday, the
20th. jointly elected the Senators.
This precedent was also" followed in
1S96. when Senator Money was elected
for the full term to succeed Mr. George.
The legislature of 1896 met on January
7. and the house did not take a ballot
until January 21.

INVESTIGATION LIGHTNING.

It Striken Supt. Ijimpon, of the
Ijiurel Reformatory.

Richmond. Va., June 15. The Gener-
al Assembly has already ordered one
investigation, and rumors say there
may.be others. The inquiry to be made
is into the affairs of the reformatory
at Laurel. Chaiges of cruelty to the
inmates have been made.

Mr. W. T. V. ilson, delegate from Pitt-
sylvania, hinted at them on Tuesday,
and on Wednesday made his maiden
speech in the house, in which he bit-
terly denounced the management and
the plan of railroading boys to the in-

stitution. His colleagues were so im-
pressed by his speech that they passed
a resolution calling for an investiga-
tion.

The charges result from the biennial
visit of the lawmakers to Laurel,
twelve miles from Richmond, on Tues-
day. Some of the inmates managed to
get the ears of certain legislators and
told them that they were cruelly beat-
en and worked too hard.

Supt. Lampson, of the reformatory,
has always borne the reputation of be-

ing a kind-heart- man, and of all the
institution managers in the State he
was suDposed to be the last one that
the investigation lightning would
strike. He is, however, viewing the
legislature's action calmly, and says
that he has no fears of the results.

The legislature two years ago or-

dered the first investigation into a
State institution in a long time.
Charges were brought against the man-
agement of the Deaf. Dumb and Blind
Institute, at Staunton. It resulted in
a cleaning out of the officials.

cution, which appears in the form of
an article Jn tae new Civita Cattolica,
which, thje waiter says, is the most
powerful Vatican orgn.

is closely Qjer'leen by the Vatican, wiv
ing the text of the allocution, the cor-
respondent sends the following:

"When was it ever forbidden a state
to enter the path of just reparation?"

The writer remarks that the allocu-
tion was partly occasioned by Prime
Minister Rudini's circulars of Septem-
ber and October, in which the prefects
were ordered to suppress the clerical
propaganda directed against free in-

stitutions and national unity.
The writer then proceeds to make the

startling announcement that the co-

existence in Rome of the Vatican and
the Italian monarchy is impossible.
The allocution contends that there is
no reason why the precise form of the
integrity of the unity of Italy should
not be modified.

The writer hardly troubles himself
to repel the accusation that such a
pronouncement may be regarded as
revolutionary, and the concluding d

may certainly be so regarded.
This is as follows:

"Without the aid of foreign bayonets
the true Italy will find for Itself Its
own way and rise again, let us hope,
from the ignominy in which it now lies
prostrate to its true greatness."

The Chronicle claims to have th best
reason to know that the article is an
intentional revelation to the world of
the policy which the intimatfs of the
Vatican have long known as the inner
mind of Cardinal Rampolla, the Papal
secretary of state. It would probably
be untrue to suppose that the Mope or
Cardinal Rampolla has any Idea of an
alliance with the Italian republicans
who are mostly anti-cleric- but they
wish it to be seen that, while they

it impossible to make peace with
a King reigning in Rome, they could
do so with a Republic. The present
moment was probably chosen for the
pronouncement because it is believed
that not only the existing ministry, but
the dvnasty itself is more seriously
menaced than usual.

Commander Uyoti'-Tucfc- er Reports on
the California Settlement.

New York, Jan. 15. Commander
Booth-Tucke- r, of the Salvation Army,
who has just returned from Califor-
nia, where he superintended the open-

ing of the new Salvation Army colo-

ny, has a letter in the World today, in
which ho says:

"I am delighted with the prospect of
our new colony in the valley along the
Palinas River, in California, near the
famous ifotel Del Monte. It might
seem a little strange to open an agri-
cultural colony in midwinter, but in
that happy valley one may say that
summer and winter have kissed each
other, so that it appeared quite a nat-
ural thing for the colonists to be taken
there now, while planting and sowing
are being carried on.

"The colony has a tract of f00 acres.
On this we have placed a large two-stor- y

building, which will serve as a
store, meeting place, office, etc. Group-
ed around it are ten-ac- tracts of
land, each with a cozy little cottage,
that to the family which will occupy
it is a home. The owner of the land
has given us 2,000 ornamental trees,
and in a short time the colony will pre- -

sent quite a picturesque appearance.
"The thirty families whom we have

now planted on the land number about
200 souls. They were selected from
about 400. representing 2,000 souls. We
have selected a good, stalwart set ot
men, who are not afraid of work and
who are accustomed to handling the
land. AVe are arranging to- - establish
all of our colonies within easy reach
of some safe market, where the colo-
nists can dispose of their products. The
present Instance Is no exception.

"The valley is famous for the pro-

duction of sugar beets. Already there
is a large factory, which is able to
deal with 1.000 tons of beets a day. The
new beet factory, whicn will be In op-

eration this year, will have a capacity
of 4,000 tons per day. Mr. Claus Spreck-el- s,

the sugar king, tells me that he
wants beets cultivated on 40,000 acres
in the valley. He has bought a tract
of 6,000 acres for this purpose himself.

"The colonists had a magnificent ova-

tion in San Francisco. There was a bar-
becue at which three oxen and eight
sheep were roasted. These supplied a
feast for four thousand persons. Mayor
Phelan presided at a mass-meetin- g in
the immense Mechanics Pavilion, anil
spoke most warmly of the ttndertaking.

The War Deportment Anxious for
Advices About the Reindeer.

The War Department is awaiting ad-

vices for Agent Kjellman, who had been
instructed to purchase 500 reindeer in
Norway for use in the Klondike. If the
reindeer have not been purchased it is
quite likely that the order will be can-
celed, inasmuch as it has been conclud-
ed that the animals cannot be had here-
in time. The reasons for this were giv-

en at length in The Times yesterday.
It is believed that the plan first sug-
gested by Gen. Miles, commanding the
Army, for the use of draft horses will
eventually be adopted.

There never has been any attempt to
get shiploads of reindeer across the At-

lantic. There is reason to believe that
if the 500 reindeer were shipped in

as contemplated, the mortality
would be very great.

One question with which the War De-
partment will have to deal is what will
be done with the reindeer if they have
been purchased.

MRS. VROOMAN ENTERS SUIT.

Desires 11 Deed of Trust to Her
Brother Set Aside.

Baltimore, Md., Jan. 15. Mrs. Annie
L. Vrooman, wife of Walter YroOman,
the political reformer of St. Louis, has
entered suit here to have set aside a
deed of trust conveying her interests
in the estate of her father. The estate
is worth $1,000,000, and Mrs. Vrooman's
interest is $300,000.

According to the bill of complaint and
Mrs. Vrooman's testimony, her father
died without leaving a will. Her mar-
riage with Vrooman caused a disagree-
ment with her brother, H. Grafilin. In
order not to embarrass her brother in
business, on the advice of her father's
attorney, she signed what she suppos-
ed to be a deed of trust revokable after
five years.

Soon after reaching St. Louis Mrs.
Vrooman showed the deed to her hus-
band, whp told her that she had deeded
all her property to her brother. To con-
vince her that she had been deceived
he went with her to
Stone, of Missouri, who verified Mr.
Vrooman's statement. Mrs. Vrooman
then upbraided her brother by mail
and brought suit.

Mr. Grafilin says his sister knew the
purpose of the deed. He also charges
that Mr. Vrooman married his sister
because she was wealthy.

THICK-WITTE- POSTMASTERS.

Deputy Auditor Castle Tells How I

They Make Money-Orde- r Mistakes.
Rural postmasters are making life a

misery for hundreds cf clerks and ac-

countants In the Postofilce Department.
Between now and the first of July no
less than 5,000 of these country mail
distributors will have been Initiated
into the secrets of money order makin
and if the auditing department of the
Postofilce gets through It all without
giving up the ghost it will be a big sur-

prise to some who are now wrestling
with the first fruits of the new crop.

"There are 21,000 money order offices

in operation now," said Deputy Auditor
Castle, "and by the end of the fiscal
year there will be 20,000 of them. The
additions are all in the country dis-

tricts and the errors these fellows ar1
making are enough to drive the de-

partment insane. Many of these post-
masters apparently cannot read in-

structions, in the first place, or follow
them when they are told, in the sec-

ond. The result is that they make out
money orders for hundreds of cents, get
their stamps mixed, make breaks in the ,

dating of the orders, give patrons tne
w rong kind of orders and make the de-

partment look silly generally. The
greatest diiUcultv with these thick-thumbe- d,

thick-witte- d gentlemen seems
to strike them when they proceed to
tear off the dollars' and cents" division
marked upon the blank orders. This
department will breathe easier when all
the rural postmasters become past-maste- rs

at money order making.
