AN OFFICIAL DESCRIPTION

The Opinions of Kxports Published.
Repeatedly in the Times Proved
True Tho Iiiiposlhlllty of

the Acrldciit Theory Dem-onstrnt-

Ih'yond a Don lit.

As the official iiniulry into the Maine
disaster progresses and the public comes
Into iwssession of accurate knowledge of
just what the condition of tlie'wreck is. it
becomes important, in order to form an
intelligent judgment as to what may have
caused the vessel's destruction, to know
exactly where her magazines were situat-
ed, their size and the character of the
ammunition they held.

The accompanying diagram was made
from an official drawing of the Maine,
which is in the Navy Department, and
the description was revised care-
fully for The Times by a naval expert.

All of the magazines were in the hold
of the ship, in the space covered by the
protective deck. They were divided into
three distinct groups. The first of these
groups, known generally as the forward
mugazines, began at the foot of the fore-
mast and extended aft. The second group,
or the midship magazines, were between
the boiler room and the engine room
and had a passageway cut through them

to let the ship's company pass between
these two departments of the vessel. The
thin! group, known as the after magaz-
ines-, began ju- -t under the stepping of
the mainmast and extended thence
toward the stern of the ship under the
slew in steering gear room.

The Maine was 810 feet long. Begin-
ning, then, at her bow and going aft 54
feet, one come to the first of these store
rooms for explosives and projectiles.
This room was 20 feet wide, across the
ship, and ran 12 feet fore and aft. wi.h a

ceiling. In this was kept ammuni-
tion for the guns. On the star-
board side were stowed the shells, and
on the port side the powder for these
guns.

Aft of this room was another of the
same dimensions. This was the store-
room for ammunition for tli
and er Hotchkiss rapid-lir- e

guns. The spare space in the bows on
either side of thtsc two rooms was used
for ordinary storage and not for coal.
The two magazine rooms were also just
forward of the part of the ship proided
with a doulile bottom, and to make up
for this and "to insure dryness and great-
er safety from outside causes, each room
was provided with a separate steel floor,
caulked watertight, which was four or
live feet above the bottom of the ship.

Back of the Hochkiss gun magazine
was the lirst of the ship's large maga-
zines. The outer walls of this were
twenty-eig- feet long athwartship and
twenty-fou- r feet fore and aft, but this j

magazine was into three '
rooms by partitions running parallel to
the keel. The lirst of these partitions
directly over the keel, and the starboard
half of the room thus cut off was left
as one room. In this was stored powder
for the ten-inc- h guns. The port half of
the compartment was divided into halves
by a second partition. In the half far-
thest to port another lot of shells and
Kwder for the six-In- guns was stored,
while the compartment next to the me-di-

line was for ten-inc- h shells exclu-
sively. This great compartment treating
of the three rooms combined was about
eight feet deep, and rested upon the dou-
ble bottom part of the ship.

Resinning at its forward end on either
side and separating it from the skin of
the ship were the lirst of the coal bunk-
ers. Kxtonding in from each of these
bunkers and partly across the end of tho
magazine were two square coal pockets.
These jockets had to he emptied before
the coal In the bunkers could be got at.
From this it will be seen that no danger
could have arisen from the coal pockets
and Constructor Hlchborn is on record
as saying that as the Maine had a ten-
dency to go down by the head, it was the
custom to empty these pockets and the.
bunkers beside this magazine among the
first. The end of this magazine is 102

feet aft of the ship's bow and a third
of her whole length back. Here begin the
boiler rooms, and the coal pockets men-
tioned open Into the first of these. There
are two boiler rooms each forty-fo- feet
long, with coal bunkers bordering them.

That the boilers --could have exploded
has already been proved impossible.

Now we come to the midship magazine.

Paling, fancy heads, dressed any
stjle or pattern jou may whlu- -

This is an exact duplicate of the last ope
described, being 21 feet long and 28 feet
wide across the ship and S feet deep. It
rests on the double bottom and is di-

vided in the same manner into three
exjmpartments, only in this case the ar-
rangement is reversed. On the port side
is the big room used for powder for the

guns, the shell room is
next, and the room to starboard was for
shells and ammunition for the
guns. Coal pockets similar to. those at
the aft corners of the other big maga-
zine stood at the forward corners of this
room and these connected with the last of
the coal bunkers, which ran between the
sides of this room and the skin
of the ship. The after end of
this magazine formed the forward
partition of the engine ro-)- and the nar-
row passageway through the center of the
magazine connected the engine and boiler
rooms.

The engine room, C5 feet long, separa-
ted the midship magazine from the after
group. In which there were three rooms.
The lirst of these next to the engine room
was only about tlve or six feet square.
In tliis was kept gun cotton and torpe-
does.

It has already been proved conclusive-
ly that the wet gun cotton could not have
exploded by concussion. Tho after mag-
azine was known from the first to be
Intact, as lias been stated in The Times
repeatedly.

Inclosing the room next to the online
room and extending aft 24 feet were the
magazines for small arms ammunition.
Rack of this again was a room 14 feet
long and about 10 feet wide, in which was
stored another lot of shells and powder
for the guns. "With allowances for
partitions, this brings the after end of the
last magazine within 24 feet of the stern-po- st

of the vessel.
The manner In which the shells and

ammunition are carried makes it utter-
ly Impossible for them to explode by con-
cussion, according to all naval experts
except Prof. Alger.

The shells are piled up like logs of wood
In bins and kept from rolling sideways
by wooden chocks nailed to strips of Iron,
which are laid between the rows. The
powder Is all put up at lirst in long cotton
bags of the diameter of the bore of the
gun it is Intended for, and then each of
these flill bags is placed in a round cop-
per can and sealed up airtight, Just as a
housewife seals up her glass jars of pre-
serves. Copner cans are used because
they will not make sparks when they are
thrown roughly about.

Had the big forward magazine explod-
ed, according to Captain O'Neil, the ship
would have been blown to smithereens
and not a man left to tell the tale. The
detonators, as was told in The Times this
morning, were kept at the mast head.

From the above description and the
opinion of exnerts published so many
times, it will be seen by all that the "ac-
cident" theory is absolutely disproven and
that the big battleship was wrecked by a
submarine mine or a brace of monster
torpedoes.

AMERICA'S FI.At: IN CITRA.

(Jen. Axllni Would Plant It on the
Ruins of Morro Castle.

Cleveland, Ohio, Fob. 23. In a patriotic
speech, delivered last night before the
Western Reserve Chapter, Sons of the
American Revolution. N. A. Axline, ad-

jutant general of Ohio, who was likewise
adjutant general of the State when
President McKinley was governor, 'de-
clared that he would level Morro Castle
to the ground and erect on the ruins the
American Hag or a monument to the
brave sailors who lst their lives in Ha-
vana harbor.

"America is like a sleeping Hon," de-

clared Gen. Axline, "but whn her wrath
is aroused let nations beware. If the de-

struction of the Maine should be proved
the outrage many believe it, then the
lion's claws will be shown.

"Wo will wait until this is proved, but
if the investigation shows that the gal-
lant vessel was sent to the bottom by an
act of Spanish treachery then let Spain
beware.
"It has been suggested that a monument

be erected in Cuba to commemorate the
memory of the brave sailors that per-
ished by the explosion, would take our
troops to that island, attack
Morro Castle, reduce it to ruins, and on
the summit of those ruins I would plant
the American Hag. there to wave while
liberty shall live or statesmanship sur-
vive, and then 1 would say: "Here Is their
monument. "

On board the Fern Is a powder case
which pertains to the guns, and
which was removed from the Maine
wreck yesterday. It was taken from tho
part of the battleship destroyed by the
explosion, and In which the gunpowder
magazine is situated. The gunpowder
discovered was In a bag, and the bag
was contained in a copper case. The case
was closed entirely, but had an exterior
mark, as if some hard object had struck
on the outside; within the gunpowder is
absolutely intact In its bag. Some empty
powder cases have been found also. It
is not known whether they went off in tho
great blow-u- p or were used in the guns
some time previous to the explosion and
had not been

If, as is now believed, the ten-inc- h and
reserve magazines did not explode, the
main deck and amidships annihilation
came from some other immensely power-
ful force. This point is intensely inter-
esting and of the highest importance.

The divers employed in the forward
part of the wreck are working in very
dangerous quarters.

Diver Reddin, of the Maine, is a man of
wonderful nerve. He was shaken up bad-
ly by the explosion, ntnl'had a miraculous
escape through, the top of the Maine's
rear turret, yet he is doing good work.

Schluter. of the New York, Is working
well also. The Bacijo started to Jpave
here yesterday, but wajj recalled by Cap-
tain Sigsbee before she got out of the
harbor, pending the a'rrial of the tug
Neptune.

Captain Sigsbee has agaln importuned
the doctors to allow him to move the
wounded to Key W5?ti but his request
was refused. He was informed, however,
that he could take them to Dry Tortugas
if it should become actually necessary in
order to save them from a Spanish mob.

A RELIC PROM THE MAINE.

The Medical Journal, "Wet With the
Waters of Cuba, Came Today.

The first article saved from the Maine
readied the Navy Department this morn-
ing. It was the mediqal journal of the
ship, still soaking wet and bad smelling
from saturation in the foul, filthy waters
of Havana's polluted harbor. It is with-

out covers, and consists of 500 pages, let-

ter size. Its last entry was on page 214,

and was dated February 13, 1SDS, the day
of the fatality. All the other pages were
signed by Surgeon I.. G. Heneberger, and
the last page was evidently half com-
pleted and was unsigned, though in the
same handwriting as the others. The
doctor was evidently writing down the
day's official record of the hospital when
the explosion came, and gathering up his
work had rushed on deck with it and
clung to it when he went off in a boat to
the steamer City. of Washington. The
book is particularly valuable, as it shows
the name of every man on the ship and
tells for the first time who were sick at
the time the explosion came. The sick
men are among those lost. It is explain-
ed that entries are made in the medical
journals of ships at the close of the day,
and no doubt is expressed from the of-

ficer's appearance of the book that in
this instance the disaster Interrupted Sur-
geon Heneberger in the performance of
this duty.

STEAMERS SEQUESTERED.

The U. S. S. Mnrhlohoud Expecting
Immediate Orders.

New Orleans, Feb. 23. New Orleans
shippers are advised that no more Crom-

well Line steamers will sail for this port
from New York until further orders from
Washington. The affair is a complete
mystery.

The American cruiser Marblehead, here
for the Mardi Gras celebration, has sud-
denly stopped receiving visitors, and
there was hustle and bustle aboard all
day yesterday. She has orders to be
ready to move at a. moment's notice.

In this emergency, with the conceded
necessity of an active man In command
of the great squadron, it is said at the
Department that Commodore Wlnfleld

Scott Schley will be ordered to assume
charge of the active operations afloat.

This is accepted by naval officers as
proof positive that the licet will move

towaid Havana very soon.
Commodore Schley Is at the head of the

lighthouse board, and is considered one

of the most energetic officers in the
Navy.

SICARD

Five More Cruisers Will Join tho
White Squadron.

Navy Department officials are disap-
pointed because the cruiser Montgomery,
which left San Domingo for Key West a
week ago today, has not arrived at that
port. Three days only usually suffice for
the trip.

Today the Nashville and Texas leave
Galveston, and the Detroit and Marble-hea- d

leave Mobile and New Orleans for
Key West, to reinforce Admiral SIcard's
squadron.

The gunboat Machlas, which for the
past two years has been on the Asiatic
station. left Madura this morning for
Norfolk, where she will be at once clean-
ed and repaired.

That the Brooklyn is on her way to join
tho fleet is now almost certain. She re-

ported to the department today from San-
ta Cruz, having jut arrived from St.
Thomas. The Cincinnati, also. Is near
Havana. Barbadocs, to which point the
department says she was ordered. Is only
two days' sailing from Havana, but na-
val officers generally think she will not
linger at that place.
The fleet will now include the New York,

Indiana, Massachusetts, Iowa, Brooklyn,
Montgomery, Marblehead, Vesuvius, De-

troit, Texas and Nashville.

MARINES IN READINESS.

Fifty of Them to Leave Here Soon
for Key West.

A large detachment of the marines from
the Washington barracks will probably
start for Key West this afternoon or to-

morrow.
Secretary Long has ordered them to

prepare for instnnt service, and has noti-
fied the commandant of the marine con's.
Colonel Heywood, that they may be call-
ed upon at any moment.

It Is understood that fifty marines will
be sent to Key West to be put on board
the fleet at Dry Tortugas, at the request
of Admiral Sicard, and that the number
may be increased at any time to 100, or
nearly the full strength of the detach-
ment here.

THE VI.CAYA IN NO HURRY.

The Time of Her Departure Not
Definitely Settled.

New York, Feb. 23. Lieut. Jose G. Ris-tor- i,

of the Spanish cruiser Vizcaya. is
authority for the announcement that the
vessel will not leave this port either to-

day or tomorrow, and may remain in
these waters for two or three days beyond
that yet.

SPAIN REFUSES.

Her American Organ Says She Will

MILITARY ACTIVITY.

Reports From Many States of Prep-

arations for an Emergency.
Philadelphia. Feb. 23. Major General

Snowden, commander of the National
Guard of Pennsylvania, has Issued gen-
