body reaHy wants to wear sticking plaster
for ten thousand years, or anything like
it. But Osiris himself might just as well,
and a great deal better, be left to repose
in his tomb till he Is wanted by the people
who arrange the resurrection. Meanwhile,
he will do as a .subject of meditation. For
a long time it has been considered that
the most proper subjects for meditation
were those connected with death. That
was the reason for those inscriptions of

tombstones, which began. is
"Remember, friend," and had such a lu-

gubrious sound to them. The longer a
man had been dead and buried the more
properly was he a subject for meditation
in the minds of our revolutionary ances
tors. But they had no Osiris as a su-
bjecta dead man who has been dead and of
buried ten thousand years. Perhaps they or
would have kept more cool If they had
known about him. At any rate, now that
he is, as it may be said, among us. It is
proper that he should be shown some at-
tention.

FKOUDE ON CUBA.

KiuiucMit Tlintorlnn Admits Hiatus
of tiio United State.

If the course of the United States with
regard to Cuba is met with any hostile
sentiment in Englcnd, the Administration
Is prepared to meet English criticism by
citing the highest British authority In
justification of its policy. There qje some
observations on Cuba by the eminent
English historian, Froude, on the subject
of Cuba's government and future, which
within the past few days have been read
with great gratification by the American
officials, confirming, as they do. the
righteousness of the Administration'
course.

Froude visited Cuba some years ago. In
view of the present crisis In the relations
between Spain and the United States over
the island, the impressions and opinions
of the great English historian cannot fail
to be of great Interest to all Americans
at this time. His predictions as to the
future of the island seem prophetic in
view of the existing situation. It will be
gratifying to many Americans to know,
too. that justification for the present
American altitude is found In the testi-
mony of such an eminent English ob-

server.
In beginning. quotations from the Eng-

lish histoiian on the subject of Cuba,
what ho had to say about the future of
the island probably will possess the most
interest. lie says:

"The opinion in Cuba was, and Is, that
America is the residuary legatee of all
the islands, Spanish and English equal-
ly, and that she will be forced to take
charge of them In the end whether she
likes it or not. Spain governs unjustly
and corruptly; the Cubans will not rest
until they are free from her, and, If once
Independent, they will throw themselves
on American protection."

The English historian draws fine
picture of Hnvnna. He says:

"Havana figures in English naval histo-
ry. Drake tried to take It. and failed.
Penn andVenablcs failed. We stormed
the forts In 1740 and held them, and held
the city until the Seven Years' War was
over. I had read descriptions of tho place,
but they had given me no clear concep-
tion of what It would bo like, certainly
none at all of what It was like.

"Havana Is a city of palaces, a city of
streets and plazas, of colonnades and tow-
ers and .churches and monasteries. The
Spaniards built as they built In Castile;
built with the same materinl. the white
limestone which they found In the new
world as in the old. The palaces of the
nobles in Haana the residence of the
governor, the convents, the cathedral, are
a reproduction of Burgos or Vnlladolid. as
If. by some Alnddin's lamp, a Castilian
city had been taken up and set down
again unaltered on the shore of the Ca-

ribbean Sea.
"And they carried with them their laws,

their habits, their institutions, and their
creed; tholr religious orders, their bishops
and their Inquisition. Even now. In her
day of eclipse, when her genius Is clouded
by the modern spirit against which she
fought so long and so desperately, the
sons of Spain still build as they used to
build, and the modern squares and market
places, the castles and fortresses which
have rien in and around the ancient city
of Havana are constructed on the old
massive model and on the same lines."

"Tho political future Is dark; the gov-
ernment unimaginably corrupt so corrupt
that change Is Inevitable, though what
change it would be idle to prophesy. The
Americans looked at the Island which lay
so temptingly near them, hut they were
wise In their generation. They reflected
that to Introduce into an Anglo-Saxo- n re-

public so insoluble an element as l.CACKK)

Spanish Roman Catholics, alien In blood
and creed, with TiOO.000 blacks to swell the
dusky flood which runs too full among
them already, would be to Invite an indi-
gestion of serious consequences. A few
years since the Cubans were on the eve
of achieving their Independence like their
brothers In Mexico and Sonth America.
Perhaps they will yet succeed.

"The magnitude of Havana and the
fullness of life which was going on there
entirely surprised me. I had thought of
Cuba as a decrepit state, bankrupt, or
finance exhausted by civil wars, and on
the edge of social dissolution, and I find
Havana now at least a grand, imposing
city a city which might comrtare for
beautv with any in the world. The sani-
tary condition is as bad as negligence can
make it so bad that a Spanish gentleman
told me that, were It not for the natural
purity of the air. they would have been
all dead like flies long ago. The tlda and
harbor is foul with the accumulation of
300 years. The administration Is more
good for nothing than Spain Itself.

"The Moro as a fortification is. I am
told. Indefensible against modern artill' ry.
presenting too much surface as a target;
but it Is all the grander to look at. It Is
a line specimen of the Vaulmn period, and
Is probably equal to any demands which
will Ije made upon It. The harbor Is some-
thing like Port Royal, a deep lagoon with
a narrow entrance and a long natural
breakwater between the lagoon and the
ocean: but what at Port Royal Is a sand
spit eight miles long is at Havana a
rocky peninsula on which the city itself
is built.

"The opening from the sea is half a mile
wide. On the city side there are low semi-
circular batteries which sweep complete-
ly the approaches and the passage Itself.
The Moro rises opposite at the extreme
point of the entrance, and next to it. fur-
ther in toward the harbor on the same
side, on the crest and slopes of a range
of hills, stands the old Moro. the original
castle which beat off Drake and Olivers,
sea generals, and which was captured by
the English In the last century. The
lines were probably weaker than they are

present and less adequately manned. A
monument is erected there to the officers
and men who fell in the defense.

"The city, as we steamed by, looked
singularly beautiful with Its domes and
steeples and marble palaces and the
glimpses of long boulevards and trees and
handsome mansions and cool arcades. In-

side we found ourselves In a basin of
perhaps three miles in diameter, full of
shipping of all sorts and nationalities.
The water, which outside Is as pure as
sapphire, has become filthy with the pol-

lutions of a dozen generations. The tide,
which even at the spring has a rise and
fall of but a couple of feet, is totally in-

effective to clear it, and as long as they
have the Virgin Mary to pray to the pious
Spaniards will not drive the sewage into
the ocean. The sun's hot rays stream
down into the thick, black liquid. Horri-
ble smells are set loose from It when It

set in motion by a screw or paddle, and
ships bring up at mooring 'buoys, lest
their anchors should disturb the compost
which lies at the bottom.

"Yet we forget the disagreeables in the
novelty and striking character of the
scene. A hundred boats were plying to
and fio among the various vessels with
their white sails anl white awnings. Flags

all countries were blowing out at stern
from masthead; among them, of

course, the stars and stripes, flying
jauntily on some splendid schooner whtcn
stood there like a cock upon a dung hill
that might be his own If he chose to crow

It."
