McIClnloy by the Spanish government.

That such a demand should have been
made upon the President and conceded
by him tends to confirm the people here
in their conviction that the United
States is reluctant to go to war, a be-
lief of which the Spaniards may be re-
lied upon to take advantage to the!'

claims put forward by the United States
for indemnity based on the argument
that the destruction of tho Maine was
due to an external explosion will be in-
dignantly repelled by the government
here. The official "communique" goes
on to condemn the "American assertions
in official quarters" to the effect that
the vessel was blown up through some
agency from the outside as "tending to
mislead public opinion and rendering
still morc difficult the maintenance of
friendly relations between the two
countries." Tho message concludes with
a definite announcement that should the
United States Government Commission
present to the President a report de-
claring the disaster to be due to an ex-
ternal explosion both the cabinet and
the nation here will refuse to accept
any such finding.

lie Outlines the Social Democ-

racy of Amcrici.

IT OPENS OPPORTUNITIES

Mr. Eugene V. Debs, chairman of the
Social Democracy of America, and Mr.
Sylvester Keliher, the secretary, arriv-

ed here last night, and are stopping at
the Cochran Hotel.

Mr. Debs and Mr. Keliher will speak
at Odd Fellow's Hall on Seventh Street
tonight. They arc closing a tour of all
the large cities and during the last six
weeks have spoken to large and repre-

sentative audiences.
Mr. Debs, together with Mr. Edward

Bellamy, the author of "Looking Back-

ward;" Myron V. Heed. Prof. Parker,
and others, have Interested himself in a

scheme to find work for all unemployed

men.
The doctrine he preachos is one of

peace and common brotherhood. He de-

clares that the only hope of the masses
is in a commiMiistic commonwealth, and
his land of promise Is a colony which he
expects to establish.

Mr. Debs says ho does not come to ex-

ploit his views of the rich. He does not
deal with the individual, but with the so-

ciety that produces him.
To a Times man he explained his ob-

jects thus: "To find work for the unem-
ployed Is the immediate purpose of tne
new movement. Tens of thousands of
men are In distress many of them ac-

tually verging on starvation. There is no
hoiK of relief In sight. Congress will do
nothing. The constant Improvement in
machinery is increasing the army of un-

employed at an alarming rate, and as
their condition becomes more precurious
the very peace and order of society will
be menaced. In this supreme crisis some-
thing must be done.

It will be along peaceful constitutional
and patriotic lines. The West, boundless
and sparsely settled, has fabulous re-
sources. Land can be procured, machin-
ery purchased and the unemployed set to
work, and enabled to provide for them-
selves and dependent ones with clothing,
food and shelter.

"A million altruists will be organ-
ized to provide means, each voluntarily
making a monthly contribution, accord-
ing to his means. The .vork Is to be car-
ried on under the supervision of a board
composed of men and women of the high-
est integrity and unquestioned business
capacity.

"The colonies will be and
the whole movement carried forward on
the same lines. The brotherhood of man
Is recognized as a fact in nature, and in
obedience to natural law will form the
basis of a new life, from which It is con-
fidently believe, will spring a higher, nob-
ler civilization."

Chicago Is the capital of the new so-

cial commonwealth. Annual conventions
will be held there under the title of the
National Council, and, for all practical
purposes, the American Government will
be duplicated by the social democracy of
America, except that the new common-
wealth will be an Industrial as well as a
political democracy."

The jury In the
United States Court, Judge Lochren
presiding, promptly brought In a verdict
against the defendants awarding 57,500

damages. It was clearly proven that
the libel was Instigated and circulated
by a competing firm of publishers.
