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Congress or llitiiiin?
Tomorrow will tell the tale whether

Congress or Mark Hannt is the law-

making power of America.
"We have a sufficient forecast today of

what the message will be to say that,
unless Air. McKinley changes his mind,
he "ivIH ask for discretionary power to
intervene with arms in Cuba, at his
own will and pleasure, or. rather, Mr.
Hanna's, and without further reference
to Congress".

As far as can be learned from close
friends of the Administration. Mr. Mc-

Kinley will deprecate the recognition
of Cuban independence at this time as
calculated to complicate the situation.
These two points in the Presidential
position are all we need to trouble
about at present.

They mean simply this: Recognition
of Cuban independence would make the
Cuban Republic a party to any ques-
tion or settlement of peace in the fu-

ture. It is not the policy or intention
of McKinley, Hanna, McCook, Rocke-
feller or Rothschild to allow any such
recognition unless the Cuban govern-

ment and people are willing to buy It
by assuming the Spanlsh-Cuba- a bonds
held by the gang.

An intervention by either peaceable
or armed means, if left completely
within the control of the Executive,
which is Mark Hanna, would amount
to intervention against the Cuban pa-

triots, no matter what hypocritical
platitudes the message may be found to
contain about working for ultimate in-

dependence. Armed intervention, if
that should become necessary, will
be for the purpose of forcing autonomy
on the Cubans, unless Congress shall
first take the bull by the horns and rec-

ognize them as a sovereign tate.
The reason for this is obvious and ir-

resistible. Xobody of average intelli-
gence in America has the least doubt
that the interests of the Spanish-C-

uban bond deal, combined
with those of Oil and Sugar,
have absolutely dominated and dictat-
ed the Cuban policy of this Government
since the outbreak of the war of inde-
pendence in Cuba. Xothing else has
led Mr. McKinley to fight against even
a recognition of belligerency, or to tol-

erate atrocities of Spain, or to sup-
press the reports of our consuls upon
them, or to treat the Maine massacre
as an unimportant incident.

That band of bond conspirators, with
its allies, swarms all over the Capitol
today, working secret!' and treason-
ably to win representatives from --their
duty to country, to God and to human-
ity, and to cover I hem ad the nation
whose honor they are sworn to uphold
with infamy.

Recognition of Cuban independence
now would wreck their game. The na-

tional demand that Cuba shall be free
by American action, and that Spain
shall Immediately be ordered off the
hemisphere, in retribution for the hell-

ish destruction of our battleship by
Spanish treachery, if carried out by
Congress, would wipe the deal of the
bond sharks out of existence.

But armed intervention without In-

dependence, and postponed until after
the adjournment of Congress, would
save them, because it would enable
Mr. Hanna to use our Army and Navy

to force the Spanish debt in any case
andSpan!sh8overelgnty, perhaps, up-

on the brave people of the persecuted
island.

That, and nothing but that, is the
object of any scheme of "Executive"
intervention, free from Congressional
interference, and free from the insu-
perable obstacle of preliminary recog-

nition.
Such a message as the newspapers

nearest to the Administration predict
for tomorrow may be crammed down
the throats of the hitherto coerced and
cowardly Republicans in the House of
Representatives. That is barely pos-

sible, although we still hope that man-
hood may revive in them.

But it will nfake the whole country
boll with rage and cover the nation's
flag with new infamy. ,

Is it to be Hanna or the American
Congress tomorrow?

Tlit' Kiul in Mnvmin.
"While the Administration pi ays and

weeps against "an unholy and unneces-
sary war with Spain," the latter is evi-

dently getting ready to strike a char-
acteristic blow at us in Havana. Gen.
Lee at last has cabled that the situa-
tion of American consuls and other citi-

zens In Cuba Is untenable: that they
are now liable to massacre iat any min-

ute. Two Government vessels have
been sent to his relief, but they are in-

adequate to the purpose. He has been
unable to charter others. As usual, the
Administration has refrained from
preparations for this inevitable occas-
ion, perhaps on the theory that such
action would be of a
slight suspicion of Spanish chivalry and
peaceable intentions. Let us hope that
the country will be spared the grief and
rage, and Mr. McKinley the additional
remorse, of another wholesale butchery
of Americans.

The consuls fit other Cuban ports are
begging for vessels to save American
lives. They may be furnished tardily,
and perhaps when it is too Jate. A
sufficient number ought to have been
in hand and held conveniently, with
steam up, for the past three weeks.

Day by day The Times has been
urging the Administration to make
definite and thorough arrangements for
the immediate succor of all Americans
remaining in Cuba. Probably the ap-

peal has been unheeded because influ-

ential people like Hanna and McCook
have considered the matter of too little
importance for Mr. McKinley to bother
himself about; inasmuch as "Sagasta-- ,

who never has refused a. single thing
asked of him'" would doubtless give all
Americans safe conduct and free trans-
portation on the outbreak of hostilities.

An Administration which has not
been in the least moved by the massa-
cre of twoilvundred. and sixty-si- x

American sanorfi could not reasonably
be expected to take extraordinary pre-

cautions to prevent another "incident"
of the same kind.

The Tclejjriiiihie IlooniLTaiiK.
The Glover Building sat up all day

Sunday and Sunday night sending tele-
grams, to little purpose. The fact that
this old campaign dodge was in opera-
tion set the patriotic masses on fire,
and senators and members have re-

ceived fronivfivo-t- o ten messages call-
ing upon 'them to .stand out for the
punishment Of Spain and the immediate
independence of Cuba where they have
had one begging them to stand by the
President in his wise Hanna policy
of peace at any price.

The latter class of dispatches have
all been couched in nearly the same lan
guage, and all have contained the
catch words sent out from the Glover
Building. Polls of the two houses made
by several journals indicate that this
device to manufacture a forced senti-
ment contrary to the known sentiment
of the nation'', has reacted upon its
authors and will be without other ef
fect.

The sanie-oTetne- w hlch has used this
meuns to defeat the will of the people
is also resiKnsible for the Executive
pleas for delay, and for the present and
last desierate effort to get the situation
completely in the hands of Hanna,
without conceding Cuban independence
and with a loophole for delay until Con-
gress can be gotten rid of.

Will the conspiracy against the Amer-
ican peojle work?

A Knllon AiikoII.
Mr. George T. Angel, president of the

Massachusetts Society for the Preven-
tion of Cruelty to Animals, has sent to
the President a telegram which illus-
trates in the most exquisite manner the
extent of silliness of which the human
mind is capable. It is too bad to. be
obliged to admit this of Mr. Angell,
because the society with the long name
is very beneficent in its purpose, and
people need all the instruction they can
get in regard to behaving kindly to-

ward animals which have never dono
them any harm. But it is a lamentable
fact that the business does not always
make the man, and just because a man
is a president of a humane society, he
cannot be expected always to have hu-

mane feelings or a logical brain. Mr.
Angell appears to have given no con-

sideration to the state of affairs pre
vailing in Cuba. He has not heard of
the death from starvation and Spanish
butchery of thousands of Cuban
women and children who have dont- -

no harm to anyone. His sole anxiety Is
for the welfare of the Spanish young
men who will be killed. These are his
views in full:

If 1 were the President of the United States
(which 1 am most certainly thankful I am not)
1 would not hesitate to say to Congress, if it
becomes necessary, anil to the whole civilized
world, that in the prrwnt condition of negotia-
tions with the .Sianisli poveminent we hac in
our judgment no more right to force Spain into
a war and hill iKrhaps 00,000 of the joung men
compelled to serve in her armies and navy than
a pirate lins to commit murder on the ocean
or a Irishwoman to commit murder on the
land.

The difference between an American
soldier and a pirate, Mr. Angell, is just
here: An American soldier, lighting
against Spain, is punishing by the only
means in his power an enemy which is
responsible for a wholesale butchery of
women and children and the violent
death of five-sixt- of the crew of an
American battleship. A pirate Is a
depredator, who, without other excuse
than his own greed, rapacity, and cru-
elty, robs and murders men, women,
and children. The Spaniard has invari-
ably succeeded in this profession. It Is
painful, to think that such explanations
should have to be made to any citizen
able to read, in a land where diction-
aries are plentiful, but we have made
this one without any charge. When an
American soldier goes raiding Spanish
homes for loot, when he maltreats
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Spanish women, abuses their children,
and carries off whatever goods he finds
lying about, It will be time enough for
even a yellow angel to compare him
to a pirate and highwayman. This hu-

mane society president is in the wrong,
place. He ought to apply for a position
under Blanco. Then he will not be
concerned, even- - by implication, with
any patriotic thing which the Ameri-
can nation may see fit to do. As it is,
if there should be a war. he is liable
to be called on for military service,
under the misapprehension that he is
an American. That is prpbably, from
a sane and rational point of view, the
cause of this utterance of his. All he
will need to do, if the recruiting officer
should come around, will be to show a
copy of that telegram, and the officer
will immediately see that there is no
earthly use in trying to combine that
sort of mater.'al with a patriotic Ameri-
can regiment. The best thing the so-

ciety with the long name can do is
either to drop Mr. Angell or drop the
title "American." A man who. in a
crisis like this, opposes war because
Jlfty thousand of the enemy are likely
to be killed, has no business in any sort
of American society.

"TfllMt III DnlllllKcr."
The beauties of leaving such a situa-

tion as the present one In the hands
of a man without a policy, except as a
new one is dictated to lilm fiom day
to day from the Glover Building, Is il-

lustrated" in the Executive eto of the
plan of the Naval Stiategy Board.

The board wanted to send the flying
squadron to St. Thomas, where it would
be within two hours striking distance
of Porto Rico. But, according to the
story as given in the New York World,
Mr. McKinley said: "Such action would
irritate Spain if taken at this time, and
would be construed into an open dem-

onstration of warlike intentions. So he
forbade any such order, and, as a con-

sequence, the fleet remains at Hamp-
ton Roads."

It was a similar frantic desire to
please Spain that led to the destruction
of the Maine. Our officers were not to
do anything that might tend to show
suspicions of good faith on the part of
the Spaniards. Precautions demanded
by the gravity of the situation were
difficult to take under these circum-
stances, and none were ordered, al-

though The Times, on January 31, no-

tified the Administration that the
Maine was over a submarine mine.

Arguments justifying the discharge
of Congress from further connection
with the Spanish crisis do not appear
to be as plentiful as American sailors
among the sharks of Havana harbor!

The Rome correspondent of the London
Daily Mail wires his paper that Aroh-blsho- p

Ireland has cabled the Pope that.
a formal offer of Intervention would be
Impolitic, as it would amount to recog-

nition of the Monroe doctrine. If true,
which we doubt to some extent, this would
not be surprising. All the close friends
of the Administration are unfriendly to
that doctrine, and tried to upset iUAVith

the British arbitration treaty.

The "autonomist" offer of an armis-
tice makes the Cuban legntion laugh.
Senor Qucsada. "for the hundredth
time," declares that Cuba will not ac-

cept an armistice until after Spain has
acknowledged her independence.

In order not to Interfere with the
friendly movements of the Spanish tor-
pedo flotilla, it Is now said that the flying
squadron Is not to leave Hampton Roads
at all. but Is to act on the defensive.
Walt for attack by the destroyers. It
is to be presumed!

Whether they will get here in time to
effect anything or not. Is a question, but
there appears to be little doubt that the
"best business Interests" have been urg-
ed to send heavy delegations from boards
of trade, and stock exchanges, to wallow-al-l

over Congress and help to stem the
tide of patriotism which is rising. As yot
there Is only contempt and indignation
for Tories and Hessians. By and by
there may be something else.

This is a poor time for news other
than that connected with the Spanibh-Cuba- n

situation. The report is confirmed
that England has secured a lease of

much to the annoyance of the
czar and the kaiser. It is also announc-
ed that the Ohio senate Investigating
committee will make a report sustaining
tho bribery charges in the Hanna elec-
tion.

The New York Herald asserts that
Archbishop Ireland Is In Washington

The tele-
graph facilities placed at his disposal
may indicate that he is a guest at the
White House; which would not, be sur-
prising as he is one of Mr. McKlnley's
most Intimate friends.

OPINIONS IN LONDON.

"Wnlter Dflniar DImcumnch the Situa-
tion.

London, April 5. Americans In Lon-

don and speculators who arc Interested
In Spanish and American securities are
agitated.

It Is in "the city," which is a cor-

responding term to "Wall Street."
that any real excitement In London oc-

curs, because It Is there that the
pocketbook of the Englishman is
touched. Today reports have been cir-

culated that In case of war between
America and Spain the Atlantic cables
would be cut. leaving no communication
between Europe and America: that the
Pope was to mediate between Spain and
America; that Spanish torpedo boats
from Queonstown had followed the
steamship Paris on her trip from South-
ampton, and would blow her up if she
failed to surrender as a prisoner of war.

There was a great sale of after-
noon newspapers among brokers and
bankers In the city, and In the West
End clubs and hotels the tickers were
surrounded by groups of men three and
four deep until late tonight.

Walter Delmur, son "of Alexander Del-ma- r,

the author of "Money and Civiliza-
tion," said war was certain to come, as
the Spanish government could not re-

sist the popular movement in favor of
war. The Queen Regent was In pre-
cisely the same position as the King of
Greece was last year; the dynasty would
be overthrown if she did not go to war
for Cuba. The present state of things
was having no effect on the commercial
situation. That was dependent more on
crops in America and elscvhere than on
peace or war. If there was a shortage
of crops outside of America, as there
was lust year, and if American crops
were good, nothing could prevent the
balance of trade being largely in favor
of the Western republic.

A war of the kind threatened be-

tween the United States and Spain was
apt to have little or no effect on com-
merce. America would buy just as
much of Kurope and sell Just as much
to Europe In case of war as If there was
no war. He did not think war would
have much effect on the financial situ-
ation, either. This scare had. fortunate
ly for America, come at a time when
she was a creditor toward Europe, so,
instead of causing a drain of gold from
America. It hnd mot even checked the
flow of gold to the United States.

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REVIVED WHEN THOUGHT DEAD

The ArchlilMliop of l,lmii Kcntorvil
From Apparent Death.

Lima, Peru, via Galveston, Texas.,
April 0. Intense excitement prevails here
over what many citizens consider the
miraculous resurrection of the Archbish-
op of Lima, the Most Rev. Manuel An-
tonio Bandinl, D. D.

After an Illness lasting many weeks
tho archblshlp apparently expired at
noon on Saturday last. He was seized
with a paroxysm, and as he fell back
in bed those In attendance quickly felt
hH pulse and listened for his breathing.
Both, it was said, had ceased, and the
archbishop was declared dead.

Immediately word was passed through
the city that the prelate had expired.
Bells weru lolled throughout Lima, a
guard of honor was placed about the
Episcopal Palace, and arrangements for
tho funeral were begun.

Physicians who were present at the
time when the archbishop aparently ex-
pired were not entirely satisfied that life
was extinct, and on the bare chance
of reviving their distinguished patient
they determined to resort to heroic
measures. They Injected caffeine and
ether, and at 1 o'clock in the afternoon,
scarcely an hour after his pulse had
ceased, the archbishop opened his eyes
languidly and gazed on the expectant
group which surrounded his bosdside.

Consternation prevailed for an instant,
and even the physicians were surprised.
Then extraordinary efforts were made to
restore him. Theso were fairly success-
ful, and tho archbishop was able to
thank those present for their care. The
doctors say that the archbishop has a
peculiar physical organlaztlon and that
this fact Is responsible for the first an-
nouncement of his death.

At furthest it will b0 only a few days
before tho prelate is carried off. for he
Is weak and sinking rapidly. Meantime
many persons insist that a miracle has
been performed and aro accordingly In avery excited stato of mind.

CONSTANT IN HIS FAITH.

A Convict CM r I'm I.ovor'x Effort for
Her Pardon.

Auburn, N. Y.t April H. Strenuous 'ef-
forts are being made to induce Gov.
Black to pardon Pearl Clifford, of Buffa-
lo, who was received at the State prison
on April to serve two and a half
years for arson.

Miss Clifford, a strikingly beautiful girl,
committed the crime to secure money
with which to buy her wedding outfit.
The judge, who sentenced her and the
district attorney of Erie county, areamong the petitioners for a pardon, but
the man most interested Is a rich young
New Yorker, who will marry Miss Clif-
ford as boon as she Is released.

The couple met at Far Rockaway,
whore the engagement was made and the
wedding appointed for the second week In
June, 1K7. The young man. who has
been studying law, went back to his
books in New York, and Miss Clifford re-
turned to Buffalo.

One night the house In which she lived
was partly destroyed by lire. The cir-
cumstances were suspicious and detec-
tives found that Miss Clifford's wardrobe
and other possessions were insured for
much more than their value and that she
had become involved in debt In prepar-
ing her wedding trousseau.

The young woman was arrested, con-
fessed her responsibility for the fire and
the court gave her the minimum sentence
for the guilty deed. Her affianced was
constantly at her side during her troub-
les and insisted on marrying her at once,
but she would not consent, and the nup-tun- ls

were postponed. He has not for a
moment relaxed his efforts for her re-
lease and hopes to be successful.

THE BAY OF SAMOA.

America Secnrex a ('online Station
In the West Indies.

San Domingo, Haiti. April 5. It is re-

ported here that America has secured
control of an island in the Bay of Sa-

moa, which will be used as a coaling
station. It is said that coal Is arriving
In large quantities.

Samoa Bay is the harbor for the town
of Snmna, which lies at the mouth of
Savana do la Mar. It is thlrty-fiv- e miles
from San Domingo to Samoa Bay.

teur athlete, died at his home. No. ISi
East Sixty-secon- d Street, yesterday. Mr.
Jordan had been an Invalid for many
months, as the result of a severe attack
of grip early last Spring. During the
last live weeks his health broke up rap-Id- l3

and he was conllned to the house.
Mr. Jordan was originally a member of

the old Manhattan A. C. and later trans-
ferred his affections to the New York
Athletic Club. He won the
hurdle race championship In 1S55, 1MW.
1597 and 1&33. and the broad Jump cham-
pionship in 1S97.

From 1SS4 to 1S91 Jordan was a regular
competitor for the champion-
ship, his first victory In this competition
being In 1SS7. In ms and IS0 he was
second to Malcolm Ford, but on the re-
tirement of the latter from athletics Jor-
dan secured signal victories In ISO) and
1S3I. His score of 6.1S) points in 1561
has never yet been excelled.

At the close of the 1S01 season Jordan
was compelled to abandon athletic com-
petitions, as his business, which was that
of a builder, made too great demands

,on his time. During the last few veurs
he has been starter for the Summer and
Fall games at Travers Island, and he oc-
casionally "wielded the pistol" at cham-
pionship meetings.

Mr. Jordan was exceedingly popular
among athletes of all branches. He vis-
ited England with the Manhattan team
in 1SSS. where he met with much suc-
cess, winning the English broad jump
championship and running record for the

hurdle race. Two other Amer-
icans won British championships on the
same day. Tommy Conneff taking off the
one-mil- and F. Westing the
George Gray, of Toronto, under the col-
ors of the N. Y. A. C, alio took the
shot event.
