BIRDS AND

THEIR TRAVELS

Their Habits as Noted in the
Yearly Migrations.

FIIrIUm From 'onh to
iut!i In the Kail nml IJncU

Afcnin in the Sprlutf.

To the dweller in a city whose boast
might well be "wc have killed all our
trees," the advent of the Spring birds
rarely means anything. But to the aver-
age city inhabitant Spring means other
things than early llowers and birds. In
New Tork city and its near vicinity over
ninety different kinds of birds take up
their Summer residence, and from late in
February until the beginning of June
"song after song is added to the choir,"
and trees, woods and fields are filled with
a melody of sound. Yet the habits and as-
pect of not more than two or three of
the most common kinds of these singers
are even familiar to the average person.

One by one the familiar and
little winged friends come back from

their Winter in the South, and wonderful
as it seems that they should know when
to come, rarely deviating more than a day
or two each year, still more marvelous
Is it that they should know how to come,
apparently traveling In Uio same way
with almost unswerving regularity.

Many theories have been advanced re-

garding the flight of the birds from North
to South, and back in the Spring, none
fully accounting for all the facts, and
some based almost wholly on assumptions
yet to be proved. There are, though, cer-
tain curious things concerning these mi-

grations that have been noted, for. al-

though the birds appear so free, they
doubtless look upon certain places us
home and others as only stopping-place- s.

And the bird's idea of home seems to be
the place here the young are reared,
the native place of the nestling; many
birds will use the same tree or spot for
several years for nest building.

Of course, all birds do not migrate, but
the cold and the scarcity of flying Insects
upon which so many of them live compel
most of the birds in the colder climates
to travel, and at the approach of the Win-
ter the long flight southward begins, and,

I in the same way, as the warm sunshine
tells of the coming of the Spring and
summer huh uii'ii iiistet uiiu jnuui mc
the journey North is made.

The most interesting qucs.lon or all the
I many relating to the traveling of the

birds is: "What guides them?" llow
much of their High: is intuition througn
heredity it Is dlfflcul to ascertain. Flocks
are known to take long lights over water
without a stop for rest and food, ana
going In the same direction, apparently,

J their ancestors did who traveled these
seas at a time when, as geologists, claim,

i there were several groups of islands anil
' rocks in the path, thus affording the first

journeyers plenty of resting places. And
thus the bird of today, knowing the way

t South by this line, keeps to it long after
all the islands have been submerged, its
wings often showing a greater bread.h
and strength in the later generations,
proving that nature has made provision

j for the linger flight withou: rest.
Birds, however, not unlike men. appar-- I

ently think out the way of the flight, and
often take a new direction, where be ter
food and shelter are afforded, yet the
great majoritv travel in the good old way
of the forefathers. How many of the
same birds make their journeys it is, ot
course, almost impossible to tell, hut
many circumstances go to prove the re-

turn of birds to the-- old haunts.
In proof of this a pretty story is told

in Germany. A stork that hud taken up
its Summer qunrttrs in a certain village
became a great pet with a family to
who home he frequently came- - Lottt

' to ,mrt with n,m when the migratory
' season approached, yet not wishing to

make a prisoner of him. it was determin

without doubt, most of a bird's ideas
of geography are hereditary and the
way pinny Hocks still travel gives to ge-- I
ologists the knowledge of many changes
m the earth's surface. The subject of
the distribution of the birds is full ot
suggestions of ancient geography, and a
glimpse back through the Inherited ways
of the bird flocks give us data away be-
yond our oldest records. Columbus Is
said to have been influenced in his course
by the flight of an army of birds, which
led him to the West Indies rather than
to the coast of Florida, nnd these same
"bird-flight- are still to be noticed at
that place at the same time each year.

dresses, for they are not all silk, so a
Broad Street chemist, who has analyzed
a piece of dress goods, says. He found
that over 10 per cent of this particular
piece of goods was tin. Just think of it,
tin! He secured this piece of goods at a

n dry goods store and was as-

sured that it was of very good quality.
His analysis showed that the material
contained a large quantity of substance
that was not silk at all. being consider-
ably "weighted." It would not burn with
llame, but smolderetl away like tinder,
and left a large amount of ash, the prin-
cipal ingredient of which was oxide of
tin. The precise composition was: Wat-
er, 11.1.1 parts: ash (mostly oxide of tin
and silica) 14.30; real silk. 2S.14; organic
matters, etc. not silk. 45.13; nitrogen,
4.7C parts; in all 100 parts. The analysis
brought to light the fact that the dura
bility of a piece of silk can be determined
by this method.

HOW FLOWERS
SHOULD BE WORN

Fashion Too Often Sacrifices
Sentiment to Style.

It seems absurd to say that flowers are
as much subject to the whims of fashion
as any other accessory of tho modern
girl's wardrobe. But It 13 a fact, never-
theless, and the flower which Is the rage
ono year is only seen by accident on
tho cities' great avenues the next.

Fashionable girls no longer have favor-
ite flowers.

Women should never carry large
bunches ot llowers to the theaters unless
they are In evening costume and are to sit
in a box. It is not good form for a
woman to walk down the aisle of a the-
ater carrying a bunch of flowers as large
as a bridal uuquet.

i omen should never overdecorate
their hair with llowers, nor trim the cor-
sage of their gown so that it bears an un- -'

mlstakable resemblance to a flourishing
flower garden.

No matter how fond a man may be or
flowers, he should study the time and
place for wearing a boutonntere. The
fashionable boutonnlerc of violets and
white carnations should no: be worn with
a sack coat In business hours. It belongs
with the frock coat or evening dress. A
man should never wear a large rose in
the buttonhole of his coat, nor any

conspicuous In size or color.
When giving llowers to a young woman

he should not present them to her him-
self. He should see that they are proper-
ly sent from the florist's, and that his
card is inclosed. He should leave care-
ful Instructions in regard to the time
they are to be sent. If they are for any
special occaeion, so that they will not
arrive at the last moment.
