"The Highwayman," last night at the
Lafayette Square Opera Hoifse. A large
and apparently well satisfied audience
was sresent in spite of heat and the
amount of competition, political and
theatrical.

Had 'the opera come to this city mere-
ly as an ordinary product one could not
have tiolped liking it. even though he
saw and understood Us faults. But as
an assured metropolitan success it
promised much more than it fulfilled and
the result Avas disappointment. Only
the capability of" the Broadway Theater
Opera Company saved it.

In the libretto of the piece Harry B.

Smith has done what is undoubtedly his
most Inferior work. The story is illy
constructed, devoid of witty lines or
bright speeches and conventional in the
extreme. Interest hangs on two Issues
and each of these has been used time
and time again by farceurs and libret-
tists. The .tale, of a man robbing anoth-
er and then appearing in his clothing to
claim a bride- - is so old that it
be retired "on- - fc pension. In the entire
book there "is one laughable characteriza-
tion, a mixture of Sherlock Holmes, the
Sheriff of Notingham and the sleuih
personated by "Willie Collier, in "Little
Christopher," all rolled together and ce-

mented with true operatic license. This
part, capably played by Mr. Sykes. Is
the single worthy bit of comedy in an
entire opera. lyrics are much let-
ter and, in cases, ascend to the level
of poetry.

Mr. De Knven's music Is less reminis-
cent than is usually the case, and, there-
fore, less brilliant. "While several of the
numbers are pleasing there is little that
can le carried away, even the infantile
simplicity of the airs not enhancing their
value as whistling products. "Bread and
Cheese and Kisses," "The Constables
Chorus," "Society In London Town,"
Rodney's "Sea Song," and one or two
others arc extremely pretty, though stray
notes and occasional bars in each remind
one of other bits, either by Mr. De Koven
or someone else, that have been heard
before.

The production is on a wonderfully
elaborate scale, scenery, costumes, and
accessories concurring in the excellent
effect. The choruses are pretty and well
trained arid the entire presentation
smooth and even.-i- o far as the people arc
concerned. 1

Of tho cast little but praise can be
spoken. The best work by far is done
by Joseph O'Mara and 'Jerome Sykes.
Mr. O'Mara cacts well and sings with a
full, rich voice that fills the house with
combined strength and fineness of qual-
ity. Mr. Svkes Is a unique and excellent
comedian, wlo will be best remembered
for his cleViT impersonation of the fat
boy in "An American Beauty." Camille
D'Arvllle did not come- - up- - to expecta-
tions, though a severe cold was proba-
bly to blame for this, and Nellie Braggins
pleased with .her dainty brightness.

wTLL GUAKD THE COAST.

Commodore llonellN Squadron Will
Watch for Inrndlnc &hlpc.

Seaports of the Atlantic Coast of the
United States are to be protected by a
thlrtl squadron formed by orders issued
by Secretary Long.

This squadron has been officially desig-

nated "The Patrol Squadron," and its
commander-in-chie- f will be Commodore
J. A. Howell, formerly commander-in-chie- f

of the European station. The cities
of the coast which will be provided with
protection by this force may thnnk Cap-

tain A. S. Crownlnshield, chief of the Bu-

reau of Navigation, for its formation, for
It was he that so strongly urged upon the
department the necessity of keeping Com-

modore Howell afloat with a c immand
which would enable him to prevent any
cruisers of the Spanish navy from at-

tempting to destroy property along tho
coast.

The final decision to organize the fleet
was reached at a conference between the
Secretary and the chief of the Bureau of
Navigation yesterday, although it has
been a matter of considerable discussion
for several days.

The cruiser San Frans'sco will be retail-
ed as Commodore Howell's llagshlp, and
the others vessels which will be assigned
to his command will be the auxiliary
cruisers Yosemlte, Trairie, Yankee and
Dixie. On account of the necessity of
converting these vessels, it will be im-

possible for Commodore Howell to col-

lect his lleet under three weeks.
As soon as it is formed it will be the

duty of the commander-in-chie- f to do as
the official name of his squadron indicates

patrol the coast and be ready to strike
an enemy the moment advices arc tele-
graphed to him that a ship flying the yel-

low and red flag of Spain is nearing a port
for the purpose of attack.

sire to send the squadron South with
Commodore Howell In command, is the

vessels would be. able to do.

Besides, it has been pointed out that it
would be a waste of ammunition to keep
the Massachusetts at home, when fast-goi-

cruisers in a sufllcient number
would be able to peform the work equally
as well. If not better, than the battle-
ship. The primary defense of Atlantic
ports will, of course, rest with the old
monl.ors, which are being distributed
along the coast, and It Is expected with
their guns they will he able to hold an
enemy off until a patrol squadron is able
to reach the scene.

Essentially a home squadron will be
Commodore Howell's force.

The New York naval militia Will man
the Prairie, which will be commanded by
Commander C. T. Train; the Massachu-
setts militia, the Y'ankee, commanded by
Commander "W. S. Brownson; the Mary-
land militia, the Dixie, commanded by
Commander C. II.
