The Army is to be divided into regu-

lars and volunteers. The volunteers are
to enlist for three years. The officers.
according to the bill as drafted by the
War Department are to be appointed by
the President, but the committee pro-

posed that the governors of the States
should nominate the commanders. There
was a demand that the bill, because of
Its importance, be considered in com-

mittee of the whole House. Thereupon
Mr. Payne, of New York, assumed the
chair and Mr. Hull moved that the gen-

eral debate be omitted and debate be
confined to the rule.

A verv warm debate beran over vari
ous sections in the bill, the friends of the j

National Guurd opposing several posi

tions taken by the friends of the Regular
Army.

Mr. Hull read a telegram from the
bite House urging that the bill be

passed at once.

PURCHASE OF SMALL CRAFT

The Xavy Department Buys Seven
More Ynclittt for Service In the Pa-

trol Fleet Thru Are Acquired for
