Measures have been taken by the police
In Rio de Janeiro to prevent any public
demonstration against either Spain or the
United States.

The City of I'eLln.
Preparations for shipping troops to the

Philippine Islands have been pressed with
the utmost haste. The City of Pekln, one
of the Pacific Mail steamers, plying be-

tween San Francisco and Hong Kong,
has been chartered, and will be stocked
witli ordnance material and a large
quantity of surgical and hospital sup-
plies. The intention is to have the vessel
leave San Francisco, May 15. She is now
en route from Hong Kong, and Is ex-
pected on the 7th.

Surgeon General Van Reyjen today de-

tailed Passed Assistant Surgeon C. J.
Decker and Surgeon W. H. Rush to the
City of Pekin. and they will aid In the
care of those wounded In the battle of
Manila Hay. The department has not de-
cided how many troops to send, but the
arrangements of today are on a basis of
1,000.

The Charleston will be ready to sail as
soon aj a crew Is secured. It could leave
Mare Island tomorrow. It will go to Ma-

nila If It is needed.
FllKht of gpunlnu Bark.

Brunswick. Ga.. May 5. The Spanish
bark Consuella, Captain Gelpl, from San-
tos, has disappeared from the Brunswick
quarantine, and is now on the high seas,
supposed to be en route for some port In
Spain. She U a legitimate prey for prize
money by an American war vessel.

The Consuella neither entered nor
cleared at the custom house, and is,
therefore, directly liable for seizure In
not tctking advantage of the President's
proclamation, which covers that point.

The McKce.
The Navy Department Is greatly pleas-

ed over the trial of the torpedo boat Mc-K-

made at the Norfolk navy ard yes-
terday. Commodore Farquer wired Sec-
retary Long that the craft had made an
approximate speed of 19 S knots In a two
hours' trial without being pushed, and a
speed of 17 knots on the run down the
bay under easy steam. The Department
promptly accepted the boat, as It Is cer-
tain that with a little pushing she can
exceed the speed exacted by the
contract. Several moro torpedo boats
will be constructed on the plans of the
McKee. -

The New Orlenn.
Newport. R. I., May 5. The cruiser

Sew Orleans has sailed for Hampton
Roads to join Commodore Schley's Fljlng
Squadron, to which she has been attached
In place of the Columbia.

The Illinolk.
The storeship Illinois will be ready to

join the North Atlantic Squadron In a
few days. The paymaster general of the
Navy today reported that he had secured
a large quantity of provisions. Among
the contracts Issued was one for 100,000

Iiounds of beef, which will be carried In
the refrigerating apparatus and cold
storage department. These supplies are
for the consumption of the various ves-
sels of the North Atlantic Squa'dron.

The Torpedo Flotilla.
Newport, R. I., May 5. The torpedo

boats Morris, Stiletto, Gnin and Talbot,
though under orders, are still heU at
the torpedo station here. Officers and
crew are on board of each, and all are
anxious for to. move.

Three More VeawelH.
Three important purchases of vessels

for the use of the Army and Navy of
the United States were announced yes-

terday by the special Naval Board on
Auxiliary Vessels. They are the Vlgi-lanci- a,

of the Ward line, which is to be
used as a hospital ship by the army of
Invasion in Cuba; the Mallory line Lam-
pasas, which Is to be used as a refrigera-
tor ship, and the British collier Abaven-d- a.

which will be used as a collier by the
fleet. The amount paid was kept secret.

The largest of the three vessels Is the
I.ampjsas, which was to have sailed
yesterday for Key West with a large
cargo, part of which consisted of provis-
ions for the Cuban reconcentrados sent
by the Red Cross relief committee. Her
place will be taken by the San Marco
today and the cargo has been transfer-
red. The Lampasas will be sent to the
Brooklyn navy yard to be equipped as a
refrigerator ship today. The vessel was
built In Chester. Pa., in 1S83, and is 329

feet long. 40 feet beam and 21 feet deep.
Her tonnage Is 2.931 net.

New Shlpa.
It Is expected at the Navy Department

that the torpedo boat MacKenzie will
soon be ready for trial. The Davis, which
was recently launched at Portland, Ores.,
is also reported nearly completed. She
will be the first torpedo boat placed in
service In the Pacific There has been
fcome talk of shipping her overland to
the Atlantic, but this has been abandoned
because of the fear that her machinery
would be shaken to pieces in transit.

The ballistic trial of a plate represent-
ing a group of armor for the battleship
Kentucky will occur next week at the In-
dian Head proving grounds. A plate rep-
resenting a group of armor for the Kear-sar- ge

turrets was tested and passed suc-
cessfully, and no doubt is felt that the
Kentucky's plate will give equally good
results. When the Kentucky's group is
accepted both of the battleships will
have their armor at hand, and it is proba-
ble that the department --will urge their
builders, the Newport News Company, to
hasten their completion.

On account of the necessity of converti-
ng- auxiliary cruisers the work on the
Kearsarge" and Kentucky has been prac-
tically at a standstill. It is probable that
the department will direct night and day
work on these ships In order that they j
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may be ready for service as soon as pos
sible. The battleship Illinois, also under
construction by the Newport Uews Com
pany, will shortly be ready for launch
ing. The guns forming the battery of the
converted cruiser Dixie .were compieiea
at tho Washington gun foundry ycs
terday, and were immediately shipped to
Newport News, where they will be placed
in position on the vessel.

IK CUBA'S CAPITAL.

I'roslnlona for the Troops and
FnndB for the Red Crow.

Havana, May 5. Captain General Blan-

co has employed the I1W.O0O collected In

the last eighteen months for pending war
expenses by giving J7.000 to the Red Cross
Institution and the remainder for pro-

visions for the army. The sugar crop was
finished in the Matanzas provinces on
April 2S. Three hundred and elghty-e'lg- ht

bags and forty-eig- ht hogsheads were re-

ceived in Matanzas, up to today the total
received being 503.460 bags. In Cardenas
G3S bags were received on April l!7 and 12S

bags on April 2S, and 3S bags were receiv-
ed on the following day. Up to datethe
total amount received in the latter city
is 500.331 bags.

El Dlario de la Marina yesterday morn-
ing printed abstracts from articles pub-
lished In El Pals, over the signature of L.
V. Abad. about the annexation to the
United States of the Islands of Hawaii,
because the newspaper understands this
case Is analagous to the process that
Americans have prosecuted with the Cu-

ban affair in order to snatch this Island
from Spain. El Dlario de la Marina
states that since Captain Cook found the
Islands In a savage condition England
made her humanitarian and civilized In-

fluence felt without trying to take pos-

session of them by placing the islands In
a condition to keep independence by
means of liberal Institutions, with all the
advantages of The
American colony, on the other hand, since
the moment that trade In those Inlands
was established, did not cease working to
take possession of them.

The United States wants the Island for
their ships touching there as a coal sta-
tion.

OUR EASTERN POLICY.

The Victory at 3taala Raises Amer-

ican Freatlse.
As a result of the conquest of the

Philippine Islands, WasnlnjBtoiuwUl here-

after be a center ofSpJiceoS for 'the
great powers of Europe.

Hitherto this Governnjevn.has not been
considered in connection with the dispo-

sition of questions affelinf the Far East,
but in the future Europe; will first ascer-
tain Its views before acting. These ob-

servations were made by an official who
is close to the Administration, and who
has just returned from a sojourn of more
than three years on the other side of the
globe.

"Not alone will this be true," he con-

tinued, "but mark my words, the valor
displayed by the Americans will have a
wonderful effect on the future behavior
of Asiatics toward this Government. As
an easy-goin- g nation tlie United States
has received small consideration, and Its
demands have been met by delayed com-

pliance. I remember that, when ..Rear
Admiral McNalr was in command of the
Astatic squadron and missionaries in
China were in danger, he visited the vice-
roy of one 'of the provinces and Informed
him that he was 'certain that full pro-
tection would be provided for all Ameri-
cans within the province.' Backed as the
admiral was with a powerful fleet the
viceroy saw the veiled threat and hasten-
ed to assure him that Americans would
not be troubled.

"Upon Japan, too, will the bravery dis-
played by the Americans have an excel-
lent effect. Hawaii nearly led. to a seri-
ous strain In the relations between the
new power of the East and the republic
of the West, and the firm attitude of this
Government had much. to do with the
final abandonment by Japan of the po-

sition she had assumed. Knowing that
Americans can do, Japan will probably
appreciate that It is wise to continue on
friendly terms with this Government.

"Aside from the effect upon Asiatics,
the entrance of the United States Into
the council of nations upon questions af-
fecting the Far East will undoubtedly
mark the beginning of a. new era for this
Government.

"There have been reports In circulation
that beforo Commodore Dewey could
hoist the American flag over the islands,
combined Europe would Interfere. Com-
modore Dewey will tolerate no such in-

terference. He may permit the foreign-
ers to land marines for the protection ot
their own property, but should they at-
tempt to go any further. I have no doubt
that he will tell them to keep hands off.
He will act. doubtless, only In accord-
ance with such Instructions as will be
sent to him from Washington, and those
instructions will require him to hold the
Islands.

"Europe cannot bring" pressure to bear
upon America paving as its object the
relinquishment of the fruits of the war,
as was put upon Japan when she was
compelled to give up Manchuria and
practically all of the fruits of her war
with China. Great jBrilfiin would un-
doubtedly not join In 'such a movement,
for the reason that it'would be inimical
to her own Interests. ."With America in-

terested in the Far East, and Interested
In free ports (the policy of Great Brit-
ain), the two nations will 'naturally have
practically the same policy. Great
Britain and Japan are In accord on tho
Eastern question, and the three nations
may consider It necessary to reach an
understanding as to the, disposition ot
matters affecting thaf portion of the
globe.

"As Indicating the friendliness of Great
Britain and Japan, and their desire that
America should participate 'in tho af-
fairs In the Far East. If can be stated
that had the war with Spain not de-
veloped, would have pass-
ed into the possession of 'America, in-

stead of Great Britain. Soon after Rear
Admiral McNalr reached Washington
from the Asiatic squadron, he conferred
with President McKinley and Secretary
Day In regard to the Eastern situation
and the policy which this Government
should adopt. He urged that

be obtained from China, which
would undobtedly have been willing to
cede it to a nation with which she Is on
such strong terms of friendship. It Is
well known that Germany's object In
seizing Kao Chou was and
Great Britain euchred her out of It
by raising her own flag there. But Great
Britain and Japan both gave this Gov-
ernment to understand that they would
be willing that It should take possession
of the point, and I have no doubt it
would have been ilono had not tho war
with Spain broke out."
