PBOHLE PHILIPPINES.

Education HniT Tuujrlit Tbem to
ChcrtxU Libert). f

From n business man who has resided
'for many years in Manila The' Times has
"obtained a scries of interesting views' on
the conditions and influences at work in
the far away Philippine Islands, now
plajing so important a part in the drama
of war. This gentleman for venrs hn
been Intimately connected, in a business
way, with all the varied races which make
up the population of the Islands, and he
puts in an Interesting light the problems
which have confronted the Spanish rul-
ers

On account of his large financial Inter
ests in the islands he gave utterance to
his views, only on the stipulation that his
name be rtot used He was asked yester-
day what were the .causes of the rebel

lions which have occurred In the Philip--
... UH.,,.b .,,; IHBI 1CW JtirS."Primarily, education." he said. "In

their pristine Ignorance the natives nf
these Islands are contented. Like all
Orientals they arc lazy, willing to laboronly to such extent as will feed and clothe
them. But the efforts made
to give them learning have instilled ideas
of freedom and and they
pursue the Ideal of libertv. I am not
discussing the right or wrong of the mat-
ter, remember. The same problem con-
fronts England in India, where, by edu-
cating the natives, she Is laving up
trouble for herself.

"Personally, my relations with the three
great classes Spaniards, priests and na-

tiveshave always been cordial. I
regretted the useless strife. The

government is a military despotism, thegovernor general having power even of
me ana death. In the outlvlng districts,
however, where the only Spaniard seen
is the ubiquitous cure; the church Is su-
preme. The priests, who won the Philip-
pines for Spain, hold them for her, nnd the
rebellions are directed against, their pow-
er."

v,"Vhat is the Spanish strength In the
islands;- - nc was asked.

"Afur the present revolt broke out. In
1S9C, Spain began to pour troops into
Manila. Everv ship brought them by reg-
iments, until 23 000 recruits had been mass-
ed In the principal Island. So far as I
know, this force still remains."

Asked how the revolt had been quelled
last j ear, he said:

"By money, pure ?nd simple Spain
knew the easiest way to end It was to buy
off the leaders, and more than $1,000,000
was paid over. The Insurgent chiefs, how-
ever, had learned some things by associa-
tion with their Spanish rulers. The lead-
ers promptly decamped with the immense
bribe-.- , and the rebellion liared up again.

"Since that the news of Cuba's coming
freedom has reaehed the islands, and now
the cry Is "Libert r "

Serious Knllrond Wreck.
Lvnchburg, Va , May 6 A serious

wreck occurred jesterdav on the Norfolk
and Western, about one mile vvest of
Bedford City. One man was killed and
another injured. Two engines and a
number of freight cars were piled up In
a cut and all traffic suspended. A train
load of coal broke at the tank, and being
on a heavy down grade rolled back withgreat velocltj. A double-head- er was
coming east from Thaxton and the broken
train met it in a cut. The two engines and
the cars were thrown In a hean, filling
the cut with a mass of debris The engi-
neer on the forward engine. Joe Spencer,
of Roanoke, jumped and had his ankle
sprained, but was otherwise uninjured
The fireman was killed instantly. His
neck was cut across, his leg broken and
his breast crushed. He had been on the
road onlv a few davs, and but little could
be learned ubont him. His name was J.
P. Steger, and is said to have come from
Columbus, Ohio.

Joan Delffado Reported to Have
Been killed.

Key West, Fla., May 6. News has just
been received that Colonel Juan Delgado,
who lias been operating with the insur-
gent forces In Havana province, has been
killed in an engagement in which twenty-on- e

Spaniards and Cubans were killed.
Juan Delgado had a force of about two

hundred men under his command. He
was one of the minor Cuban leaders and
had been operating for some time in the
neighborhood of Havana. He was a well-to--

farmer before the war. Delgado
joined Maceo's forces in December, 1S93,

and s commanded to take the field
near Havana.

The Bcneficla Hospital, situated near
the Gulf, built of stone .and having a ca-

pacity or 2.000 bctbi.jwas formerly a
foundling hospital. "and., was taken by
AVeyler In 1S96. It vWoifld be unwise to
use it as a hospital. i

The San Ambrosia (Hospital, near the
Taliapledte wharf, the report says. Is
without doubt the filthiest building in
Havana. It contains 900 beds. It coulc
not be used for United States troops.

Given proper food and
medical treatment the death rate would
have been lowered 50 per cent, and our
iroops could be protected with proper
care from such a high rate. Even the
death rate from jellow fever could be
lessened fully 50 per cent with proper
care.
