A New Explosive.

Chileago, May 22—“"Mirex.” the water
pressure  explosive, discovered by two
Chicago men, which, It Is claimed, will
revolutionize the methods of naval war-
fare, has won strong Indersement from
Government experis at Indinn Head after
& demonstration there. The inventors
have returned home with a commission
from the Government to conduet syste-
mutle work at Fort Sherldan during the
next month.

This explosive was the result of labora-
tory work by Emil 8. Dariey and Her-
man G. Pfelffer. The principle of it Is
that waler pressure sets |t off without
any sort of fuse attanchment or cup when
the homb sinks a reasonable distance be-
neath the surface elther of water or a
solld bLody. The point of explosion can
:a: reguluted for auy depth, without troub-

Messrs. Darley and Pfeiffer went tc
Washington last menth to place thelr In-
ventlon at the disposal of the Govern-
ment fer test. The youth of the Inven!-
ors and their apparent lack of Influence

All the drawings for the armor have
been completed. so that the firms recelv-
Ing the contraots can start to work with-
out delay.
