Gieneral Merritt.

Each day that passes seems to add
something to the scope of the naval and
military sxpedition to thes Philippines.
After some hesitation on the part of the
authorities, it was decided to Increase
the forces to be put at Gen. Merritt's dis-
posal by from four to six regular troops
of unln- and two regular light batter-

| There were not beaten, however. Gal-
lantly they returned to the charge time
and time agaln, vntil the sheriff and a
squad of police reserves arrived and
made the odds against them too great.
Then they tried strategy, and by quick
movements caplured the box office and
held i

Sheriff Doremus, on his arrival, dis-
| missed Gregory as a deputy sheriff,
and then ordered the arrest of Frank
Gregory, his son, on & charge of hav-
ing seriously injured & constable. The
sherilf afterward went before the
grand jury and presented complaints
against the men whu resisted his con-
stubles. .

Further lml'tiiltim were threatened

RUSSIAN RULE DEFIED.
Grave Hevolt Im ﬁrkenln Caunes
Great Excliement.
8t. Petersburg. June 4 —A sensation has
bheen created In official circles here by the
news of an unexpected attack by one
thousnnd natives on a Russian post, gar-
rizoned by three hundred infantry, at the
town of Andijan, province of Ferghana,
Turkestan. It Is sald that twenty of the
soldlers were killed, and that eighteen

others were wounded,

No such reverse to the Russian arms
has occurred In Central Asian iIn many
years,

The government of Ferghane consists
of the former Khanate of Khokan, & fer-
tile reglon, bounded on the southeast by
the Pameer table land, and is Itself a
plateau, traversed by the Jaxartes, and
ahounding in wvarled but nearly undevel-
oped minernl wealth. The present name
of the government is an anclent one, re-
stored after the Russian conquest of 1576
