Tkere Are Many Weak Ports on

be North Coasf.

MOUNTING ANCIENT ORDNANCE

Great Reliance la Placard on the
Submarine Mlnea and Torpedoes
Which Are Being; Hurriedly

Sun Sebastian and Fcrrol
Protected by Strong Fort.

Madrid, Spain, July 25. The fortlnca-tion- s

of the north and west coasts of

Spain in themaln are ancient and ineffi-

cient. But Tn many of the ports mines

and torpedoes have been planted recent-

ly, which are supposed to provide thor-

ough defense against the dreaded Amer-

ican naval raid
'At tha mouth of the Bidassoa River,

at the French Pyrenean frontier, there
is a strong new fort on the crest of the
hill behind Fuenterrabia whose guns com-

mand the mouth of the rhcr and seawards
could gi e a nasty salute.

The inland bay at Passages, a very im-

portant outlet for the wine and ore trade
to France and Belgium, lies next to the
west It Is not fortified, though on or
near its banks are important wine depots,
railway stations, and mills situated at
Passages, Reuteria and Hezo.

Next is San Sebastian, the Spanish New-
port, a fashionable summer resort for
both Spaniards and foreigners during the
bull fighting season In August. It con-

tains the summer palace of the Queen.
San Sebastian, has the strongest forti-

fications in the north of Spain the Cita-

del San Maurus and Choritoquita. on In-

accessible heights some four miles out-

side San Sebastian, nhoe guns sweep
Passages Baj and the Urunnes Valley on
both sides of San Sebastian Cit and 1 ay.
The fortifications In San Sebastian itself,
including the old Monte Urgul Citadel
and the Damas Hatters at the left en-

trance to the bay, are
worthless defenses, now undergoing some
Improvement.

The Bisque coast from San Sebastian
to the Bilbao Rher Is dotted with little
ports, village, and beaches perfectlj de-

fenseless. Bilbao River has "lome line
stone breakwaters, but a bad harbor bar
at the mouth of the llervlon River and
a narrow channel upstream for vessels
over 3.000 tons.

The approaches to the mouth of the
river will soon be in a strong condition
to repel sea attacks. Batteries are nearly
complete on Mount Serantes, above

and Santurce, which will cross
fire with the other works near Algorta.
a headland on the left of the mouth of
the llervlon. Artillery and engineers aro
activelj pushing these works, which will
have Krupp and Ordonez guns.

The Bilboa canivn Is 4 9M strong.
The port is the chief outlet of the iron
trade to England (3OGO000 tons a J ear),
and to Germany, Belgium and France.

Further along the coast westward are
old forts at Carbro Urdiales, Larido and
Santona, a splendid bay. where there is
an old citadel and comic: station, and
where new works are In progress

The next place on the coast Is the port
of Santander, also with a magnificent
bay and anchorage; a city shorn of Its
Importance through the decaj of its
trade with the Antilles Sara ander will
bo well defended, if the works now in
progress can be completed in time, and
the engineers say they will An artil-
lery regiment. 1000 strong, has arrived
with forty heavy guns ready to be
mounted

Both headlands are to have bat'erles
crossing fire, and submarine defenses
are being laid to protect this important
harlior. where the mall steamers from
Cuba go In and out, and where the
French and English transatlantic and
Pacific liners stop both wajs. The
wheat and ore trade of Santander is Im-
portant.

The weakness of Santander lies In Its
position on a promontory between the
bay and the sea beaches of Sandinero,
where a landing could be made and the
defenses taken in the rear. The garri-
son has about 2 5'0 men Santander,
like Bilboa. has enthus'astlcally assisted
the government with money defenses,
and Is forming local volunteer corps,
drilled clothed and equipped at the expense or the local corporations.

Further west are a number of smallports fishing villages and estuaries ofrivers that have, like every river in Spain,
from Bidassoa to Cape Flmstcrre. shift-ing sand bars and shallow vaurs at tiemouth, making navigation dangerous
without pilots. Charts and ordlnarv In-
dications would not serve much jtist'now
as no lighthouse shows a light at night)
the buois have been removed, and

has been taken away that rouldassist the foe. The Eun-jea- rationshave been warned not to approach thecoasts or enter the principal ports wh-o- ut

pilots.
West of Santander the nrst Important

port Is Gijon. poorlj fortlrted. tho igh thecenter of much trade and frequentel in

or of Spain.
Half a dozen other Asturian Provinceports have tumble-dow- n defenses, adorn-

ed with venerable guns of the das of thestruggle against Napoleon at the beg'n-nln- g

of tho nineteenth century, but the

American fleet.

At the extreme northwest Is the prov-
ince of Galicla, with rugged, !nji-ni--

picturesque rocks, dangerous coasts of
evil fame for mariners or all countries,
because there, even more than on the
coasts of Biscay and Asturlas. sor-ii- s

are possible, fogs thick, squalls sudden.
and the northeast and northwest winds
equally treacherous.

The coast 'of Galicla around FJnisterre
Has been a very necropolis for vessels ofan nations. Every fishing village has
numerous crosses and mounments raised
to the memory of foreigners washed
ashore dead or dying- on this Inhospit-
able coast tn the dreaded nights when
even the hardy, daring seafaring popula-
tion of such regions never dream of res-
cue

In Galicla there are many bays and
estuaries where the English and French
squadrons spend a plea time In their
annual cruises, their officers angling and
boating up tho "rios" of GaJicia or tiie
fine bays of Vigo. Arosa and Vlllagaria.
It is the boast of Spain Juit now that ail
these peaceful resorts of trade and holi-
day seekers will soon be bristling with
fortifications, guns, troops and torpe-
does, but a fortnight's notice in a land
where so many things are wont to be put
off to the morrow seems a short sqxice
for preparing such a warm reception for
the "Yankee Armada."

The Call to the National Confer-
ence at Saratoga, ST. Y Next
Month Is Sinned l Over n Tlion-an- d

Representative Men, ras

of Fnrtr Amllatlons.

Over 1.000 representative men of Amer-

ica have signed the call of the civic fed-

eration for a national conference to be
held at Saratoga. N. Y., August 19 and
20. to discuss the future foreign policy of
the United States. The call follows:

"The undersigned deem it desirable
that o, national conference be convened

at an early day rto consider the future
foreign policy of tho United States. The
war with Spain gives promise of tno
overthrow of Spanish power in Cuba.
Porto Rico, the Philippines and the other
of the countrj's colonial possessions
when peace is reached Is none too soon
In engaging the thought of our people.

"This question impresses us as being

one of the most serious the American
people have had to consider. It is a new
question and one upon which heretofore
very little. thought has been given, by tha
great majority of the peop'e.

"Whether the foreign policy of the
'fathers' should be adhered to or depart-
ed from Is enough to challenge the
most thoughtful men. In our opinion,
serious consideration of our ablest and
this conference should bo composed of
men from all parts of the country, with-

out regard to partv affiliation, and irre-

spective of whether they are for or
against a policy of territorial expvnsion,
and men whose ability. and
character entitle, their opinions to the
respectful consideration of the people."

The circular letter sent out by Chair-
man Henry Wade Roger--, and Secretary
Ralph M, Easley, asking for signatures,
stated that neither the genesis nor con-

duct of the war would be discussed, nor
anj political cast be given tho proceed-
ings, the object being entirely education-
al. The responses were prompt and en-

thusiastic.
The signers consist of governors,

majors, s of Boards of Trade,
presidents of colleges, law era, presi-

dents of banks, labor leaders, leading
clergymen and manufacturers. While
only individual names were asked for,
many of tho organlzai ions authorized
their presidents to sign officially.
