JUDICIAL DECISION.

Refa Fats aad. Bobcb.Do Jlot Con- -
aitate-.aarhar- e.

"What Is garbage?" was a question
that puzzled Judge Taylor this morning
In the Police Court.

Frank1 Smith was charrefl. with violat-
ing the; health regulations by hauling
gatbage through the streets in uncovered
cans.- - The testimony showed that the ac-

cused collected fat meats and bones Tor

a soap manufacturer. Lawyer Ricks ap-

peared for the defendant and argued that
such material was not refuse matter.
Acting Prosecuting Attorney Richardson
read the regulation which Is as follows:

"Section 1 The word garbage wherever
It occurs in these regulations shall be
held to , mean the refuse of animal or
vegetable matter which has been used or"
Intended for food."

Mr. HolTmaer, the proprietor of the fat
refinery, testified that the material was
purchased in good condition from stores'
and the markets He sakl it .was iot fit
for his purposes If spoiled and its being
carried through the streets was not detri-
mental to health. After discussing the
wording of the definition of garbage
Judge Taylor expressed the belief that
the fats and material in question could
not be classed as garbage, and accord-
ingly d:smlssed the case.

DETECTIVE BEPOETS.

Hereafter liter Will Be --Written
Only In Special Cases.

Major Sylvester has made an Important
change In the police manual, which has
been approved by Commissioner Wight.
It has been the rule for members of the
detective force to make written reports
daily to the inspector about their as-
signments. This has occupied much time.
In some cases the repor.s have been nec-
essarily long, and their preparation would
mean a loss of several hours to the de-

partment.
Major Sylvester recognised this, and

suggested that the time consumed In
report-writin- g could be used to greater
advantage on active duty. This does
not prevent the Inspector from demanding
a written report from a detective In spe-
cial cases.
