It mi be of interest to min of vour
readers to hear something of the Tourth
United States Volunteers, familiarly
known as the "immunes," four compan-
ies of which are composed largely of
Aatlnngton bojb

"Well, after two months and ten dajs
tojourn it the ancient citj of Tredericks-bur-

Va , we were tr.uisf red to this
land of tlowers This part of it wafa mis-

named however It might more appro-
priated be called the I uid of sand, sand
Hies and sand tleas Still, we like-- it bet-

ter than the mud of Fredericksburg
Here, when it rains, which is everj dav,
the sand absorbs Jie rainf ill, no matter
how heav, and ten minutes afterward
one would not think for a moment thai it
had rained at all Though v,f have had
The Tsmeu rej,ularli, we have nevei
seen anv tiling, except posiblj a line or
two, concerning the immunes Now
though I know somewhat of the regiment
in general, I am going to write of B
Company in pariiculir.

Fnst of all must be named our captain,
Charles P Newberrj Though not a
Washington man, strictlj speaking, he
is known to man of the Washington
people He is, as thu bojs saj, "all
right," If the men of thia legimeni had
their wav, ' Grandpa p, ' as the bojs call
him, would hive more than halt the
regiment in his compinj He is a strict
diiplinanan, but kind with it, and he
has gotten manj of us out of the ' hole,
not once, nut minv times iis tailing is
his Just think of a
man who would bring a lame dog, a
common biown little mongrel, from
Prodwicksburg, ard care for it as if it
was a most vaiuible animal, and vou can
form some idea of his good-natu- He
is considerate about hi i men, and if one
of them gets in trouble he is worried un-

til he gets him out of it
Now about our first lieutenant, William

W. Parker. Manv of the people of Wash-
ington know him, and we all hope ma
know him again He doesn't aj much,
but he does a whole lot of quiet think-
ing, and though he is big and burlj in
frame and austere in demeanor, we are
not afraid of him, and his
chaffing we all take in good part He is
a good soldier.

Our second lieutenant is Richard T El-

lis Ho is from Ohio, and came to us
at Fredericksburg He is a joung man,
and has some mihtarj knowledge A
thorough gentleman, and in keeping with
the captain and first lieutenant in his
consideration for his men Wo all like
him and will stick to him under all cir-
cumstances. Our first sorgeant, Dalton,
who spent live jears in the cavalrj arm
of the service, part Of which time ht
was located at Fort Mver, Ins done
much toward the efiicioncj of Companj
B With a thorough knowledge, from
practical experience, he has labored hard
to make lite companj one of the best
drilled in the regiment-No-

to mention Sergeint Reid Riley,
will bring a smile to man a face So-
ldiering is a tnlle out of his line, but he
holds out m infull A hen peace was
declared his name was placed on the hos-
pital report. The blow was too much
for him He wanted to fight.

I cannot forget to mention Sergeant

Soeratei Mnniiiu AVI 1 1 Be Hurled at
Arlington Tomorrow.

The bodv of Socrates Maupin, the
joung soldier who died at S mtngo of
tjphoid fever on August 13, was brought
to this citj jesterdav afternoon, and will
be buried from Zurhorst's undertaking
establishment tomorrow at 2 o clock

Socrates Maupin was but eighteen jears
old, and wis the third of seven sons of
Mr William Maupin, of 22S East Capitol
Street. When the call for volunteers
came he, together with his brother John,
enlisted in Companj G, of the District
Volunteers The bojs marched shoulder
to shoulder and laj side bv side in the
trenches before Santiigo W hen the fa-

tal illness came upon Socrates his broth-
er remained beside him night and daj,
nursing and caring for him until the end
On August 13 his weakened constitutiongave waj to the strain, and on the fol-
lowing da j he was buried with mihtarj
honors The last act of the District regi-
ment before leaving Santiago was to lire
a vollej over the dead hero's grave His
brother determined never to leave Cuba
w ithout his brother s bodj , and obtained
permission to disinter his bodj and have
it transported on the Mmnewaska John
received a thirty dajs' furlough and
bt ought his brotner's remiins to Welli-ngton It wis deemed unwise to hivethe funeral services from the home of the
deceased as there were no facilities forembalming the bodj before it was ship-
ped The Interment will be mide at Ar-lington The Rev Mr Granville Wil-
