only that, thousands of others, includ-
ing people who had been rich befoie
the war. have joined the hungry
masses and are dymg-i- n the priacy of
then dismantled hornet.

It is plain that we forgot what was
one of the strongest reasons for our in-

tervention between Spain and her Cu-

ban subjects. The chief argument v.p
made to the nations of the earth in
defending American action was that
under the conditions of the time, inno-
cents were subjected to the most terri-
ble and shocking of all deaths that ot
slow staration We exhibited heart-
rending pictures of little children re-

duced to skeletons and mothers unable
to feed their crying Infants It was
this spectacle moie than the destruc-
tion of the Maine, more than the-- jus-
tice of the Cuban cause, that caused
the American clamor for Instant in-

terference It was the ever-prese-

thought o? the suffering of women and
children under the imp'acable hand of
the Spaniards that caused us to urge
haste in war.

Then we forgot Spain was defeated
and we made our own terms. It was
our boast that no consideration for that
barbarous nation and no fear of the
European powers could influence our
demands In shaping them we forgot
that throughout Cuba there v. ere the
dying remnants of a large population
that might yet be saed by prompt re-

lief. Miss Barton took it for granted
that since this was one of the chief
causes of war, our tnns implied our
purpose to feed the starving We think
The Times alone foresaw the trouble
and the tragedy that must follow the
retention of 1.1s authority by Blanco,
and it called again and again on the
President to remove him at once,
no matter what complications it might
cause. He was and is allowed to re-

main.
His first act after the signing of the

protocol "was to issue a manifesto in
which his purpose Avas plain to carry
out the threat of Sagasta to make
American rule In Cuba difficult, as i
means of revenge. Since then he has
refused to allow the Red Cross, which
was early in the port w ith supplies for
the starving, to land anything except
under impossible conditions He has
defied even the American Government
and has refused to allow it to land
provisions for the people without pay-

ing high duties, unless he is put in
charge of their distribution Our Go-
vernment has virtually decided to re-

call the supplies and let the people die
because of Blanco's vindictive obsti-
nacy. Thus, one of the most v ital of
all our objects in the war is defeated

We foiesaw all this and more. That
he "would use his power and influence
to lure the Cubans into revolt against
American rule was a reasonable fear.
He has sent Pando to the Junta in
New York, we may guess with what
aim.

Such a revis'on as the cabinet contem-
plates does not necessarily imply a fair
trial and the triumph of innocence
Hopes that may prove false have been
raised Ly the confession of a foiged
document that was used as evidence
and by the suicide or murder and the
resignations that have followed It is
true the tetirement of the war m.nister
was the result of his opposition to a
reheating of the case, which is favored
by the other ministeis, and that his
successor is in sympathy with the ma-joiit- v.

But it does not mean tht the

SAYS SHE EOXTGHT POISON.

Mrn. llotkin ClnlniH She L'ned Xrne-- ii

le to Clemi IlatH.
San Tranclsco, Cal , Sept. C When con-

fronted with the evidence tending to show
that she had purchased arsenic In the
Owl Drug Store on June k Mrs Cordelia
Botkin merely smiled

"I acknowledge that I bought the poi-

son," she remarked, ' but I used it for
bleaching my hats "

"Why did you not mention this circum-
stance to the police' ' aae was asked.

"I forgot to do so," she said "I have
two witnesses who saw me clean the hats.
Indeed, a friend of mine was with me
when I purchased the arsenic I made no
secret of the matter Mr. Grey, who sold
the aruenic to me, Is an acquaintance of
mine We chatted for some time while I
was In the store. He told me there were
better preparations for cleaning hats than
aisenic, but he gave me the compound
without trouble "

A doubt has been raised as to the char-
acter of poison which was placed In the
candy sent to Mrs Dunnmg In Dover.
The dispatches declared that arsenic in
crystallized form was" found in the candy
If this he true, then the prosecution can
make little use of the purchase of the
poison by Mrs Botkin

Chemists say that arsenic once powdered
cannot be crystallized or even caked
without the application of intense heat.
It is unlikely that Mrs Botkin knew of
this, and even if she did appliances for
crvstallizlng arsenic were not easily ob-

tained by her
The police contend that the arsen'c used

was not crystallized, but powdered It is
asserted that the chocolates brought to
thiu city from Dover by Detective McVey
contained powdered arsenic in sufficient
quantities to kill a dozen men

The police are now gathering evidence
concerning Mrs Eotkln's hats, with a
view to disproving her story as to the
reason for purchasing arsenic

Assistant District Attorney Hosmer has
examined the extradition papers and pro-
nounced them satisfactory In every re-

spect
Mrs Botkin will appear In Judge Cook's

court todiy, but her case will be continu-
ed Tooiorrow she will be taken into Po-
lice Judge Joachim's court and her exam-
ination on the charge of sending poison-
ous matters through the mails will be
commenced Subsequent proceedings will
depend upon the action taken bv Gov.

traveling companion Mile Malmtroem.
oei uplcd adjoining staterooms on the
steamship

They were two of the most attractive
young women on the ship It was also
learned yesterday quite accidentally that
a possibly sad romantic mission brings
the princess to the United States.

AVhlle crossing the ocean she hoped to
conceal her Identity, but It so happened
that M. Klecidcowski, the Russian consul
general at Montreal, was also a passenger
on the steamship. M. Klcczkowskl had
long known the prince, the husband of the
woman wno wished to be known only as
' Mme de Waren."

He had also met the princess In Rus-

sia, in Austria and at Paris. The consul
general wua not slow In paying his re-

spects to her. He Informed Cape Polrot,
of La Champagne, and M. Philippe, the
commissalre. that "Mme. de Waren" was
the Princess von Wrede. wife of Prince
Adolph v on Wrede. a scion of one of tae
oldest and most distinguished families of
Russia.

The princess and Mile. Malmstroem, to-

gether with Consul General Kleczkowski,
himself a distinguished appearing man.
formed the? party that dined every day at
Capt. Poirot's table.

The identity of "Mme. de "Waren" was
concealed from the remainder of th.
ship's company.

The princess is of medium height and
attractive form Her hair Is of Titian
hue, her features are delicately formed.
When srTe left La Champagne she was
dressed In the whitest ot duck, and wore
a becoming sailor hat. Her companion
is taller and dark. She was dressed In
a similar style.

Capt PoTot and M. ICleckowski spent
some time on the pier in taking leave
of their companions of tne voyage. The
consul general went to Montreal, the
two wemen to the Waldorf-Astori- a,

where they registered as "Princess of
Av rede" and "Miss Malmstroem "

The visit of the princess to this coun-
try, it was said yesterday when her
presence here first became known, has
some connection with a divorce which
she Is seeking to ob.aln from her titled
husband.

Prince Adolph von Wrede is the first
cousin of Prince Charles Frederick of
Bavaria He is also the brother of the
Austrian minister who was lately at
Munich. Ihi- - prince has led a gaily er-

ratic career Princess von Wrede brought
suit against her husband for divorce last
December

It was alleged that the prince had gone
through the form of marriage wth Mme
Maldaner, who was born an American
girl.

The marriage of the prince
with Madame Maldaner was annulled in
Munich last February, the courts of
France afterward confirming the decree

When a reporter culled at the Waldorf-Astori- a
early last everlng the princess

and her companion had just gone out.
Prince Raoul Wrede. who was coun-

sellor to the Austro-Hungari- embassy
in Washington in ISM. is supposed to be
a relative of the Princess Adolph von
Wrede's husband.

It is said that the princess can secure
the divorce from her husband If the
proper evidence can be got. Witnesses
to the marriage of the prince and the
family of Mme Maldaner are alleged to
be In this country, and to see them and
get affidavits from them is said to have
brought the princess on her mission.

BICYCLE RISKS.

Enslislt Insurance Men r ViitIouh
About Them.

(From the Lomk a Matl )
The enormous increase in the number

of fatal ev cling accidents u, causing the
lepdtnc: Insurance companies great un-

easiness
In conversation with an official of th

National Accident Insurance Companv
Limited,, whose duty lies more direetlv
w ith the ev cling department of the com-
pany, a Dallv Mail representative en-

deavored to ascertain whv the denthroil
was growing so fast.

"As far as our experience goes." he
said, "there has been a steady increase
in the number of cycling accidents dur-
ing the last two years, but th.s year they
have gone up with a bound. Of course,
you mav say that such a state of affair-- ;

is the natural outcome or the vast in-

crease in the number of recruits to the
cycling army. But the Increase in the
number of cycling accideits Is lar, fir
In excess of the Increase in the numbe-- of

riders, and manv of the insurance corn-ra- n

ess are on the point of increas-
ing the premiums for cyclists.

"I suppose it can mainly be accountel
for by the fact that so many ladies eye!
nowadays I do not mean to insinua'c
that the fair wheelwomen are mora reck-
less than their male re'atives. but by na-
ture most women are more nervous and
less decisive than men. and In a t'ght
corner, which man's coolness and
promptness would carry him througn, a
woman's indecision and timidity fail

"We find, too that the actual numbe
of accidents that occur on country roads
Is greater than the number which hap-
pen in city thoroughfares, but I take
it this 13 due to the fact that nee peo-
ple cycle on country highways than In
the streets of large cities. I should say
that the most prolific cause of cycling ac-

cidents is the slipping of the machine
on grassy roads, and it Is a curious fact
that in the majority of eases injury is
inflicted on the left side, showlncr that.
In most cases the riders fa'l to the lef

"Another cause Is the tendency for
mere novices to ride brakeless blcyles

I Nearly all the fatalities on tlangerous
hills in the holiday season have been
due to this. I notice that a well-kno-

cyclist remarked recently that in hK
ODlnlon tho safest place In 'the world
was In the saddle of a bicycle

"From experience. I should entirely dis-
agree with him, for. In my opinion, tne
safest place in the world is In a rail-
way carriage. According to statistics
there is far greater chance of accident
on a bicycle than in a railway train. No
pastime has such a fearful deathroll "
