A Komniitlc Stor About LouIh
"Widow.

The lllnes of the former Empress Eu-
genie recalls the romantic story of a sup-
posed brotier About three 3 ears ago
there died in Madrid a man named Alex-
ander Soler. He was elghtj-tw- o ears
old. manv times a millionaire, and he left
all his possessions to the Queen Regent
The peculiar will caused a great com-
motion, which resulted in bringing to
light the strange romance of Soler's life
In January. 1S12. the Duke of San o,

one of the noblest families of
Madrid was engaged to a beautiful
princess, niece of Ferdinand VIL One
morning before tho marriage wascele-brite- d

a servant brought the duke a let-
ter and an elegant basket carefully clos-
ed. Wonderlnglj the duke ooened the
basket and found within a chubby in-
fant about a year old He opened tho
letter to Hnd an explanation of the living
riddle before him There were but a few
phrases, tracetl ira delicate, womanly

characters, supplicating the duke to pro-
tect the child, who was alreadv bap-
tized with the name of Alexander, and
who for reasons impossible to confess,
could not be reared by the parents, who
were "persons well known to the duke."
At first the duke was immeasurably sur-
prised at the request, but Anally decid-
ed to adopt the child as his own son

The duke's decision quickly aroused the
suspicions of his fiancee, but he succeed-
ed in convincing her that her fears were
unfounded, and, womanlike, she began to
laish the most tender affection on the
little Alexander. The couple eventually
came to look upon-th- e child as their
own son. more especially as all their ef-
forts to discover the parents were fruit-
less

Several years passed. One day as Alex-
ander, in the care of a nurse, was walk-
ing In a street in Madrid a poorly dressed
little girl tlirew herself on the boy, and.

PROM KITCHEN
TO THRONE

Reads Like a Fairy Tale, But
la True.

The most powerful woman in the world
is neither oung nor beautiful nor good
She is no traveler, and she has never
gone to eollege She Is old and uglj,
wrinkled and but she con-

trols millions of people with an Iron
hand; she dictates the policy of a nation
and makes or mars destinj She is

the Dowager Empress of Chi-
na The Chicago Times-Heral- d gives this
interesting account of the career of the
autoerat of the lloweri kingdom.

The story of sl reads like
a romunce, and an impossible one at that.
She was prettv enough as a child, and
very bright-minde- d Her father was "so
poot that one day he found himself pos-

sessed of but a single handful of riee
Tuen suggested that she herself be sold
foi the benellt of the fimilj This was
the first instanee of hei abilltv to lead
Her father acted upon tne idea and he
made a good bargain, as she advised He
sold to no less a personage than the Vlce- -
roy of

the little ' Good Iaick,"
went Into the viceroy's kitchen as a scrub
girl and general maid or all work, but at
last she had plenty to eat, which, combin-
ed with an excellent conscience, or no
conscience at all, which some people say
is still better, she grew plump and pret-
ty again, and you may be sure her alert
mind did not fail in its activity She was
not called si for nothing,
and her first move was to win the favor
of the viceroy s wife, and to be promoted
from the kitchen to the embroidery
trame, for funcy work of this kind is
much more In demand in China, where
men dress In silks and satins, and no
dignitary may go with his splendid at-

tire unembroidered Now had her chance
come- -a "tide in her affairs," which she
took at the Hood to lead on to fortune-thou- gh

she had ceitalnly ne.cr he ml of
Shakespeare, and was no philosopher.

It fell to her task to embroider a robe
for the viceroy, and so well did she do It
that her master deigned first to be pleas-

ed with the work and then with the
woiker, and it began to be shown that
even a servant girl could do much to dis-

rupt a household, provided she was
young and pretty and clever enough

So Tuen progressed, and as shw got
prettier and smarter so she made more
trouble In the viceroy's calm household,
and the wise man, proceeding on the
principle of anything for a quiet life,"
one day dressed his voung favorite verv
handsomely in imperial yellow silk and
sent her off in state a present to the Em-
peror, a sort of graceful acknowledgment
of a recent decoration of peacock's feath-
ers, which meant tint the Emperor had
moved the viceroy one notch higher in the
social scale

It was a great trip for the young Tuen,
this one fortv-fo- vears ago. when with a
beating of tom-tom- s and a good deal of
other unnecessarv fus-- she was escorted
to the three-wall- ed City of Pekin, where,
in tho heart of tho town, are set the Em-
peror's palace But it was a trip for
which no return ticket is ever Issued She
knew that, once v ell Inside the third wall,
she would nevei issue forth again, nor
ever behold more father or mother or
friends of the viceroy's family.

From the royal harem, 'the palace of
earth's repose, ' as it Is called In flowery
language, no woman ever departs alive
once she has entered, and the Emperor
himself rarely leave- the splendid isola
tion of his palace and gardens Xot that
the prospect daunted Tuen In the golden
cago she saw another opportunity for she
felt that It was not her fate to ' blush

How It feels to be shot dead Is the
subject of some rather cunous observa-
tions on the part of a troopei of Roose-
velt's regiment, which was intended to
be made up of Rough Riders, but from
force of circumstances has been trans-
formed into an organization of rough
walkers since it has been in Cuba. This
particular trooper has been in the thick
of the fighting all the time and he re-

lates his most peculiar experience in 1

letter recently received by a friend in
this city.

"In that
description he gives he's away off
There's altogether too much of it. He
never went through It, so how should he
know"7 The real tiling is very short and
simple, anybody could do it.
