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Tlie President's Own.
Arthur Helps once said that if he

should ever be tried for a crime, he
would pray for a jury of men beyond
middle life. He believed that after a
man passes his fiftieth year he is less
ardent In the pursuit of exact justice
and strongly inclined to be merciful.
As far as the President's Commission
is a jury to decide on the guilt or inno-

cence of Secretary Alger, that official
is to be congratulated on the fact that
of the eight Commissioners who were
present to receive instructions, only one
is under sixty years of age. and he is in
his fifty-four- th year. There are none
of those eager, younger men who have
not had their ideals of human conduct
smashed by experience and their sense
of justice softened by the knowledge
that we are all poor, weak creatures,
men who rare less for their own com-

fort and that of their frail fellow-creatur- es

than for the exposure and pun-

ishment of guilt.
A significant thing in the beginning

of tlie work of the body Is the state-
ment of one of its members that "as
yet no charges have been filed, and
therefore no plan of action has been
made' If this investigating Commis-

sion is to consider only such formal
charges as are filed with its secretary,
it is not in danger of having its repose
seriously disturbed. For one reason
the people who know things about the
War Department's administration have
little, if any, more interest in the work
of this Commission than the general
public. They know that it is without
authority to compel the attendance of
witnesses or to pay the expenses of
witnesses to and from their homes and
compensation for their loss of time.
They have a suspicion, too, that the
purpose in tho creation of such a pow-

erless body is partly to forestall Con-

gressional investigation, if not to pre-

vent it, and partly for effect in the Con-

gressional and State campaigns by giv-

ing an appearance of real in the pur-

suit of the guilty, yet without a report
on the facts before the elections. That
a number of men have de-

clined to serve on the Commission,
though urged hy the President, has
strengthened these suspicions.

However, the President has a right to
proceed in his own way in his private
and personal affairs, of which this is
one. There is a natural curiosity- - about
it, but no feeling of concern, on the,
part of the people, who look to Congress
to make an Impartial, thorough and
satisfying investigation in the Interest

' of justice and for the future welfare of
the army.

A Revision for Dreyfns.
The popular sentiment in France is by

no means as favorable to revision in
the eternal Dreyfus case as correspond-
ents' have thought. The element that
believes that not even the honor of, the
army should take precedence over Jus-
tice has oeen disposed to advocate

but this Is only a small pro-
portion of the whole. The Jew-hate- rs

Include a majority of the Parisians,
and they have never relented. The ri-

otous gathering to protest against a re-
opening of the question of the guilt of
Dreyfus was finally scattered hy the
police, but It represented the prevailing
prejudice, and it has the support of the
army.

It is probable that many officials of
the government profess a belief In the

guilt of the prisoner solely because they
fear the effect on themselves and on the
nation of a new trial. It is even pos-

sible that the resignation of a war min-

ister who has Presidential aspirations
was due rather to this fear than to a
sincere conviction of the Justice of the
Dreyfus sentence. "With a furious and
growing: mob clamoring against ac-

cording any right to the.tTew, the dan-
ger of a massacre of Jews and even of
a revolution, the friends of justice have
no high hopes of anything like a fair
judicial hearing, now that a revision
has been decided upon.

It must gratify the lovers of justice
elsewhere to observe that there is no
peace for France until the penalty has
been paid for the violation of the blind
goddess. A poor captain, one of a de
spised race, perhaps guilty of treason,
cannot be denied a fair trial without
shaking the foundations of one of the
great powers of Europe. High officials

ministers and generals have been
forced to resign; there have been sui-

cides, murders and flight, and now
there are such rjpts as have preceded
the great revolutions of history. Ex
perienced men fear that not merely the
administration, but the government it-

self, must fall before the full penalty
has been paid. It rests with the gov-

ernment to- - say whether the new
trial shall be a., farce or an honest at-

tempt to reach the truth, and there is
only too much reason to fear it will de-

cide for the former.

niiiuco Wins the Klrst Fall.
The conflict between the American

Government and General Blanco, the
undefeated commander at Havana, has
reached an interesting stage. Encour-
aged by the ready subservience of the
Commission appointed by the Presi-
dent. Blanco persisted in his refusal to
allow the landing o the supplies sent
down by the Government on the Comal
for the relief of the starving Cubans.
Blanco has won this fall, for the Amer-
ican Government has directed the cap-

tain of the Comal to go to Matanzas to
unload.

This must work great mischief to the
Americans in their future relations
with the Cubans if it is final. It is only
one of many triumphs by Blanco over
the Americans. The political prisoners
who should have been released when
the protocol was signed are still in the
filthv iails. and their appeals to the
Commissioners are respectfully refer-
red to Blanco himself. The continued
sovereignty of Spain has been affirmed
and maintained, and Cuban soldiers are
still arrested for treason against Spain
and for speaking favorably of America.
The supreme purpose for which the war
was waged the rescue of the Cubans
fiom starvation Is no? yet achieved.
Meanwhile, a faction of
Cubans are setting up a fraudulent
government to dispute with us the right
to rule the island until good order is

restored. Much of this is due to the
public recognition of Spain's sovereign-

ty in the person of .Blanco by our own
Commission.

Tt is now aserted that the Govern-

ment is making arrangements to send
troops to Havana within a month. Ac-
cording to the statements of newspaper
correspondents there, the Commission-
ers were disposed to grant the time de-

manded by Blanco for evacuation un-

til the last day of February of next
year. It is said to be the intention of
the President to compel the embarka-
tion of the Spanish army by the end of
the coming month, using force if nec-

essary. If there had been reasonable
firmness in the beginning, there would
have been no such complications.

It MIsht llnve llccn Worse.
During the time in which Secretary

Alger has been swinging round the cir-

cle of th various camps, he has in-

dulged In some actions which would be
rather funny if they were seen on the
stnpp hut which under the circum- -

! stances do not Impress one as exactly
comical. For example, the other day he
stood beside the bed of a fever-stricke- n

soldier, who had been tossing restlessly
for hours, so- - that it required all the

j strength of the frail little woman who
nuised him to keep him on the bed.

The Secretary solemnly placed his hand
on the headof this nurse and ex-

claimed. "My kind child, God will re- -

t ward and the nation honor you for your
noble work.'

Comment on that sort of bathos is
unnecessary.

Several times during the visit of the
President to the hospitals Alger has
called on the soldiers for testimony that
their treatment" was all that it should
be. As a matter of fact, when men are
really treated well in hospital, after the
hardships of a foreign campaign, they
are only too glad to say so without be-

ing asked.
But the climax of the interesting ar-

guments which Secretary Alger has
used In connection with this very un-

pleasant topic is that however bad the
conditions are, they might have been
worse. Of course they might, and of
anything short of an absolute inferno,
the same thing might be said. There
used to be a custom among some very
pious people of visiting the recently
aTiicted with a peculiar kind of conso-

lation. To a poor woman who had lost
her husband, perhaps, in a railroad
wreck, they would explain how kind
and merciful it was of the heavenly
powers to leave her her children to
work for; that she really deserved the
worst that could possibly happen to her,
and had, on been let off quite
easily. They would further say that
her affliction had been sent to her as a
means of discipline, and that if she did
not behave properly. under the dispen-
sation, the Deity responsible for the dis-

cipline would probably see fit to de-

prive her of her chidren, and of her
property, and perhaps finally of her
health, so that she might be taught how
wrong it was to repine "over her afilic-tion- a

That seems to be very much the
argument in use to defend the volun-
teer camps. They have not been mis-

managed to the fuH extent of the possi-
bilities, and therefore the soldiers and
the"lr friends should be filled with grat-
itude. - - -

Bjut that line of argument is a little
out of date. The shadow of the grim
old theology still lingers among the
children and grandchildren of those
who believed in it, and one hears now
and then the pitiful" cry from some
grief-strick- parent, "I don't see what
J have done, or what my boy .has done,
that he should be taken from me." Bui
as a rule, a. sunnier, sweeter, and more
wholesome view .Is taken of the power
that shapes this world. And men are
gradually coming around to the idea
that the natural and .heaven-Intende- d

condition of things promotes health, not
disease'; goodness, not evil: "kindness,
not selfishness and brutality. And they
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are less inclined to accept the disgrace-
ful condition of 'the volunteer camps as
a scourge of Providence than they
might have been two generations ago.

An Object JLeHBon.

The dead bird on the hat has aroused
the Indignation of Audobon societies,
tenderhearted people, and economical
husbands, for many years, but the
birds themselves have hitherto had no
chance to enter a protest. If they have
made any speeches on the subject, they
have done it in bird language, which is
unintelligible, even to Professor "Sim-Ian- "

Garner. The parrot Is the only
feathered creature who ever makes
speeches In English, and he has been
silent on this topic, possibly because no
fashion in millinery has yet ventured
to introduce cockatoos as an ornament
for the head.

An Incident which took place at Fort
Sheridan, Chicago indicates that the
birds may have some ideas on this
thing, even if they cannot talk or vote
A lady was meandering peacefully
through the camp of Illinois troops
which Is located at that place, when
she heard a swish, and a rush, and her
hat was lifted from her head, nearly
carrying her coiffure with it. For a
minute or two it looked as if there
would be a scalping, but the hair was
indigenous and it held firm. The hat
then sailed off in the claws of a large
American eagle, the pet and mascot of
Company B, First Illinois Cavalry. The
eagle had seen a stuffed bird roosting
on one side of the brim, and had swoop-
ed down on it with promptness and
precision.

For a minute the lady felt that some-
one must capture the eagle and rescue
her hat. But the bird of freedom was
rapidly venting his wrath on the cap-

ture, and scraps of ribbon, feathers,
lace, straw, and stuffing were floating
down through the air. So she finally
left her millinery to its fate and de-

parted from the camp without giving
her name. The moral of this is that
it is not wise to wear a dead bird on
the hat where an unchained American
eagle can see It. He has the true
American spirit, and resents the Injury
to his kind.

COUNTING SILVER DOLLARS.

Over Ten TtTflTTosi Will lie Handled
at the Xew York Snlitrensnry.

New York, Sept. 26. Today a tremen-
dous task was begun at the subtreasury
In this city by Jerome Wise. William IL
Stern, Abram D. Van Derveer, Arthur P.
Steward, and John Moon, of the Treas-
ury Department, acting as a board of
examiners to verify the accounts of

Treasurer Blgler. It Is nothing
more nor less than the counting piece by
piece of over ten million standard silver
dollars.

Heretofore the practice, as a rule, has
been to ascertain the amount on hand by
weight with a. test bag, which was opened
and tlie contents counted and weighed.
All other bags simply went on the scales,
but If one of them showed the least sign
of being light the coin was dumped out
and counted. This was the procedure
four years ago, when Mr. Blg'er was In-

ducted Into office. The bank notes, which
are always disposed of by actual count,
have already been verified, as has nearly
all of the fractional coin on hand, the
silver halves, quarters, and dimes, and
the minor coins nickels and pennies.

It will take twenty men twenty days to
count the sliver dollars, estimating, as
Assistant Treasurer Finney does, that
each man will handle about 25,000 pieces
each day. All of the coin is stored in
vaults In the underground apartments of
the custom house, and will have to be
hauled up an
elevator, which cannot carry more than
forty bags, or about a ton of weight
each trip. Taking thirty-thre- e bags to
a ton, It is figured out by a subtreasury
clerk that there will be 10,000 bags. In all,
or 330 tons. The weight of $1,000 iii these
dollars Is about sixty pounds. The total
amount of money which has to undergo
counting Is as follows:

The men who will do the counting of
the silver dollars have all been selected
because of the rapidity, with which they
can work. Some are to be brought on
from Washington, while others are of
this city.

An extended study of the phenomena of insom-
nia by De Mcnaceine, a authority in med-
icine, brings liim to the conclusion that it is
characteristic of persons who blush, laugh, weep
readily, and whose pulse is apt to quicken upon
the slightest provocation. Los of sleep, however,
ho admits, most frequently results from overwork,
of either mind or body; overstrain of either kind
dilates the blood Tessels of the brain and event-
ually paralyzes thcm; extreme cold producing the
samercsults. Experiments also show tint exercise
of the 'emotions causes a rush of blood to the
brain, and sleeplessness, if occurring near bed-
time. There is a common theory that sleep is
required ia proportion to the Ecarcity of red cor-
puscles in the blood, and thus all persons do not
correspond in their need of sleep, and many au-

thorities agree that the need of sleep depends
upon the strength of consciousness.

The tannery had a capacity of seventy-fiv- e

sides daily. There was a large de-

mand for the product and the plant was
kept very busy. It Is not definitely known
but it is regarded as altogether probable
that the plant will be rebuilt at once.

He said to the
World correspondent:

"I was anxious to testify to the sentl
ment of good-wi- ll and affection that ex-
ists among the people of London toward
Uio United States, so I lost no time In
making a call on the United States Peace
Commission."

UNTENABLE CLATJIS OF SPAIN.

Opinions of Frederic It. Condcrt
Concerning Her Contention.

New York, Sept. 26. Frederic R. Cou-de- rt

was yesterday asked for his opinion
as to the soundness of the contention of
the Spanish Commission at Havana that
Spain is at this time the absolute sover-
eign in Cuba and that the powers of the
American and Spanish Commissioners are
limited solely to the question of the evac-

uation of the island.
Mr. Coudert was also asked if ho be-

lieved Spain was legally entitled to the
possession of the ashes of Christopher
Columbus, the Spaniards asserting that
the ashes came under the classification
of "personal property," which, under the
terms of the protocol. Is exempt from
seizure by the United States. It Is de-

clared in certain quarters that the United
States Is entitled to possession of the dis-
coverer's relics and that Spain cannot le-

gally remove them from Cuba, but must
surrender them with other property
which property belongs to this govern-
ment by right of conquest.

Mr. Coudert said: "It la Illogical to
claim that Spain has absolute power and
control over Cuba. To make such a claim
as this is to disregard or forget the light
at Santiago, the destruction of Spain's
lloet, the surrender of Gen. Toral and all
those events which accompany the sur-
render of port of Cuba- - Spain Is bound
to surrender the other part of Cubu, of
which Havana Is the citadel, at some
time not yet fixed. Her rights, such as
they ure. depend on the terms of the pro-
tocol and on reasonable constructions to
be placed under the rules of Internation-
al law upon her undertaking to with-
draw at a date still to be fixed.

"Upon the construction of this protocol
and of these rules depend other que-
stionsnamely, the right to the remains of
Christopher Columbus. I know of noth-
ing which will prevent the Spanish from
exercising a pious duty to the most illus-
trious Spaniard Spain has ever produc-
ed. There Is not in legal contemplation,
at-- least, any monetary value to be at-

tached to the greatly distinguished re-

mains, although as curiosities and relics
they would probably produce a high price
at auction: but even then, if the vague
rules of international law admitted as
valid a feature of the case that such val-

uation could be placed on these relics. It
could not affect the claim of Spain, for
she might then claim that the ashes of
the distinguished discoverer were person-
al property, and that she had a right to
remove them to her own soil.

"The desire of Spain to keep these ven-

erable bones within her own control, and
to give them due reverence in the fu-

ture, as In the poit. is just and natural.
She Is not bound to deliver them over to
the caprice of another nation, which
might not treat them with all the rever-
ence which, in the eyes of Spain, at iKist,
they deserve.

"As to the possibility or probability that
Spain will endeavor to utilize her

custom to procrastinate and put
off the time for evacuation, that la. of
course, possible. A clash of opinion
might then arise, which, if prolonged,
might lead to embarrassment and com-
plications. We should then be driven to
insist on Spain's departure from the Isl-

and. If she refused to comply with our
reasonable demand, then the 'last resort
of kings" might have to be agai-- resorted
to certainly, a very unfortunate consum-
mation."

SUICIDE ON A SHIP.

A Paiscnger JlnnK IHtnxelf In His

New York, Sept. 23. Charles Putzl was
the name given by a second cabin passen-
ger of the French line steamship Gas-cog-

which arrived here yesterday, who
committed suicide at sea. From the pains

I which he took to destroy evidences of
hls ldentlt there Is reason to believe that
Putzl is not his name- - He hanged himself
In a second cabin compartment when the
Gascogne was a day out from Havre.

Putzl purchased his ticket on board the
steamship just before the gangplanks
were drawn in. He was about thirty-fiv- e
years old. five feet five inches in height,
and had gray eyes. He worn a light brown
mustache, his hair being of the same
color. The man wore a neat-fittin- g light
suit, a straw hat. and tan shoes.

Putzl. the night of the ship's departure,
complained to the steward that his berth
was so far aft that the churning of the
screw would disturb his sleep, and he was
put Into a compartment further forward
that had accommodations for five persons.

f but which was empty then. Before retir
ing he ordered a bottle of beer, and gave
the steward who brought It five francs In
payment. The steward handed back four
francs, but Putzi said. "ICcep the
change."

A steward failed to arouse Putzl next
morning, and the door was forcibly open-
ed. Putzl was found hanging to a
beam. He had been dead for several
hours. Tho man had hanged himself with
a section of the line used to hoist the
colors, which he had cut off.

Search of the body and of the room
failed to reveal any clew to the identity
of the suicide. There was a. cheap silver
watch and chain, but neither bore any
mark. Tho man had thrown his hand
baggage into the sea, and had no other.
He had no money, and there were no let-
ters or papers by which the suicide could
be identified.

The body was found en the momuing of
September IS, and was burled at sea the
following morning.

Among the saloon passengers were Leon
and Samuel Chesse, twin brothers from
Louisiana. According to Steward Peeters,
these, immediately after embarking, said
their trip from Paris to Havre had been
made gloomy by a fellow passenger.whose
"evil eye" had cast a baleful influence
over them. Putzi was subsequently point-
ed out as the man whose eye had affected
the gayety of these Louisiana twins.
They laughed at the steward's statement
when questioned about It yesterday.

CRAMPS SEIZED BATHER.

Rescue hy a Life Ouaril.
Atlantic City. N. J.. Sept. 26. A bril-

liant rescue was made yesterday after-
noon hy Life Guard Charles Davis. C.
B. Barrrett was swimming when he was
suddenly taken with cramps. Hearing
his cries for assistance, the guard quick-
ly started to his aid. The sea was un-
usually rough, and all the lifeboats being
out of service, the guard was forced to
swim to the drowning bather. After con-
siderable trouble he succeeded in reach-
ing Barrett, and putting him on the life
buoy brought him ashore.

Guard Davis was liberally remunerated
for his trouble by the father of the boy.

How Deney Got His Coal.
Capt. Bradford, chief of the naval

equipment bureau. Is clearing up the
business of his office preparatory to soil-
ing for Paris on October 1 to join the
American Peace Commissioners as an ex-

pert. He Is settling up the heavy coal
bills incurred during the war and has now
adjusted most of them. Some idea of the
enterprise exhibited by the equipment
bureau may be obtained from the fact
that weeks before the declaration of war
it had a number of sailing ships quietly
creeping toward Asia laden with coal and
with nothing to indicate that they were
carrying It to Dewey or to render them
liable to seizure or detention by the ene-
my or some severe neutral power. Imme-
diately upon tho declaration of war a
number of steamers were hurried along
with more coal, and in consequence
Dewey found himself In possession of no
less than 10,000 tons of the best American
coal to flglit his battles with.

"Will Soon Have an Opportunity to
Meet Colonel liny.

Col. John Hay. It Is expected, will ar-

rive In this city on Thursday, when he
will receive his commission as Secretary
of State from the hand of President Mo
Klnley.

in anticipation of his arrival, many of
the diplomats who have been away on
their summer vacation ore returning to
Washington. Count Cassini, the Rus-
sian ambassador, and Sir Julian Paunce-fot- e.

are both expected here this week.
When Col. Hay takes the oath of office
he will at once notify members of the
diplomatic corps of his arrival and as-
sumption of his new duties, and will in-

vite them to call at the State Department
a few days thereafter for the purpose of
meeting him.

One of the first matters which will have
to be disposed of will be the selection of
Col. Hay's assistants. It is expected the
President will also consult him regarding
the appointment of an ambassador to the
Court of St. James'. The President has
not yet selected an assistant secretary,
believing that Col. Hay should hj.ve a
voice as to the person to be named. The
President has not offered the British post
to any one since tendering It to Senator
Hoar and Secretary Long. "Who will be
selected, the President himself does not
know.

So far as diplomatic questions are con-
cerned, there is a feeling in Administra-
tion circles that the claims against Tur-
key are to be pressed. The question is
to be left to discussion between the Presi-
dent and Col. Hay. It Is presumed that
the matter will be kept in the channels
of diplomacy. For the present, at least,
the President would be averse to the em-

ployment of the navy in making a de-

monstration having as its object the co!
lection of the claims.

YELLOW EEVER SITUATION.

Marine Hospital OlHeiaU Believe the
DIsenie Has Done Its "Worst.

The Marine Hospital officials believe
that the yellow- - fever In the South has
done Its wor:t. While the Inhabitants
still flee panic-strick- from Jackson-
ville. Memphis. Galveston and other In-

fected nd threatened points. Surgeon
General Wyman does' not believe that the
disease will spread with any more alarm-
ing strides before the arrival of fever's
great foe frost.

The office of the Surgeon General Is be-

ing besieged daily with telegrams and
letters of inquiry regarding the danger
to be incurred in visiting this or that lo-

cality. In brief It may be said that
Memphis has quarantined herself against
the world, the State of Alabama will not
receive visitors from anjr point unless
they are armed with authority from the
health officials or are furnished with first
class bills of health; and the? more dan-
gerously infected localities like Jackson.
Orwood. Holly Springs and Taylors are
bottled up tight by cordons of armed men
who are resolved to prevent the ingress
or egress of everybody not connected
with the hospital service.

Trains In the neighborhood of infection
do not stop for passengers unless such
travelers are billed through to the
North. No cases have yet appeared in
Alabama and no suspects are under ex-

amination in that State. At Jackson.
Miss., all citizens and strangers must be
in doors after 3p. m.

No deaths have been reported to the
Marine Hospital Department for the last
twenty-fou- r hours.

SENATOR MORRILL'S SERVICE.

Senator Morrill has complet-
ed half of his sixth term in the Senate,
and it is stated on excellent authority
that he will not serve another term.

He is chairman of the Finance Commit-
tee of the Senate. Senator Allison, who Is
second on the Finance Committee, will. It
Is believed, be made the chairman. Mr.
Allison is now cchairman of the Appropri-
ations Committee, which Is considered
next In Importance to that of finance.

Senator Hale is second on the Appro-
priation Committee, but it is not thought
that he would accept the chairmanship,
as he will prefer to remain at the head of
the Committee on Naval Affairs. There-
fore, the chairmanship of the Committee
on Appropriations will, no doubt, fall to
Senator Cullom. who Is third on the list.

DR. CONNOR HERE.
