the City for the Syracuse Ticket.
Ariuieri of Speakers to Be Sent Out.

New York, Oct. 14. There has never
been a time within recent political histo-
ry in this State that Democratic par-

ty has Teen more sanguine of victory in
the election of Its gubernatorial ticket
than it is today. There has never been a
time when the Republican party has been
less concerned as to the results of the
elections than exists just now. The spo-

radic effervescences of hero worship have
given way to the more substantial ele-

ment of good government of the State
and the result is the rapidly growing im-

pression that Col. Roosevelt will lack
many thousands of a majority when the
vote Is cast next month.

Judge Van Wyck will be next gov-

ernor of New York. The gamblers who,
following the shouts and cheers echoing
after the adjournment of the Saratoga
convention, began to offer great odds on
the election of the Rider candi-

date, have had a sober second thought
and are hedging as promptly as possible
all enthusiastic wagers on his suc-
cess.

The handwriting upon the political wall
stands out in bold relief. It is easy of
translation. Advices to Republican quar-
ters here show not only apathy through-
out the State concerning the Republican
cause, but absolute Indifference.

The twenty-fourt- h annual convention of
the Catholic Young Men's National Union
will be held in this city on October 25

and 6.

The union is made up of Catholic young
men's literary' societies throughout the
country, and numbers about 50,000 mem-
bers. The Carroll Institute, of this city,
is affiliated with the union, and is now
actively at work perfecting arrangements
to fittingly entertain the visiting dele-
gates and members of the union.
