BACK FROM THE COUNTBY

Eougli Ei'ler --Roosevelt Ends
His First Rural Chapter.

AS OVATION m BROOKLYN

Cunr;ipr Unon the Vot-cr- ti

Sot Productive of Such. tN

iu Had Been Hoped For.
Senator Piatt In a QuicMceut Mood.
Van Wyck Preparing Speeches.

New York, Oct. 20. Col. Roosevelt has
returned from his tour throughout Re-

publican strongholds in the coun-

ties, and opened up last night in Brook-
lyn to a great crowd of udmirers. He
must have been gratified, for It was a
grand ovation. He expected it, of course,
and was not disappointed. It was such a
welcome back that any man might be
proud of. The man is a marvel of physical
strength and energy. If he could be
elected on that issue there would be no
doubt of the result next month, but, un-

fortunately for his party, those points
cannot be put to the front or anywhere
else in the campaign.

The Rough Rider's journey throughout
the State, so far as It went, has not given
that assurance of comfort to his managers
that had been hoped for. It has not awak-
ened a lasting enthusiasm, and the mag-

nates who daily consult political astrono-
my in the Fifth Avenue Hotel and at
Republican headquarters are not convinc-
ed that their show to the country people
will pay the expenses of the exhibition.
Hundreds of people were at the little rail-
way stations where the candidate's car
stopped for five or ten minutes during his
cannon ball llight among the farmers who
wanted to see what manner of man he
was, and not because they intended to
vote for him or because his nomination
had set them to thinking.

This fact has duly impressed itself upon
the managers, and it most assuredly pro-
vokes little comfort. They have no sub-

stantial evidence that the trip has suffi-
ciently aroused the rural Republicans to
beat the Immense majority that Van
Wyck is certain to get in this big city.

Betting; Odd ChniiKe Places.
If square betting can be regarded as any

sign of coming events, it shows today that
the professional gambling men are strong-
ly convinced that money put up on Roose-

velt is cash unwittingly squandered. There
is a great amount of "hedging" going on
among those who came to the front the
day after the adjournment of the Sara-
toga convention and flourished their rolls
of green paper in favor of the Republi-
can candidate. His admirers now are pro-

fessing to wager their cash on a dollar
for dollar basis, but are not ultra clamor-
ous for takers.

"Pittsburg Phil," who bet $2,000 to 51.400

on Roosevelt a week ago, was expected
to make several heavy plunges on the
Rough Riders' colonel at even money, but
he failed to do so.

Sporting men are taking a vacation for
the present. In a week or ten days there
will probably be a renewal of activity,
and if present indications mean anything
they mean that the odds will be heavy on
Van Wyck.

Plntt'M Voice Become Silent.
In the meantime, people ask what has

become of Mr. Piatt. He does not dis-

play one-thir- or even less, of the activ-
ity manifested last summer in the may-

oralty campaign. The fact is, the Sena-

tor, with his astuteness and polit-

ical acumen, is keeping as much as pos-

sible under cover. Whether he advised
himself, or whether he was advised by
Col. Roosevelt not to be too solicitous for
the success of his man, is a question, but
the fact stand out in bold relief that
the Senator fears the result of emphasiz-
ing too fervently his work In the cam-
paign.

Van Wjck Preparing: for Work.
Judge Van Wyck has been very busy

during the present week, in the prepara-
tion of-- the few speeches he will make
during the campaign. There is no reason
to doubt that they will have a great ef-

fect throughout the State. The Demo-

cratic candidate has no exalted merit as
a political orator, but Is universally re-

garded as a calm and convincing expo-

nent of the principles that guide any
position upon which he takes a stand.
His friends say that the main direction
of all utterances to be made by him will
be toward State issues, and that they will
be so clearly and forcibly set forth as
to leave no doubt of most beneficial re-

sults to the cause of true Democracy.

GREAT COFFEE DBINKEHS.

Consul Jlullln'M Prediction tin to the
ICenubllc of Parncmiy.

In a report to the State Department
Consul Rufiln says: "Brazil Is supposed to
produce more than half the coffee con-

sumed by all the world." He adds that
the land in Paraguay is suitable for the
cultivation of the coffee plant, being
damp, level and easy to cultivate. The
consul says there are now about 343,407

coffee plants in the republic of Paraguay,
and all the product can be readily dis-

posed of in the American market, because
the people are geat coffee drinkers.

If time and attention be devoted to this
branch of labor, it is believed that coffee
growing will be one of the most profitable
industries of Paraguay.

Telephone Sabscrilicrn' AxHOcIaiion.
At a meeting of the Telephone Sub-

scribers' Association held at AVllIard's
Hall It was resolved that all members
paying less than $100 per annum for their

SHIPBUILDING IN JAPAN.

Interrntius" Report of Constnl HiirriM
From XaKUHiikl.

The State Department has given out the
interesting report of Consul Harris, at
Nagasaki, Japan, on shipbuilding at that
port. The consul says:

"There has recently been delivered to
the Nippon Yusen Kalsha what is said
to be the largest steamship that has ever
been launched outside of American or
European waters.

"The vessel Is the Hitachi Maru, built
to order by the Mitsu Bishl Company, in

Its shipbuilding yards at this port. She
was about twelve months in-t- he build- -'

ers' hands, and before delivery to own-

ers was subjected to survey by an off-

icer sent especially from London. Her
class is Lloyds' 100 Al, approved by the
shipbuilding encouragement law of the
imnerini .Tnnnnese covernment: type. 3
decks; material of hull, steel; length, 462

feet; beam ,49 feet 2 Inches; depth 33

feet 6 Inches; draft, average, 25 feet;
gross tonnage, 6,150 tons; displacement,
11,660 tons; freight capacity, 7,150 tons;
engines, double crews;
boilers, four; indicated horse power, 3,500;
speed, 14 knots.

"The Mitsu Bishl Company will imme-

diately commence the construction of a
sister ship to Hitachi Maru for the Nip-
pon Tusen .Kalsha.

"Tho shipbuilding yard has been laid
out for vessels up to 500 feet in length,
and ground enough has been added for
four vessels to bo on the stocks at one
time. Ships of 300 to 450 feet are now
being built. The molding loft with car-

penter shops underneath, has been great-
ly Increased In size.

"The Mitsu Bishl Shipbuilding Compa-
ny, when busy, employs 2,000 men; it pays
laborers CO sen a day, which Is 30 cents
gold; skilled workmen receiving 1 yen
(50 cents) per day upwards. This compa-
ny Is gradually advancing the pay of em-

ployes, for the reason that the cost of
rent, fuel, clothing and food to all class-
es has so increased as to render an ad-

vance necessary. The cost of living
among all classes has Increased enor-
mously at this port entirely out of pro-

portion to the advance In wages and sala-
ries."

TBADE SCHOOLS IN BELGHTM:.

Government Tenches Boys to He
Bnrbers nnd Wenvern.

United States Consul Morris, at Ghent,
has made a report to the State Depart-me- n

on "Trade and Technical Education
in Belgium." He says:

"According to a recent publication of

the minister of industry and labor, the
number of technical, trade, commercial

and domestic economy schools subsidiz-
ed by the Belgian government on Decem-

ber 31, 1S97, was 410. One year previously,
the number of these institutions was 37C.

"During 1S97, three apprentice shops
for boys were closed In "West Flanders.
The following institution for boys were
established during the same year: One
trade school at Montegnee, two harbers'
and hairdressing schools at Brussels, a
weaving school at Oostacker, a school
of feslgn and weaving at Anthlnes, St
Jean Berckman's school at Liege, school
of armor making at AVaudre, and fie
technical schools, one each at Malmes,
Lokeren, Neufchateau, Anderlues and
Dinant. There were also established
during 1807 four commercial houses at
Brusbels, Liege. Dinant and Huy, re-

spectively."

YELLOW FEVER. NOT DEAD.

fever epidemic was given a new lease of
life yesterday by a rise in temperature.

and 1 death; Oxford, 4. Canton has two
suspicious cases, and at Water Valley
there are several people regarded as sus-
piciously sick.

JTevr British Cruiser Liumelied.
London, Oct. 20. The third-clas- s cruis-

er Prometheus was successfully launched
from the dock yards at Hull today, with
all of her machinery aboard. She Is a

vessel of 2,135 tons and 7,000 indicated horse
power, and will carry eight guns.

Mas Be n Proposal to Arbitrate.
